When this call has been complet-
ed, Texas will have 31,964 men 
actually in training under the 
Selective Training and Service Act, 
according to General J. Watt Page, 
State Director. • 

Cross quotas for the States, 
General Page said, have been read-
justed and from time to time will 
be recomputed so that the actual 
requirements of the armed forces 
may be filled promptly and, at 
the same time, no State or Local 
Board will furnish a dispropor-
ionate share of men to the land 
and naval forces. 

General Page pointed out that a 
quota is not a requirement that 
must be filled by any given' date, 
but rather a "bank account" upon 
which the armed forces may draw 
from time to time. The latest •ad-
justed gross quota for Texas, deter-
mined on the basis of data availa-
ble May 15, 1941, is 136,488 men. 
Against this summer, in addition 
to 'the 31,964 industees, Texas is 
credited with 80,140 members of 
the armed forces, which includes 
those who entered the service 
before the first registration last 
October as well as those who have 
volunteered under Selective Service, 
General Page said.

Iarmy feeding. The Red Cross 
used it in the last war to make 
coffee for train-loads of troops 
coming through the Washington 
railroad yr.rds. I still remember 
our difficulty in keeping it clean. 
It did not remotely resemble this 
modern and efficient equipment. 

After tea with General and Mrs. 
Driun, I came home to keep an 
appointment with Dr. John Eliot 
and then had dinner with Miss 
Esther ',ape. I spent the evening 
catching up on the mail. 

One morning, at Mayor LaGuar-
dia's request, I looked at some de-
signs for uniforms, which volun-
teers may wear in the future.
