Sometimes there is only a 
slight redness of the skin, at oth-
er times there will be aggravated 
swelling and blisters covering 
large areas of your skin. In mild 
cases the skin is covered with nu-
merous small blisters. 

Poison ivy flourishes in then  
woods or in the open, in dry or 
moist locations, and it is particu-
larly abundaht along fence rows, 
paths, and roadways, often climb-
ing posts and trees to consider-
able heights. While there are a 
great many plants which may ir-
ritate the skin of susceptible per-
sons, most of the cases of plant 
dermatitis in Texas are caused 
by poison ivy. 

It is impossible for the aver-
age person to learn to recognize 
all the plants which are known. 
to be skin irritants hut, many 
cases of plant poisoning could 
be prevented if.the public would 
learn to recognize and avoid con-
tact with poison ivy. 

Dr. Cox gives these points to 
remember about poison ivy: (1) 
You can recognize it by its leaves, 
which are grouped in threes . . .

That upon receipt of 
the above by the city, the City

streets, highways, easements, al-
leys, parks and other public ways 
of the city in carrying on its bus-
iness for twelve (12) months from 
March 1st of such year.

beans commercially in the United I 
States. The Manufacturers who 
used castor bean oil in their pro- • 
ducts depended on exports from 
foreign countries. Until just re-
cently only 4 per cent of the cas-
tor beans used in this country 
were produced in the United 
States. The development of the 
use of castor bean oil in the manu-
facture of many products has 
been held back because of the 
lack of dependable production. It 
stands to reason that as depen-
dable production of castor beans 
develops more products using the 
oil will be developed and put on 
the commercial market. 

As in the growth of all new 

crops, there are problems in the 
development and growing of cas-
tor beans. At the present time 
the only mechanical means of 
harvesting castor beans is strip-
pers. These strippers are mount-
ed on a tractor similar to a corn 
stripper or cotton stripper. The 
stripper as it now stands is not 
effective in harvesting until frost 
has killed the foliage on the 
plants. Farm equipment manu-
facturers are now beginning 
work on building satisfactory 
equipment to cultivate the castor 
beans crop from planting through 
harvesting. The peanut growers 
in this county can probably recall 
the early difficulties that arose 
in growing and' harvesting pea-
nuts. These difficulties have now 
been overcome and the growing 

and harvesting of peanuts is on a 
strictly mechanical basis. It cer-
tainly stands to reason that. cas-
tor beans can be the same way. 

In order to secure a satisfac-
tory market today, production 
must be secured since manufac-
turers are not developing pro-
ducts and building plants unless 
they can depend on securing the 
raw materials. Eastland County 
is being given an opportunity to 
assist in the development of this 
new cash crop ,and it is felt that 
this is an excellent opportunity 
for the producers in the county. 
The castor bean crop is not a "fly 
by night" process, It is hoped 
that production in the United 
States can be brought up to meet 
the demands of the manufactur-
ers since foreign markets are not 
meeting demands. 

Texas has been allotted enough' 
seed to plant 15,400 acres this 
year. Present plans are to ex-
pand this several times next year 
if Texas producers show they are 
interested. Acreages will be 
placed iTr counties next year ac-
cording to interest shown by pro-
ducers this year. 

In order to produce a suitable 
income, a farm should have more 
than one cash crop. Castor beans 
appear to be an addition to the 
cash crops that can be profitably 
grown in this county. 

County farm income created by 
reduced peanut acreage allot-
ments. The new cash crop is Cas-
tor Beans. Most people have 
seen' the native variety of castor 
bean plants but this is the first 
'opportunity to grow the commer-
cial variety in this county. 

The oil obtained from Castor 
beans is considered a strategic 
material by the Armed Forces 
and is needed in large quantities 
for use in Hydraulic fluids, Wat-
erproofing materials, and paints. 
After the needs of the Armed 
Forces have been met Castor 
Bean oil will be used to manu-
facture many articles used by all 
of us everyday. Castor oil is used 
in paints, varnishes, plastics, and 
cosmetics to mention only a few. 
Today the Baker Castor Oil Com-
pany of Oklahoma and Califor-
nia produces 185 products that in 
some way require castor bean oil. 
Another 100 products are in the 
development stage. 

Until just a few years ago very 
little work had been done to de-
velop the production of castor

Under Regulation 11, farm 
wage rates below 95c an hour 
or the piece rates paid for farm 
operations may be increased to 
95c an hour or the equivalent 
monetary wage without approval 
of the Board. However, in those 
instances in which wage rates 
paid during the base period of 
1950 were greater than 95c or 
the equivalent an hour they can 
be increased only 10 per cent 
without Board approval. 

The base rate is the wage rate 
paid during the applicable crop 
season of 1950. For example, if 
cotton is picked during Septem-
ber on a particular farm, thbn 
wages paid in September 1950 
would be the base for any in-
crease above 95c an hour. 

Increases may also be given to 
farm ivorkers paid by the month. 
Where only a cash wage is paid, 
the wage can be $225 a month. 

I Where the year-round use of a 
house is given along with the us-
ual incidentals, $195 a month can 
be paid. Where room and board 
is furnished, $175 a month is per-
missible. Where workers were 
being paid above these amounts 
in 1950, they would be limited 
to a 10 per cent increase with-
out approval of the Wage Stab-
ilization Board. Questions re-
garding increases beyond these 
standards should be raised with 
the local Wage-Hour offices of 
the U. S. Department of Labor. 

Agricultural labor, according to 
the regulation, follows the same 

anna  definition as that contained in 
the Federal Fair %Labor Stand-
ards Act which the Department 
of Labor has administered since 
its enactment in 1938.
