The appraisal with its compiled 
results will not only benefit the 
Board of Directors in their work 
for the overall system of Public 
Schools but will be a source of 
information for the individual 
sdhool and the individual teacher 
whereby they may be encouraged 
to correct error and to pride them 
selves on progress they are mak-
ing with proved methods.
