It is the
great kindness which our religion
doeth us, that it brings us to a
settledness of mind, and a con-
sistency within ourselves.

Peace rules the day, where rea
son rules the mind.

Nothing can bring you peace
but yourself; nothing can bring
you peace but the triumph of
principles.

Peace hath her victories,
less renowned than war.

We love peace, but not peace
at any price. There is a peace
more destructive of the manhood
of living man, than war is de-
structive of his body. Chains are
worse than bayonets.

To be prepared for war is one
of the most effectual means of
preserving peace.

We are a people of peace. God
knows how we love peace.

sion for peace.

A peace is of the nature of a
conquest; for then both parties
mobly are subdued, and neither
party loser.

There are interest by the sacri
fice of which peace is too dearly
purchased. One should never be
at peace to the shame of his own
soul, to the violation of his in-
fegrity or of his allegiance to
God.

Speak, move, act in peace, as
if you were in prayer. In truth,
this is prayer.

No peace was ever won from
fate by subterfuge or agreement;
no peace is ever in store for any
of us, but that which we shall
win by victory over shame or sin
-- victory over the sin that op-
presses, as well as over that
which corrupts.

The man who concecrates his
hours by vigorous effort, and an
honest aim, at once he draws the
sting of life and Death; he walks
with nature; and her paths are
peace.

An issue for this Nation was
restated for the purposes for
which it was founded--to pre-
serve under the changing condi-
tions of each generation a peo-
ple’s government for the peoples
‘good.

The task assumes different
ghapes at different times. Some-
times the threat to popular gov-
ernment comes from political in-
gerests, some from economic in-
terests, sometimes we have to
Jbeat off all of them together.

But the challenge is always
the same -- whether each gene-
