The Three Way School Board has expressed
confidence that an insurance cooperative will
be successful despite being temporarily short of o
funds right now.

The board approved putting up $8.240 (Three
Way's share of the shortage) before Aug. 31in
order to avoid losing the money to re-insurance
and stop-loss. The $180,000 total shortfall was
pro-rated according to enrollment among the
nine districts in the plan.

Superintendent William Hood told the board
that a change in the cooperative’s management
made him optimistic about the district’s chances
of recouping the funds by next year. The coop-
erative changed to Edwards Risk Management 3
of Marble Falls, Texas. i

“I really believe that with this new guy in fi 0
charge, we’ll get this money back,” he said. The
cooperative switched to Edwards Risk Man
agement of Marble Falls, Texas.

Hood also said the payment should not be a
short-term problem for the district, since he
said the district stands to,gain about $14,000
from the state due to underfunding last year.

When it came time to discuss enrollment
figures during the board’s last meeting, Princi-
pal Danny James had good news for the board
as far as the total enrollment.

He said the district’s initial enrollment was
down only six students from comparable fig-
ures a year ago — up four in high school, down
four in junior high and up by the net of six in
elementary school.

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Care-giving often part
of lasting marriages

“In sickness and in health,
"til death do us part” is a harsh
reality for a spouse who must
attach the role of care-giver to
that of a lifetime partner.

Communication and support
from family and friends can
make the transition more man-
ageable, said Dr. Nancy
Wilson, an assistant professor
of medicine at the Huffington
Center on Aging at Baylor
College of Medicine.

“When one partner becomes
chronically ill or disabled, the
relationship between the
couple changes. Knowing
what to expect can help ease
that change,” Wilson said.

The couple is fortunate if
they have a long history of
problem solving.

“If possible, they can rene-
gotiate theirroles in marriage,”
Wilson said. “Feelings of sad-
ness and frustration can make
changing roles more difficult,
but new skills can provide a
feeling of accomplishment for
both.”

Instead of criticism, Wilson
encourages the ill or disabled
partner to offer praise and en-
couragementifthe care-giving
spouse makes mistakes while
learning todrive, balancing the
checkbook, cooking or doing
laundry. She said it is equally
important that the care-giver
expresses appreciation forcon-
tributions the ill partner is able
to make.

Many care-givers find that
they harbor strong feelings of
resentment or guilt.

“Unresolved issues and hos-
tilities tend to surface in
care-giving roles,” Wilson
said. Sometimes these feelings
lead to excessive caregiving,
which might promote depen-
dency and even prevent the ill
person from making progress
in recovery.

“Feelings of anger, guiltand
frustration are normal,” Wil-
son said. “Care-giving doesn’t
make you a saint.”

Wilson also warns of over-

Earlyinteraction critical to child’s brain

NACOGDOCHES —Early
interactions determine how a
toddler’s brain is wired, and
“you are so vital to this stage of

a child’s development,” Dr.

Dorothy James told child-care
providers at the 14th annual
Child Care Conference in
Nacogdoches.

Parents may beaway from
their children nine to 10 hours
a day, and it is essential that
day-care workers provide a
stimulatingenvironment for the
children in their care, said
Jamesina presentationon brain
developmentininfants and tod-
dlers.

Current research has dis-
proved many myths about early
brain development.

Forinstance, itisnow known
that early childhood experi-
ences, particularly those prior
to age 3, have a critical effect
on how the child’s brain devel-
ops, according to James, who
is a family life specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

It was once thought, for ex-
ample, that a toddler has little
brain activity. Now it is known
that in terms of activity, a 3-
year-old’s brain is twice as
active as his pediatrician’s, she

said.

Similarly, it was once
thought that brain development
is linear, that is, a person’s ca-
pacity for learning grows at a
steady pace.

Instead, research has proven
that prime learning stages exist
for different skills and knowl-
edge.

So many basic skills are de-
veloped at the toddler age,
James said, thatday-care work-
ers may make the difference
whether a child enters school
ready to learn or not.

“This is a prime learning
time. Parents are the child’s
No. I teachers, but you (child-
care workers) may be 1A,” she
said.

To encourage brain devel-
opment and to learn and grow,
child-care workers need tocon-
sidereach child a“real person,”
James said.

Other suggestions she of-
fered were:

* Understand that each child
is different and special;

« Keep routines and help the
child know what to expect;

* Encourage play and pro-
vide stimulating toys;

*Learntolistentoeachchild;
and

* Hold and comfort children

when they want to be held and
comforted.

Child-care providers and
workers attending the confer-
ence also learned advanced
techniques on fostering child-
hood development, preventing
the spread of childhood dis-
eases and dealing with day care
violence."

Attendees earned 6.5 con-
tinuing education units. State
law requires child-care work-
ers receive eight hours of
orientation when they start
work and at least 15 hours of
in-service training every year.

The training is designed to
fulfill the six goals for child-
care workers set by the Child
Development Agency, affili-
ated with the Texas Workforce
Commission.

These goals include estab-
lishing and maintaining a safe
learning environment; advanc-
ing the physical and intellectual
competence of children; sup-
porting social and emotional
development of children; es-
tablishing positive and
productive relationships with
families; ensuring a well-run,
purposeful program responsive
to the children’s needs; and
maintaining a commitment to
professionalism.

exposure. “Alot of people for-
get they ever had their own
space and activities. Try not
to let both worlds become too
narrow,” she said.

If possible, the care-giver
should encourage the ill or
disabled spouse to continue
lifelong interests, invite fam-
ily members to share simple
activities or talk about the
day’s events. Being around
other people will help lessen
feelings of isolation.

Care-givers should “refuel”
by pursuing their own activi-
ties, spending time with
friends and family or partici-
pating in a support group.

“Care-givers should let
other people into their lives to
share physical tasks and emo-
tional burdens. They don’t
have to do everything them-
selves,” Wilson said.

Remember that there are
two victims, she said. Both
people can expect to go
through transitions, not only
in roles but also in emotional
states.

Both partners can have feel-
ings of helplessness. loss of
dignity and loss of identity.
Both might grieve the loss of
the relationship as it was.

“As healthy spouses, we
should look ahead for our-
selves, in the eventuality that
something - will happen. We
need to face the possibilities
head-on and discuss how we
would like to handle these
challenges,” she said.

A Tale of Two Brothers

The big, hairy, red-skinned man
threw his arms around the neck of
his brother and wept. He hadn’t
seen the man for over twenty
years! The emotions welled up
within him and overflowed.

(And not without some
justification.) Years before, Esau
would have. And he would have

him a sharp knife for the task. Not
now. He had grown beyond that.
And Jacob? Here was a
changed man indeed! When Esau
had last seen him, Jacob had been
working hard to live up to his
name. “Jacob.” The “supplanter.”
The grabber. The lying, conniving
cheat. He had cheated his brother.
He had lied to his blind old father.
He had not been much of a man.
But Jacob was no longer Jacob.
Now he was Israel. A new man.
On the night before this
meeting with his brother, Jacob
had met a man who frightened him
far more than Esau! He had met
himself. As Jacob wrestled with
the angel of God, he wrestled with
himself. He decided that life
without the blessing of God was
not worth living. And he held on to
the angel who could unmake him
with a word. He took the chance,
for once, in an unrigged game.
And he was blessed. When he
limped away from the battle, no
longer was he Jacob the cheat.
Now he was renamed by God
himself—Israel, one who wrestles
with God and wins His blessing.
Few of us wrestle with angels,
but we all wrestle with ourselves.
We all come to the place where we
are faced with the same decision
Jacob faced. Is God’s blessing the
most important thing in all of life?
