Cotton Farmers
Warned Not To Buy
Asphaltﬂ:ksacks

A drive to knock out one of
cotton’s worst enemies was an- |
nounced today by Mitchell Camp
bell, president of the Eastland
County Farm Bureau.

The farm leader urged all per-
sons interested in the welfare of
the cotton industry to join in the
drive to eliminate the wuse of
asphalt coated picksacks in har-
vesting cotton.

He said stores in the area are
being urged not to-stock the asp-
halt coated picksacks. He also
asked farmers to let the retailer
know their feelings in regard to
this type sack.

The' asphalt coated sack, he
pointed out, 1s a major source
of tar spots in cotton yarn and
fabrics. Such fabrics often are
downgraded and /sell for from 10
to 20 percent less than normal
value, |

b

Although no 'part of this loss
shows up on the farmer’s invoice
when he sells his cotton, he loses
just the same. The mill must even
tually reflect part of the loss back
to the farmer, in the price paid
for cotton.

The purchase and use of as-
phalt coated sack ' represented
from 5 to 8 percent of the total
in 1956 as compared with from
45 to 50 percent the previous
year. The Farm Bureau president
sald the reduction was due to the
active efforts of a number of or-
ganizations, _agencies and their
leaders during the spring and
summer of 1956. He called for the
same cooperation in 1957.

‘If we do not continue ous ef-
forts to completely eliminate this
sack,” he said, “it is likely that

its use will again increase.” N
g

He said retail stores in each
community should be contacted.
“Urge stores not to stock asphalt
coated sacks. Ask them to concen-
trate on selling plastic dot, plastic
coated and plain duck sacks. That
way, we'll all benefit,” he stress-
ed.

Longhorn Cavern .Deemed
Million Years in Mukmg

Texas Longhorn Cavern, spec-
tacular scenic masterpiece of Na-
ture, was at least a million years
in the making, geologists estimate.

The huge cavern is awesome
evidence of the changes wrought
through the ages by variations in
climate, earth movements, the rise
and fall of the seas and the slow
solution of limestone by water.

Longhorn Cavern, located near
Burnet in the Highland Lakes re-
gion northwest of Austin, is one
of the state’'s favorite attractions
for tourists and sightseers. Guided
tours are conducted daily through
the explored portions of the cave,
which is one of the world’s largest.

Richard W. Rush, assistant pro-
fessor of geology at the University
of Texas, has traced the sequence
of events which led to the develop-
ment of the cavern from the time
when Texas lay beneath a huge
sea, approximately a half-billion
years ago.

The stone in which the cavern
was eventually carved out was
formed from limy muds deposited
at the bottom of this sea. Over
countless centuries this mud de-
posit gradually rose out of the sea,
only to sink beneath it again, a
process which was repeated a
number of times.

Finally slow uplift raised Texas
above the sea for the last time and
the limestone which had hardened
from the mud deposits lay exposed
to the elements for over sixty
million years.

At that time Central Texas was
a humid swampland in which gi-
gantic dinosaurs and other rep-
tilian monsters roamed.

The actual beginnings of Long-
horn Cavern probably occurred
during the Ice Age, when the
northern part of the United States

Since 1884 it has

was covered by glaciers, more
than a million years ago.

As the glaciers retreated, about
50,000 years ago, the climate of
Texas became drier and the
ground water level began to drop,
dissolving the limestone as it fell.

Underground streams flowing
through the cave helped to carve
out the labyrinthian passageways
and huge rooms, until the cavern
was excavated to its most remote
chamber, an eerie 130 feet below
the surface of the earth.

Prehistoric cavemen probably
sought refuge in the subterranean
depths of the cavern to avoid be-
ing devoured by the fearsome
mammals which ranged the coun-
tryside in dim ages past.

The main approach to the cav-
ern entrance is through a collapsed
sink or deep depression in the lime-
stone, with remnants of the origi-
nal roof preserved as a ndtural
bridge over the steps leading to
the cave mouth.

The scenic beauty of the cavern
is heightened by the sparkling dis-
plays of calcite crystals, the un-
usual shapes formed of flint and
the clusters of stalactites and sta-
lagmites which in some instances
have fused to form impressive
columns,

AUSTIN, Tex. - Worst drought
in Texas history is broken, After
seven pinched years farmers look
out over soggy fields and talk
of “bumpér crops’.

But the troublesome drought
had a troublesome end. Tornad-
oes, couldbursts, hail and floods
brought loss of lives and proper-
ty damage in the millions.

Spring planting is reported far
behind schedule in many areas.
In others, washedout fields will
have to be re-sown. And despite
the deluge, some dry pockets
were noted by agriculture offici-
als, notably in far West and
Southwest Texas.

But most reports reflect sober
optimism. J. E. Sturrock, manager
of the Texas Water Conservation
Association, warned that the next
drought, probably in 15 years,
will be worse unless precautions
are taken now. Water must not
be allowed to race off into the
Gulf, he said.

And Agriculture Commissioner
John White issued a comment
not heard in years. He said the
fields “needed sunshine.”

FOR NEXT TIME As rain
fell in sheets and rivers boiled
over into the bottoms, lawmakers

Water program sponsors con-
tended an earlier conservation
program might have prevented
much of the flood devastation.

May 1 is an important date for
the 3rd Infantry Division, present
ly stationed at Fort Benning, Ga.
