Farmers Warned Of 
Peanut Bag Ruling 

Mrs. Johnnie Keith of Rt. 
3, Gorman, who underwent 
major surgery in the M. D. 
Anderson Hospital of Hous-
ton on June 3rd, is in need 
of eight pints of blood to re-
place blood used during her 
operation. AMr. Keith states 
that she is still in the Hous-
ton Hospital, Room 410, and 
doing fairly well. 

Anyone able to contribute 
blood, please contact Mr. 
Keith and he will be glad 
to take them to the Abilene 
Center. He can carry four at 
a time. 

New regulations concerning the 
type of bags farmers may use in 
marketing the 1957 peanut crop 
were announced recently by the 
U. S. Agricultural Stablization 
and Conservation Committee. 

In previous years, the Com-
modity Credit Corporation has en 
countered losses and difficulties 
from the use of old, odd size, and 
type bags in the Southwest area 
in carrying out the price support 
program on rianuts, Chairman 
E. E. Blackwell of County ASC 
Committee wrote. 

This resulted in waste and loss 
from torn bags, problems in hand 
ling and stacking 'peanuts in the 
warehouse, and difficulty in meet 
ing sanitation reguirements of 
Pure Food and Drug Administra-
tion, Blackwell said. 

"These problems originate with 
individual growers when they use 
old, dirty and odd size bags," 
Blackwell said. "For this reason, 
in 1957 Commodity Credit Cor-
poration has established minimum 
requirements with respect to bags 
in order that peanuts may be eli-
gible for price support." The min-
imum requirements were listed as 
follows: 

1. Peanuts delivered in mesh or 
net type bags will not be eligible e 
for price support. 

2. The bags shalt be made of 
material weighing not less than 
7 1-2 ounces nor more than 10 
ounces per square yard and con-
tain no sisal fibers. 

3. The bags shall be of uniform 
size with approximately two 
bushels capacity. 

4. The bags shall be nei,G or 
thoroughly cleaned used bags, 
free from holes and finished at 
the top with either the selvage 
edge of the material, binding or 
hem. 

"It is of utmost importance that 
the minimum requirements stip-
ulated be compiled with in order 
to ,  avoid delay and possible re-
fusal by the warehouseman to ac-
cept your peanuts into loan pro-
gram," Blackwell said.

State Aid Possible For 

invalids - Mentally Ill 

111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111111k Complete and' permanent 'in-
valids or persons in the com-
munity so mentally deranged that 
they require continuous oversight 
to keep from harming themselves 
or others may soon be able to 
receive small monthly checks 
from their State Department of 
Public Welfare through the new 
state-federal program of aid to 
the Permanently land Totally Dis-
abled. The Constitutional Aitiend-
ment, which was adopted by the 
voters in November, 1956, limt-
ing the amount of money that 
oan be appropriate dfor this pro-
gram to 1.5 million dollars per 
year: makes aid possible only to 
those who are helpless and have 
no relatives able to support them. 

Arla E. Hallford, Welfare Su-
pervisor for this area, pointed 
out this is the only welfare pro!. 
gram 'which requires considera-
tion of the ability of relatives to 
support. This law defines "re-
sponsible relatives" as children, 
parents. step-children, step-par-
ents, brothers and sisters. Hall-
ford said that for the first time 
in nearly 20 years the Depart-
ment's Field Workers will be re-
quired by law to determine the 
resources of relatives of persons 
who apply for aid. 

The "permanency" and " total-
ity" of the disability will be de-
termined by a State Reviewing 
Physician after study of a com-
plete physical or mental examina-
tion by the person's own physic-
ian. Complete helplessness from 
a medical standpoint, rather than 
inability to work, is the crittion. 
The state will pay the private 
physician for his examination. 

Funds for assistance payments 
will not be available until Sep-
tember 1, 1957, but applications 
will be taken after July 115. While 
the helpless individual will not 
be able to leave home, the per-
sons responsible for his care may 
cane to the local 'welfare office 
and acquaint the Department 
with his situation. A Field Work-
er will then call, as soon as pos-
sible, iat the home to take the 
application.
