With Pioneer Gas 

Negotiations are underway rel-
ative to the (acquisition of Em-
pire Southern Gas Company by 
Pioneer Gas Company, according 
to a joint announcement made 
by C. I. Wall,. President of Pio-
neer Natural Gas-  Company, Am-
arillo, Texas, and Jas. A. Davis, 
President of Empire Southern 
Gas Company, Fort Worth, Texas. 

Under an agreement reached 
between the two companies the 
proposed acquisition 'by Pioneer 
will be submitted to the stock-
holders of Empire Southern Gas 
Company in accordance with a 
plan unanimously approved by 
the Directors of Empire. 

The plan to be submitted pro-
vides for the issuance by Pioneer 
of 187,818 shares of common 
stock for all the properties and 
assets of Empire and the assump-
tion by Pioneer 'of the Liabilities 
of Empire, and, following the 
transfer of the assets and liabil-
ities, the dissolution of Empire 
and the distribution of Pioneer 
shares to the stockholders of Em-
pire in cancellation and redemp-
tion of 206,600 outstanding shares 
of Empire stock.

AUSTIN, Tex. - January is 
poll tax month. 

Officially, poll tax sales begin 
in October. But nobody pays too 
much attention. 

However, after the first of the 
year, organized drives get under 
way, in a deadline-month appeal 
to induce citizens to protect their 
right to vote by payment of the 
poll tax. 

But a good percentage of po-
tential voters ignore it all. Many, 
jolted at the last minute, flood 
into courthouses after knocking 
off work Jan. 31. Penalty for the 
putters-offers is usually a long 
wait in line. 

lection years, less than half the 
potential voters paid poll taxes or 
secured exemptions. 

Poll tax costs $1.75 and usually 
may be secured at several differ-
ent places in every community. 
No charge for 21-year-olds get-
ting their first vote and those 60 
years and over, but an exemption 
certificate must be obtained. (Per 
sons living outside cities of 10, 
000 or more may vote on affi-
davit without an exemption cer-
tificate.) 

Deadline for poll tax payment 

is midnight, Jan. 31.

OFF — Texas traffic deaths fell 
below the Department of Public 
Safety prediction for the Christ-
mas-New Year holiday period, as 
a result of the concerted efforts 
of the Governor's Safety Pro-

Both Governor Daniel and DPS 
Director Homer Garrison, Jr. had 
high praise for Texas citizens, 
law enforcement officers and 
news media, for the success of 
the program. "Much of the credit 
should go to the newspapers, ra-
dio and TV which played a major 
role in aiding law enforcement 
and focusing public attention on 
the increased driving hazards of 
the holiday season," Garrison 
stated. 

And Governor Daniel stressed 
that one of the chief aims of his 
administration during 1958 will 
be "to reduce our traffic deaths 
and injuries even farther below 
the 1956 record. It can be done .. 
. . this is best illustrated by the 
results of our efforts during the 
past holiday season when the na-
tion's death total increased but 
the Texas total decreased." 

If the DPS figure of 103 proves 
accurate, it will be the lowest 
since 1952 when 98 persons were 
killed in the holiday traffic crush. 

TWICE AS MUCH WATER --
New State Water Development 
Board has set up shop with the 
aim of doubling Texas' water 
storage space. Board members 
predict the program will bring 
the state an additional $600,000,-
000 in conservation projects - -
without cost to state taxpayers. 

Board is authorized to raise 
$100,000,000 by selling bonds at 
four per cent interest - - and 
another $100,000,000 later, on 
say-so of Legislature. This money 
can be lent at five per cent in-
terest to help pay up to one-
third of cost of local conservation 
projects. 

"I firmly believe the program 
will be self-liquidating," said 
Board Vice-Chairman W. E. 
(Buck) Tinsley of Austin. 

Board hired Joe Carter as its 
$10,000-a-year executive secre-
tary. Carter was legal counsel 
to the State Board of Water En-
gineers until animosity from two 
board members forced his resig-
nation last spring. 

After that, Carter served on 
Gov. Price Daniel's staff, assist-
ing with water legislation draft-
ing. He is a former state senator 
from Sherman.

Federal Judge A. T. Atwell of 
Dallas ruled last year that Dallas 
schools must integrate at mid-
term (January, 1958). But a high-
er court (U. S. Fifth Circuit Court 
of Appeals in New Orleans) over 
ruled. It said Dallas school of-
ficials should be given "a reason-
able further opportunity" to plan 
for integration. 

Decision leaves intact, for the 
time being, a state law passed 
last spring designed to delay de-
segregation. It prohibits school 
districts from integrating unless 
instructed to do so in a local e-
lection. Integration without a 
voter mandate would bring loss 
of state aid. 

For Dallas, this would have 

meant $1,500,000 a year.

1957 Was Wettest 
Year In History 

The year just ended, 1957, was 
the wettest year in the history of 
Eastland County since records 
have been kept. Official records 
show that a total of 43.26 inches 
of rain were measured during the 
year. Unofficial reports .round 
the county run as high as 55 
inches. 

In the 46 years that rain rec-
ords have been kept (by the U. S. 
Weather Bureau in Eastland Coun 
ty, only three times in that per-
nod has as much as 40 inches of 
rain been recorded. In 1942 a 
total of 41,28 inches fell, and in 
1940 the reading was 40.23 inches.

weather runs in cycles. If this 
is true, perhaps a new cycle of 
rainfall is beginning. Two or 
three years of normal or above 
normal rainfall could help to 
bring the economy of this area 
back to normal. Since the econ-
omy of this area depends upon 
agriculture, the amount of rain 
fall received controls the econ-
omy. Of course, the rain must 
fall during the best months of 
the growing season, and must not' 
be too much nor too little. 

The heavy rains in 1957 came 
after a long seven year drouth. 
Although record rains were meas-
ured during the year, seven of 
the 12 months were not good rain 
months. In January, February, 
June, July, August, September, 
and December, less than average 
rains fell. Most of these months with 1.62 inches.
