Each time you give a pint 
of blod you will get the tingling 
priceless thrill of knowing that 
someone LIVES because of your 
unselfish service.

Informational material regard-

ing all phases of the social secur-
ity insurance program is avail-
able and a representative of the 
office is normally available to 
meet with groups desiring a 
speaker. 

Tuley suggested that all stu-
dents who plan to work during 
the summer vacation, and who 
have not obtained a social secur= 
ilty card, do so immediately. Ap-
plication blanks for cards can be 
obtained at the Abilene office or 
at the post office nearest their 
homes. 

Residents of Eastland county 
were urged today by R. R. Tuley, 
Jr., distric tmanager, to get in 
touch with the Abilene office of 
the Social Security Ardiminstra-
tion for information regarding 
payments under the old-age and 
survivors insurance prdgram. 

Tuley stated that his office en-
counters numerous instances of 
applications for benefits who 
have relied on erroneous or mis-
leading advice received from 
friends or relatives. As a result 
they have mistaken ideas about 
requirements for social security 
payments and the amount of the 
payments which they will receive. 
In several cases, failure to ob-
tain correct information before 
reaching retirement age has had 
serious effects on the applicant's 
plan for retirement, he added. 

The Abilene office of the So-
cial Security Administration re-
ceives all applications for retire-
ment and survivors payments 
from residents of 15 counties. In 
addition the office receives appli-
cations in and around Taylor 
county for disability payments 
from qualified workers 50 years 
of age or more and applications 
to "freeze" the wage records of 
disabled workers under age 50. 
As of May 8, in 1958, the Abilene 
office -had forwarded 2513 appli-
cations for retirement or surviv-
ors payments and 297 applications

tional Safety Council. To mention 
only one, percentagewise our saf-
ety recor d is better than it, was 
when the horse and buggy ruled 
the highway. The record for 1909 
shows 30 deaths per 100 million 
horse travel miles. This is some 
five times as high as our present 
motor vehicle fatality rate.
