Sam Po viers Farm 
Featured in Soil 
& Water Magazine 

Ed. Note: The following article 
written by Lewis L. Yarlett in 
the January issue of Soil and 
Water, ''The Monthly Magazine 
of Conservation", published in 
Temple, Texas, tells the story of 
a man well known in this area. 
Our attention was first called to 
Mr. Powers in the early Forties 
when he purchased an old build-
ing on Gorman's Main Street 
and re-modeled it into a modern 
office building. 

No you don't have to be a big 
operator and live in the Rio 
Grande Valley, the High Plains, 
or in far West Texas to take 
profitable advantage of irrigation 
from a ground water source. 

And it's not necessary to spend 
a iot of money for a deep well, 
miles of pipe, and several pump-
ing units. Many landowners are 
finding that they can use irriga-
tion on a small scale as a supple-
ment to their annual rainfall. 
This is being done where the 
ground flow is as low as 100 gal-
lons per minute, sometimes even 
less. 

One such farmer, profitably op-
erating a small scale irrigation 
system, is Sam Powers, who 
farms three miles east of Dede-
mona, Texas. Powers, who has 
been a cooperator with the Up-

per Leon Soil Conservation Dis-
trict since 1949, worked into the 
development of the present sys-
tem gradually.

Fat hogs 
must weigh at least 175 pounds 
and not over 275 pounds. Fat 
lambs may be any breed, or any 
weight.

is to irrigate Coastal Bermuda 
grass and peanuts. The first plant 
ing of Coastal Bermuda was 
made on an eroded field and old 
orchard of approximately 8 acres. 
From this he has expanded to a 
present total of 28 acres of Coast-
al Bermuda. With a yearly appli-
cation of 200 pounds of 10-20-10, 
Powers estimates that he is graz-
ing four grown animals per acre 
of Coastal Bermuda for a nine-
month growing season. In ad-
dition, from the more sandy por-
tions of the pastures he annually 
sells healthy Coastal Bermuda 
sprigs to landowners from many 
miles around. This year he sold 
approximately $3100 worth of 
sprigs. During June of last year 
500 bales of high quality Ber-
muda hay were baled from eight 
acres at the same time that it 
was being grazed. On another 
pasture Yorkshire hogs obtained 
three-fourths of their feed.
