CHUCKAROO 
(another Texas Beef Coun- 

cil Recipe). 

2 lbs. beef chuck, cut in 
1 inch cubes 

4 tablespoons flour , 
2 teaspoons salt 
112 teaspoon pepper 
4 tablespoons butter 
1 small can tomato sauce 
3 cups beef bouillon 
1.4 teaspoon thyme 
Pinch of oregano 
2 medium Texas-Grown 

onions, chopped 
2 cups Texas-Grown carrots, 

sliced 
1 to 2 cups Texas-Grown 

English peas 

Shake beef cubes in bag with 
flour, salt and pepper. Brown 
beef slightly in hot butter in 
heavy skillet. Add tomato sauce, 
1 cup beef bouillon, thyme and 
oregano. Cover and simmer (with 
out boiling) until meat is tender. 
Cook onions, carrots and peas in 
remaining 2 cups of beef bouillon 
until barely tender. Remove beef 
and thicken gravy with mixture 
made with 1 tablespoon melted 
butter and 1 tablespoon flour. 
Return beef to gravy, add cook-
ed vegetables and liquid and mix 
well. Put in casserole and cook 
for about 1 hour at 350 degrees..
