Jackson Smith were held at 2:30 
p. m. Saturday, May 28, 1960 in 
Higginbotham's Funeral Chapel 
in Gorman with Bro. Paul Miller 
of White Settlement conducting. 

Mr. Smith passed away on 
Thursday, May 26, 1960 at his 
home in White Settlement, near 
Fort Worth. He was born in 
Randolph County, Alabama on 
May 6, 1876, making him 84 years 
and 20 days old at the time of 
his death. 

He was a retired attorney. 
Five years ago on the exact 

same date his only sister passed 
away. 

He was graduated from Mt. 
Zion College, Mt. Zion, Georgia. 
He taught school in Randolph 
County, Ala. prior to coming to 
Texas in 1906. In Dalhart, Texas 
he was associated with a grocery 
firm until 1907 when he moved to 
the Oliver Springs Community 
and lived until 1908 and from 
there he moved to Gorman. 

Mr. Smith studied law in the 
office of W. E. Vaught, and was 
admitted to the Texas Bar in 
January, 1909. In 1910 he moved 
to California and was admitted 
to the bar there and lived in that 
state until 1912 when he moved 
to Eastland where he served as 
City Attorney for about 2 years. 
He lived there until 1924. Again 
he went to California but in 1927 
he returned to Gorman where 
he was City Attorney for 23 
years. 

Seven years ago he moved to 
Ft Worth with his niece, with 
whom he made his home but kept 
a vivid interest in the progress 
of Gorman and Eastland County. 

Mr. Smith was a member of the 
Woodmen of the World for about 
50 years. He was never married. 
He was fondly known as "Uncle" 
to all who knew him. 

Survivors include his niece, 
Mrs. Eusa Lindley McCarter of 
Fort Worth; 2 nephews, H. J. 
Lindley of Mexia and T. J. Lind-
ley of Ft Worth; one great nep-
hew; two great nieces and one 
great-great niece.
