Mrs. A. A. Brown 
Discusses Unity Of 
Christian Churches 

Mrs. A. A. Brown brought a 
most informative discussion on 
"Unity of Christian Churches" to 
the Woman's Society of Christian 
Service at the Tuesday morning 
meeting held in the church parlor. 

She recalled the first meeting of 
Christian Churches was held about 
52 A. D. in order that some points 
of doctrine might be clarified and 
agreed upon. 

The second universal meeting 
she said was held at Nicea in 425 
A. D. for the purpose of formulat-
ing a statement of the Christian's 
beliefs with regard to God, Jesus 
Christ, the Holy Spirit, the Im-
maculate Conception, Virgin Birth, 
the Suffering of Christ, 'the Resur-
rection, the Judgement, and the 
Communion of Saints, among 
other things. 

A meeting of the universal 
Churches of Christ which has 
come to be known as the World 
Council of (Protestant) Churches 
was held at Amsterdam in 1948, 
with the purpose of seeking unity 
without uniformity. 

A second World Council meet-
ing was held at Evanston, Indiana 
in 1954. 

And there is presently a meet-
ing of the World Council of 
Church representatives being held 
in Delhi, India. 

Mrs. Brown had in hand news-
paper clippings, both news and 
editorial, discussing the Interna-
tional event at Delhi. 

In a bit of open discussion those 
present expressed opinions regard-
ing the good that can come from 
the Delhi meeting and at the same 
time they noted that there are 
unwise developements which can 
only be avoided by action of 
Christians who continually keep 
themselves informed and who 
have the character to protest the 
widely controversial issues as well 
as to participate in programs or 
projects proven by experience.

Houston, Texas, Nov. 11 — Red 
Cross expenditures for assistance 
to families who suffered in Hur-
ricane Carla totalled $3,639,834 to-
day as relief operations reached 
the close of the second month 
since the disaster struck on Sept. 
11. Edward A. Brandhorst, St. 
Louis, director of the Red Cross 
hurricane operation, announced in 
Houston Saturday that expendi-
tures during the week which end-
ed November 10, totalled $431,372. 

Brandhorst said that current 
commitments represent primarily 
cases in which there is need for 
major repairs of rebuilding homes, 
awards of essential furniture and 
appliances, and other extensive 
assistance. These awards, he said, 
are made as quickly as local citi-
zens' committees complete confi-
dential weekly reviews of cases 
to assure consideration of all dis-
aster-caused needs and conformity 
with community standards. 

Contributions to the Hurricane 
Carla disaster fund, he announced, 
now total $1,737,172, including a 
$180,181 contribution from 	the 
people of West Berlin, which was 
turned over to the organization 
yesterday in Austin by Gov. Price 
Daniel. The people of Texas, 
Brandhorst said, have exceeded 
their million dollar goal by con-
tributing $1,086,832 of the total, 
and $470,159 has been received 
from other parts of the U. S. 

Final expenditures by the Red 
Cross, including emergency mass 
care for 303,051 persons and re-
covery ' assistance to' individual 
families - - over 18,500 of whom 
have registered with Red Cross - -
are expected to reach $6,000,000. L
