More About The Schools

Some one has asked s the expenses
of the school could be reduced,

The two ltems of greatest exponse
I8 teachers’ salaries and iuterest on
the bLonded Indebtedness. These two
items alone amount to more than the
total Income at prosent.

The teachers in the grades are pald
$00 and $100 per month, each, In the
High School they are pald $125 per
month, These teachers are to recelve
an extra month’'s pay If thelr
work is satisfactory to the achool
board. If they receive this extra
month's pay, thelr yearly salary them
would be from $000 to $1250, It is
unreasonable to expect any school
board to emplov competent teachers at
silaries less than these. One princl-
pay gets $150 per month, another $200
and the superintendent $229,

The interest and sinking funds on
the bonds amount to more than $6,000
per year. This item cannot be redue-
el as the law compels its colleetlon.
The other Items of expense such as
fssessing and collecting the tax which
will amount to about §1000, taking the
census and purchesing the coal and
supplies and paying the premivm on
fire Insurance, ete, are practically
fixed charges.

Then the only way to reduce the ex-
pense is to cat the tenchers salaries
or shorten the school term. To shorten
the school term s practically the
game as reduoclng salaries,. We can-
not bhope to keep the good teachers we
now have If we cut the school term
to 6 or T monihs. Nelther can we
hope to employ competent new  teach-
ers for so short a term.

The tax rate of 50 cents on the $100
will not raise enough money to meet
the actual necessary expenses.

There are many whose property has
been valued too high for school taxes
This property should come down to a
reasonable value. But to do this you
must increase the tax rate, for it Is
Impossible to raise the values high
enough to produce the necessary
amount of funds at a 00 cent rate.

Certain classes of merchandise may
not be accepted for peturn by the
merchants of the State beginning
April 28th, msecording to an order Is-
sued by the State Board of Health to-
day. Dr. M. M. Carrick, State Health
Officer, says that the purpose of this
order I8 to help prevent the spread of
communicable discases.

The order was embodied in the fol-
lowing letter addressed to the mer-
chants of Texag:

“For the further protection of the
health of this State and in order to
asslst In malotalning Texas as the
healthlesit state, the practice of accept-
Ing certaln classes of merchandise for
return or exchange must be disconting.

less the merchandise In question 1s
thoroughly and properly fumigated.
The followlng classes of merchandise
afe concerned : rubber goods, brushes
and combs: cosmeties and soaps of ull
kinds; sapitary couches and beds . of
all kinds, toys; dolls; baby carriages;
men's, yomen's, children's, and iufant’'s
clothing and underwear, nightgowns,
pajamas ; women's neck wear and vells.

Talk about amnesty for “political
prisoners” In the United States comes
pretty near being a libel upon the gov-
ernment. There is no such thing as
a “political prisoner”. Men who are
behind prison bars in the Unlted
States are there because they have
heen found gullty by the unanimous|
vote of a Jury of twelve men, after
due trial in which they were confront- J
ed by the witnesses against them, ald-

legal presnmption of nocence until
proven gullty. It Is possible, of course,
that in some rare instances lunocent
men were convicted, but the cases of
that kind are few Indeed.

Men who tried to hinder the win-
ning of the war seek sympathy by call-
ing themselves “political prisoners.”
They are in reality a greater menace
to the country than are the petty
thieves and burglars who are conviet-
el by the score and who serve their
sentences with resignation if not with
satisfaction. First thing we know the
go-called “political prisoners” will ask
for reparations or pensions from the
government they triéd to bring (o de-
struction in the recent war.—Berkeley
(Cal.)
