Medicare Mallers

If you will reach age 65 within
the next three months you should
visit your social security office,
or a representative when he is
in your area, to apply for hospital
insurance and medical insurance,
better known as Medicare, ac-
cording to R. R. Tuley, Jr., Dis-
trict Manager for the Social Se-
curity Administration in Abilene.

This advice applies to you even
if you never worked under social
security, or if you are now work-
ing and don’t plan to retire. If
you want the medical insurance
(for payment of doctor’s bills) to
be effective with the month you
become 65, you must file your
application before that month.

When you visit the social se-
curity office you should bring the
best available evidence of your
age, he said. If you don’t have
any evidence, the social security
office will be glad to help you
obtain it.
