Peanut Program
Outlined for ’73

USDA, on April 5, 1973, an-
nounced the 1973 peanut pro-
gram supporf level at $310.50
per ton. This level of support
represents 75 percent of the
peanut parity price of April,
1973. The support level of the
1972 crop of peanuts was $285
per ton.

The 1973 peanut program
differs from the 1972 program
in the following major points:

1. There will be no sheller,
purchaser program.

2. Peanuts found by Federal
State inspection service to
have visable aspergillus flav-
us mold will be subject to a
$50 per ton discount and,

3. Producers will be requir-
ed to assume storage, hand-
ling and inspection cost on
peanuts placed under the
warehouse storage loans.

Peanut producers are re-
minded that support will be
available through loans and
purchasing programs in 1973.
Loans to approved grower
associations cooperating in
making support available to
the farmers mill mature on
demand by the Commodity
Credit Corporation.

Peanut Program
Negotiations Gontinue

Peanut grower representa-
tives from the nation’s three

major peanut producing areas |

gathered in Washington, D. C.
for a series of peanut program
discussions on April 10, 11 and
12. Representatives from the
Southwest area were Mr.
Johnnie Rollins of Granbury,
Tevas; Floyd King of Eakly,
Oklahoma and Ross Wilson of
Gorman. Wayne Eaves of the
Texas Peanut Producers
Board, joined the group for
a meeting on 1973 peanut price
support differentials held on
April 12. They joined peanut
growers on April 10 from
Georgia, Alabama, North Car-
olina and Virginia to discuss
possible peanut program
changes.

Following lengthy delibera-
tions the following 10 guide-
lines were adopted by growers
as desirable principles to be
incorporated in any new pea-
nut program:

1. Peanuts are not to be in-
cluded in the general farm
bill.

2. We oppose any open-end-
ed program.

3. Peanuts produced for do-
mestic uses are to be support-
ed at not less than 75 percent
of parity.

4. Peanut program legisla-
tion wil make mandatory a
sheller purchase program.

5. Shellers shall pay full
support on commercial pur-
chases of farmers stock pea-
nuts. The difference between
loan and support ($14.52) shall
be placed in a CCC fund to
defray costs of supporting
segregation 3, the purchase
program and freeze damaged
peanuts.

6. Proceeds from peanuts
going under loan and subse-
quently redeemed and sold for
edible use shall be distributed
within the area by types to
grcwers who participate in
the loan program.

7. The 1,610,000 acres shall
ke maintained as the mini-
mum acreage. Present farm

acreage history shall be main-
tained.

8. Production shall continue
to be controlled by acreage
rather than poundage.

9. The use of Certificates
shall be avoided if at all pos-
sible.

10. Under any 2-price plan
the grower shall be given op-
tion to produce or not produce
on any acreage beyomd that
designated for domestic uses.

Later that day the 15 grow-
er represenatives present met
with shellers and manufactur-
ers and presented the 10 guide
lines listed above.

The growers selected a
technical sub-committee com-
posed of Frank McGill, Geor-
gia; Russell Schools, Virginia
and Ross Wilson, Texas, to
assist Mr. J. E. Thigpen, for-
mer USDA peanut specialist,
in drawing up two drafts of
possible rRew peanut program
approaches. The first was an
acreage reduction plan with
price remaining at 75 percent
of parity. The second was a
2-price plan maintaining 75
percent of parity on produc-
tion for domestic uses and
world price on any production
beyond that allocated for do-
mestic uses. Under the latter
plan the growers would be
given the option of planting or
not planting excess acreage.
These two plans were present-
ed to the grower group on;

It was felt that USDA offic-
ials present were not recep-
tive to either of these plans
since USDA is stubbornly
holding out for an open-end-
ed peanut program. Open-
ended is defined as allowing
unlimited production by pres-
ent peanut growers as well as
by those who do not now grow
peanuts, but wish to do so.
All production beyond the do-
mestic acreage by old grow-
ers as well as total production
by new growers would be
priced at the world market
