Veno Hale's family's tradition 
was squirrel dumplings, even though 
they raised turkeys. Jack Bellows 
remembers that , too. Seems families 
raised turkeys as a cash crop and they 
were too expensive to eat (makes you 
wonder how tight money really was). 
They did sometimes get fried 
chicken. 

Before Thanksgiving TV Football, 
whole families met together. They 
played baseball (Velma Bennett), 
talked & visited (Cynthia Earls), and 
ran foot races (Veno Hale). 

Cynthia remembers making 12 
pies for a church Thanksgiving 
celebration, and having fresh 
cucumbers from their fall garden. 
Other fresh things from fall gardens 
included beans, peas, evergreen 
onions and corn (cut off the cob and 
creamed in it's own juice). Of course 
there was always plenty of corn bread 
and biscuits. 

There was tea, coffee, milk and 
hot chocolate to drink. 	Sweet 
potatoes were taken out of storage. 
Storage as in dug up, put in a pile 
outside and covered with straw or dirt 
to protect from freezing. 	Irish 
potatoes were stored in the cellar 
along with the buckets of lard. 
Onions were tied up in bunches and 
hung from the rafters.
