"Biggest Thing 
Since Peanut 
Butter" 

The following article was 
clipped from the April 23, 1973 
issue of the Lubbock Avalan-
che Journal. 

Columbia, S. C. — A Clem-
son University professor has 
announced the development of 
a new food product which he 
says may be the biggest break 
through for the peanut since 
the invention of peanut butter 
more than 80 years ago. 

Dr. J. H. Mitchell Jr. intro-
duced the peanut flake at a 
news conference and said he 
believes it may become a 
major source of protein in a 
variety of foods. 

Newsmen were invited to 
sample peanut flake candy 
that tasted like chocolate-cov-
ered coconut and sandwiches 
a la peanut flake that looked 
and tasted like bologna. 

The nutritional value is 
similar to that of high-protein 
soybean products, Mitchell 
said. But he believes peanut-
based products will be more 
acceptable psychologically be-

Dear Mr. Reed: 

Because of my concern for 
the economic well being of a 
considerable area in my Con-
gressional District in Central 
Texas, I write you personally 
to appeal for whatever relief 
the Santa Fe might be able 
to extend to the Texas Cen-
tral Railroad, running from 
Gorman, Texas, to Dublin. 

You are, of course, con-
versant with the situation. 
The Texas Central is subsi-
dized by peanut processors in 
the area who purchase their 
peanuts from hundreds of 
farmers whose only income is 
from peanuts. 

From the officials of the 
rTexas Central, joined by the 
growers and shellers of pea-
uts in the area, I learn that 

unless there is rail transpor-
tation, the economy of the 
area would be in a most ser-
ious circumstance. You, of 
course, will be well aware of 
the economics involved and I 
would not presume to relate 
details, but it seems that if 
the Texas Central could be 
granted a five day per diem 
relief from the Santa Fe, they 
could continue to provide the 
services so essential to the 
several Counties producing 
more than 100,000 acres of 
peanuts annually and market-
ed at four shelling plants, to 
continue operation.

cause people are used to them. 
In addition, the production 

cost of peanut flakes is less 
than soybeans, he said. 

Mitchell, a professor of food 
science, has secured a patent 
in the name of Clemson Uni-
versity for the peanut flakes 
and has been in touch with 
major food producers. It took 
six years to perfect the pro-
cess, but he believes a major 
manufacturer can get peanut 
flake products on the market 
within six months after mak-
ing a commitment. 

Peanut flakes, similar in 
appearance to dried potato 
flakes, are made from the 
whole nut, miuns the shell and 
red skin. 

In the final stage of the 
process, the material is dried 
on a rotating drum and strip-
ped off in a continuous thin 
sheet which may be sliced 
into any size, Mitchell said. 

He refused further comment 
on the process. 

Mitchell said the peanut 
flakes can be added to red 
meat or fowl to make lun-
cheon meats that look and 
taste like the real thing but 
contain two-thirds peanuts. 

In addition, he noted, pea-
nuts contain polyunsaturated 
fatty acid, which means they 
contain no cholesterol. 

The flakes also could be 
processed and flavored for 
use as a high energy dry 
breakfast cereal, he said, and 
when cooked in water they 
make a product resembling 
oatmeal.
