The agency was instructed
to draw up its own standards
and empowered to conduct in-
vestigations and impose pen-
alties for wiolations of the
standards.

But up to now, the outcome
has been far from satisfact-
ory.

Some of the regulations are
¢illy. The original OSHA stan-
dards required that all elec-
trical outlets be painted
orange, that round toilet seats
be replaced with horse-shoe
shaped seats, and they pro-
hibited the placing of ice in
drinking water.

Part of this, of course, can
be attributed to the normal
flaws uncovered during the
shakedown period for any
large program. Several of the
regulations have already been
amended.

REGULATIONS CONFUSING

But the confusion and un-
certainty about the rules re-
main. One midwestern busi-
nessman compained that he
spent $125,000 to comply with
OSHA standards, but was lat-
er fined three times for vio-
Jations.

The National Association of
Manufacturers says small
businessmen are severely af-
fected. A survey by the Asso-
ciation shows concerns of one
to 100 employees estimate
they will have to spend about
$33,000 each to comply with
the rules.

OSHA to study the economic
impact of any new safety
standards it proposes and
publish the impact before en-
forcing the standards.

It also removes the require-
ment that a businessman post
notices of a violation even
after he has corrected it.

And among its other feat-
ures, the bill would allow an
employer to obtain a variance
from OSHA standards if his
procedures, though different,
are as effective in protecting
the health and safety of his
employees.

In short, this measure
would tighten up a law which
has been badly discredited
during its two years of op-
eration because of regulations
that are confusing and costly.
If we fail to act, many work-
ing men stand in danger of
losing the protection they
bave gained during that per-
iod.

And we cannot permit that
to happen.
