In a Hearing held March 20
by the Oilseeds and Rice Sub-
committee of the House Agri-
culture Committee, Depart-
ment of Agriculture officials
presented a brief outline for
peanut program modifications
and asked that the Subcom-
mittee report a bill contain-
ing the following concepts:

(1) Establish a loan level
for allotted acreage produc-
tion at 60 percent of parity as
of February 1, 1974 to be ad-
justed annually based on any
change in the index of prices
paid by farmers for produc-
tion items, interest, taxes and
wage rates.

(2) Place the new program
on a thre-year cycling basis
subject to Congressional re-
view in 1977 - Department of-
ficials stated since lgislation
governing other major com-
modities would be up for re-
view at the same time, the
Congress would have a better
opportunity to develop a na-
tional food policy.

(3) Reduce the national al-
lotment from the current
1,610,000 acres to 1,200,000
acres - the number of acres
estimated to be needed to pro-
duce peanuts required for
domestic edible use, and

(4) Permit anyone to pro-
duce peanuts a a world mar-
L ket price to be established
annually by CCC with such
production restricted to ex-
port and crushing uses.

According to Ross Wilson,
Manager of Southwestern Pea
nut Growers’ Assocation, the
National Peanut Growers
Group and other interested or-
ganizations will be given an
opportunity to reply to USDA
recommendations before the
Congressional  Subcommittee
within the next month.

The National Peanut Grow-
ers Group, a federation of the
nation’s eleven state and reg-
ional peanut grower organiza-
tions, is expected to take ex-
ceptions to three of the four
USDA recommendations. The
NPGG will, in all probability,
oppose any reduction of the
present national acreage al-
lotment as well as any reduc-
tion in the current price sup-
port level. Wilson stated that
members of the NPGG Steer-
ing Committee are solidly a-
gainst any change that will
place the peanut program on
a threeyear cycling basis re-
'sulting in Congressional re-
view on a periodic basis. The
national group, he said, be-
lieves that any changes nec-
essary in the present program
can be accomplished through
amendments to present stat-
utes with no expiration date
applicable to the program. On
the fourth item, open-end pro-
duction, growers are still
searching for evasive answers
regarding the administration
of some parts of open-end
production.

Lions Club {USDA SEEKS CHANGES
IN PEANUT PROGRAM

Wilson said that the NPGG
Steering Committee is con-
tinuing to work in good faith
in negotiations with USDA.
He stated this is being done
on the advice of several key
Congressmen as well as a re-
sult of recent experience when
severe administrative policies
were imposed on growers by
the Department of Agricul-
ture. Further, legislation in-
troduced in Congress last No-
vember reflecting USDA’s
target-price plan for peanuts
could be re-activated at any
time should growers' fail to
continue negotiations  with
USDA. Growers unanimously
agree that the target price
concept would totally wreck
the orderly peanut marketing
process as well as destroying
present farm peanut allot-
ment values. Although USDA
officials stated in presenting
their recommendations on
March 20 that they were a-
bandoning the target-price
plan, several comments dur-
ing the Hearing by Represent-
ative Lamar Baker, target
plan sponsor, indicated that
this concept could still be
utilized provided the growers
and USDA fail to reach agree-
ment on alternative proposals,

Wilson stressed that any
program changes resulting
from legislative modifications
would become effective in
1975. For 1974, peanut produc-
ers will continue to operate
under the same basic law
that has been in effect for
many years - 1,610,000 acres
with production to be support-
ed at 75 percent of parity less
$17.00 per ton handling
charge. Not rescinded by US-
DA as of this date is one ad-
ministrative change in the
1974 program of significance
to many producers, the total
elimination of price support on
peanuts found to contain As-
pergillus flavus mold. Grower
leaders are working, hard to
devise an effective alternative
for the handling of these pea-
nuts provided USDA does not
see fit to rescind this policy
prior to the marketing of this
year's crop. :
