The editorial spoke of the 
young man in Arlington who de-
fended the Flag on the campus 
of San Diego State College - and 
the woman in her 70's who stop-
ped her car and snatched a flag 
Scum demonstrators. 

The balance of the editorial 
read .as follows: 

"So what does these two cases 
and public acclaim of them mean 
to another institution which was 
created primarily to defend the 
American flag?

The Army has issued orders to 
commanders of small, isolated 
military installations on college 
campuses and elsewhere to lower 
the American flag if faced with 
violence threatening desecration 
or improper display of the flag.

college presidents, in efforts to 

- prevent violence, agree to student 
demands and order flags flown 
at half staff or even upside down. 

The Army said it does not be-
lieve college presidents have this 
authority and rather than comply 
with it, Army personnel should 
lower the flag completely or not 
raise it al all. 

We can sympathize with the 
Army in not wanting to cause 
trouble or to be swept up in a 
demonstration. But if demonstra-
tors must have their way and the 
Army must knuckle under, we

WASHINGTON, D. C. — A 
NEWS ITEM IN THE WASH, 
INGTON POST a few days ago 
reported that a New York woman 
ordered from a Dallas firm a 
guaranteed method of killing 
roaches. For her $2.98 she receiv-
ed two blocks of wood. 

THERE IS ALWAYS A GYP 
OF SOME kind and most of us 
at sometime or other in our quest 
for a bargain have been a vic-
tim. 

ON THE OTHER. HAND, WITH 
THE DEVELOPMENT of the 
hundreds of thousands of new 
products, used daily by everyone, 
we often find that even in ne-
cessities we may not be getting 
our money's worth. Most com-
munities have a Better Business 
Bureau, -a Retail Merchants Asso-
ciation or some other self-policing 
organization to which the con-
sumer may go with his com-
plaints. But the retailer also has 
his problems since he largely 
deals with faraway -suppliers. The 
retailer -can be totally unaware 
of the deficiencies of -a product 
he sells whether it be toothpaste 
or an automobile. 
NUMEROUS ORGANIZATIONS 

HAVE BEEN in existence for 
years to protect the consumer —
one of the oldest the Consumer's 
Union. Another is the Consumer 
Federation of America. Reported-
ly some perform a very fine and 
needed service, There has now 
developed a great sentiment in 
the Federal Government and the 
Congress to enact consumer legis-
lation and set up, within the 
White House itself, a Consumer 
Affairs -Department. At present, 
Mrs. Virginia Knauer, Special 
Assistant to- the President, heads 
an office of Consumer Affairs 
but who advocates the creation 
of a -government agency to police 
all other regulatory agencies to 
see that they do the job in the 
interest of consumers. 

IT IS A POPULAR THING TO 
BE for the "Con-sumer," as if we 
are not all consumers, -but at the 
same time some of the strongest 
advocates of consumer protection 
legislation seem to have an atti-
tude that Washington knows best 
and that the consumer is not 
qualified to exercise good judg-
ment. 

A BILL VOTED OUT OF 
COMMITTEE and now awaiting 
a rule to bring it up for debate 
provides that a super consumer 
agency have power over all other 
regulatory bodies to determine if 
they are doing th s:h in pro-
tecting the cor.  :tinier. The Bill 
provides that the consumer agen-
cy may look into and make pub-
lic all records, including income 
tax returns of any individual in 
the Country. It is not clear what 
this has to do with protecting 
the consumer but, at the same 
time, it is a provision in the pro-
posal. 

THERE ARE SOME 150-ODD 
BILLS in the Congressional hop-
per relating to this subject, some 
of which suggest thast the empha-
sis shift from protecting the pur-. 
chaser of products to destroying 
his "exploiters." 

THE BILL PROVIDES THAT 
UNDER THE new agency to be 
created, suits may be brought in 
Federal Court for groups -of con-
sumers referred to as "class ac, 
tion suits." At this point the 
courts would decide what is good 
and what is bad for the consum-
er. 

AN AGENCY CREATED TO 
DO THIS sort of jab would ob-
viously require an army of Fed-
eral -employees to decide what 
complaints should be instituted 
in the Federal Courts. The ad-
vocates have not explained how 
it would be possible to keep cur-
rent reported deficiencies. If a 
product were found to be less 
than represented, it could be tak-
en off the market immediately. 
If the deficiency was corrected 
the next day, it could be months 
b 	o r e another investigation 
would reveal the correction. Like-
wise an approved product could 
become deficient the next day. 

IN SHORT, WHAT APPEARS 
AN INEXPENSIVE sort of way 
to gain political favor with the 
consumer could become one of 
the most expensive agencies of  
the entire Federal Government 
and, as a matter of fact, under 
some of the proposals could vir-
tually paralyze some segments of 
the business community.
