WASHINGTON, D. C. — LEG-
ISLATION OF FAR-REACHING
IMPORTANCE is scheduled for
the so-called “Lame Duck” Sess-
ion which opened Monday, the
16th.

ALSO IMPORTANT TO THE
NATION are decisions within the
Federal Agencies of the Admini-
stration mot requiring Congress-
ional action. Important decisions
of the Supreme Court will be
watched with great interest. A
number of cases now pending be-
|fore the Court deals with prob-
ilems in the public schools based
on conflicting opinions by lower
courts. For instance, the State
Supreme Court of New Jersey has
unanimously held that even vol-
untary prayer in a public school
uttered at a session in which stu-
dents were not required to at-
tend, is a violation 'of the First
Amendment to the Constitution.
This is the Amendment which
provides for the separation = of
church and state.

THE NEW JERSEY CASE
COMES OUT of the actions of a
school principal who stood before
the students in the gymmnasium
and recited a brief nondenomi-
national prayer which had prev-
iously been given before the Unit-
ed States Senate. The reading of
the prayer occurred before school
was open and students were ad-
vised that they were not required
to attend. It was made clear that
the parents were the ones who
would decide whether they want-
ed their children to hear a few
minutes of religious expression
before school started. The New
Jersey Supreme Court held the
principal’s action to be uncon-
stitutional.

EACH SESSION OF SENATE
AND HOUSE is officially opened
with a prayer by chaplains of
each body. Most, if not all, State
legislatures open with a prayer,
' AN EARLIER SUPREME
COURT DECISION ruled that no
governmental authority can pre-
seribe a prayer or make a prayer
“a part of its curricula activity”
but no where in its decision was
there any prohibition against vol-
untary praying. The specific case
referred to a local school board.
The Court’s ruling was directed
against the doctrine of compul-
sion — the idea of a prescribed
prayer which the students had to
accept. The Court did not, and has
not, ruled illegal the opportunity
to participate in prayers for those
who wish to do so.

THE IMPORTANT QUESTION
IN THE NEW JERSEY case, soon |
to be decided, is whether the de-|
cision means that no prayer of:
any kind is to be permitted in
a school building even if it is en-

tirely voluntary.
