May I conclude with these 
words from Coach Lombardi so 
that we may understand a bit 
better: 

"Running a football team is no 
different from running any other 
kind of organization - - an army, 
a political party, a business. The 
principles are the same. The ob-
ject is to win - to beat the other 
guy. Maybe that sounds hard or 
cruel I don't think it is. 

"It's a reality ,of life that men 
are competitive and the most 
competitive games draw the most 
competitive men. That's why 
they're there - to compete. They 
know the rules and the objectives 
when they get in the game. The 
objective is to win - fairly, square 
ay, decently, by the rules - but 
to win. 

"And in truth, I've never known 
a man worth his salt who, in the 
long run, deep down in his heart, 
didn't appreciate the 'grind, the 
discipline. There is something in 
good men that really yearns for, 
needs discipline and the harsh 
reality of head- to-head combat. 

"I don't say these things be-
cause I believe in the 'brute' na-
ture of man or that man must 
be brutalized to be combative. I 
believe in God, sand I believe in 
human decency. 

"But I firmly believe that any 
man's finest hour - his greatest 
fulfillment to all he holds dear - 
is that moment when he has 
worked his heart out in a good 
cause and Iles exhausted on the 
field of battle - victorious."

Dear Kernel: 

Recently while reading an ar-
ticle by Felix R. McKnight about 
the late and famed football coach 
Vince Lombardi, and then a few 
days later an article on character 
by Bruce Biossat, I couldn't help 
but be moved to make some com-
ments of my own and repeat 
some of the things they had to 
say, because it seems so relavent 
to my job here at Gorman and 
all coaching jabs throughout the 
country. 

A great many Americans in 
public life are stating the truth 
when they tell us our youth are 
the best informed, most intelli-
gent people we have ever had. 
It is indeed important. But  char-
acter  is more vital and there we 
are in cruelly shod supply. 

ea-- Luckily some Americans recog-
nize it. This is why so many peo-
ple from all walks of life grieved 
the passing of one of the great 
men of our time, Coach Lombardi. 
His profession was incidental. He 
was properly seen as a leader and 
mover of men. 

"In his mind, character was a 
higher quality than the intellect. 
He defined character as mental 
`toughness,' the perfectly discip-
lined will,' employed in a spirit 
of sacrifice, self-denial and hu-
mility to achieve or strive for 
high goals." 

The tributes to him were all 
from meal who said not that he 
taught them to play the game 
well, but that he taught them 
how to live confidently as men 
in any walk of life. 

The character required to do 
that is one of the great missing 
elements in America today. 

Coach Lombardi said one time 
that "winning is not a sometime 
thing; ft's an all-theslime thing. 
You don't win once in awhile, 
you dont do things right once 
in awhile, you do them right all 
the time. Winning is a habit. Un-. 
fortunately, so is losing." You 
know, I think he's right! Char-
acter is what you are when no 
one is locking . it's an all-the-
tas:le thing. 

The Me coach continues, "every 
time a football player goes out 
to play his trade he's got to play 
from the ground up - from the 
soles of his feat right up to his 
head. Every inch of him has to 
play. Same guys play with their 
'heads. That's 0. K. You've got 
to 'be smart to be No. 1 in any 
business." 

"But more important you've got 
to play with your heart - with 
every fiber of your body." 

Men are inherently aggressive 
and competitive. Those qualities, 
properly disciplined, are the en-
gine of progress, the means of 
solving personal and larger prob-
lems, of "winning" in the world 
of football or Lombardi's world.
