This is a letter of opinion to
the people of Gorman.

Since 1918 when the Black-
well brothers founded Black-
well Hospital, the city of
Gorman has enjoyed a fine
medical service. Hard and
dedicated work by doctors,
nurses and technicians has
been a blessing to this com-
munity. It was the hard work
that maintained the hospital
open and the total dedication
that provided the excellent
quality of service.

Today, thiscommunity
stands a great chance of
losing all of this. Why? I
want you to answer ths
question to yourself. Is it the
doctors and nurses have lost
interest in their work? Why
is it that after decades of
continuous medical service
things are going wrong all of
a sudden? Why did Dr.
Canut leave Gorman? Why is
it that after eight years of
providing 24 hour year-round
medical service to the com-
munity of Gorman Dr. Pino is
under direct confrontation
with the hospital board?

The people of Gorman
should begin to ask these and
other questions to the lead-
ers of the hospital board. You
are the ones who will lose the
most and something needs to
be done now to prevent the
collapse of medical services
in Gorman. Why did every-
thing go wrong all of a
sudden?

As a doctor and a friend,
and at one time having
considered practice in Gor-
man, I regretfully say that if
Gorman loses its present
doctors, this will mark the
end of many years of medical
service which in all probabil-
ity will never again be offe-
ed in the Gorman commun-
ity.
