“Various studies have proven a connection between hun-
ger, behavior and learning. Students who ate breakfast daily
generally exhibited the following: increased attention, more
positive attitudes, improved behavior, improved attendance,
reduced tardiness, improved grades, reduced nurse visits and
increased math and reading scores on standardized tests.”

The school breakfast program has been in existence since
1966. Although breakfast is already available to all students,
the current participation across the state is low. And, despite
Texas having the highest breakfast participation in the na-
tion, only 21 percent of Texas students are actually
particpating.

Implementing a program that will serve all the students a
breakfast free of charge will hopefully increase particpation
and have a positive impact on the learning of our students.
