as it accounts for roughly 
four out of every ten jobs in 
the state." said Brown. "It 
generates over S30 billion in 
the state economy annually. 
the state economy annual-
ly.' 

"Our state leads the na-
tion in number of Angora 
goats. all cattle. beef cows, 
calves. cattle on feed, and 
sheep," said Brown. "We 
also lead in production of 
cabbage. eggs. mohair, other 
hay, spinach. Upland cotton 
and wool." 

"We're in the top three 
states in agricultural exports 
too." said Brown. "Our ex-
ports surpassed the $2 billion 
mark last year. Cotton is our 
number 1 export item and 
other major commodities in-
clude feedgrains. rice, mo-
hair. and several fruits and 
vegetables." 

"Despite losing farms an-
nually, and dealing with the 
never-ending problems of 
pest, weeds, limited water 
supplies, disastrous weather. 
market changes, inflation, 
and ever-increasing world 
food demands, I firmly be-
lieve Texas agriculture can 
continue its yearly trend of 
higher crop and livestock 
yields." continued Brown. 

"I have no doubt in my 
mind, that combining tech-
nological know-how with 
determined will, our farmers 
and ranchers will continue to 
help Texas agriculture re-
main a leader, in the nation 
and in the world."

The latest crop statistics 
also show Eastland County 
ranked 2nd in peanut produc-
tion with over 52.8 million 
pounds harvested. The har-
vest also made Eastland the 
3rd biggest peanut produc-
ing county in the state. 
Brown noted. Eastland also 
ranked 3rd in the region and 
in the state in peach pro-
duction with 25.400 bushels. 

In sorghum production. 
the county ranked 2nd in the 
region with 157.080 cwt. and 
7th in pecans with 850.000 
pounds harvested. 

The only available statis-
tics for 1980 production in• 
dicate Eastland County rank-
ed 1st in Cross Timbers in 
rye production with 92.200 
bushels harvested. Texas 
ranks 9th in the country in 
rye production and Eastland 
is the biggest rye producer in 
the state, Brown comment-
ed. 

The county also ranks 8th 
in all cattle and calves with 
5.000 head, 6th in beef cows 
that have calved at 28,000 
head and 5th in hogs on 
farms with 8,400 head. 

"Agriculture Day in Amer-
ica had its beginning several 
years ago to celebrate the 
fact that American agricul-
ture is the most efficient in 
the world, having [rippled its 
productivity in the past two 
decades," Brown said. "And 
Texas agriculture is a part of 
this accomplishment as a 
traditional provider of food 
and fiber for millions 
throughout the world."

1. General interest to 
remove the current transfer 
rule. 
2. The committees and in-
dividuals studying the pro-
blem constructed a rule that 
school people feel can be en-
forced. 
3. The new transfer rule en-
compasses all sports, 
whereas the old rule 
regulated only football and 
basketball. There has been 
concern about recruitment 
and transfer problems in 
some of the other athletic ac-
tivities. 

In the spring of 1980, the 
Legislative Council ap-
pointed a committee of 
school administrators, 
educational association 
leaders and state legislators 
to study the rule. During a 
meeting in May the Commit-
tee discussed the problems 
and made their recommen-
dation to the Legislative 
Council. The proposal was 
approved by the UIL 
Legislative Council in 
November and placed on the 
referendum ballot. 

In another highly discuss-
ed move, schools voted to 
allow first and second place 
teams from each district to 
qualify in state playoffs in 
football, 	basketball,

The Feb. 5, 1979 issue of 
TIME magazine had an arti-
cle, based on the annual 
report to the president by the 
Council of Economic Ad-
visors, concerning the 
underlying causes of infla-
tion. It stated "stores have 
been staying open nights and 
Sundays to satisfy shoppers' 
demands for more conve-
nience; the longer hours' 
forced them to hire more 
workers but do not add pro-
portionately to weekly 
sales." 

Stated simply, the addi-
tional hours cause increased 
prices, fueling inflation. 
Repealing the law would add 

almost two months (52 Sun-
days) of retail operation. 
Energy consumption for 
heating, cooling, running 
elevators and escalators and 
for employees driving to and 
from work would increase 
substantially. 

The intent of the law is to 
effect the closing of most 
stores in the state at least 
one weekend day of each 
week. 

Now, consider seriously 
the question of whether or 
not to keep the Blue Law.

be able to share in the 
responsibility of making our 
own laws. When there is a 
law in existence that we 
disagree with, we also have 
the right to contest that law. 

Such a law being contested 
is the Blue Law. As in years 
past, the bill is up before the 
Texas Legislature to decide 
whether or not to repeal it. 
As one may guess, there are 
many pros and cons on the 
subject. 

Blue Laws started years 
ago during the days of the 
colonies. The particular law 
we are dealing with is known 
as the Sunday Closing•Law. 

First, argrnients will be 
stated against having such a 

Even though we live in an 
era of attitudes against 
government regulation, the 
state still maintains an intru-
sion of government by 
regulating what items can or 
cannot he purchased on cer-
tain days of the week. 

The statement is made 
that "everyone should have 
a day off with their 
families." There is no state 
law that guarantees Satur-
day or Sunday off for the 
hundreds of thousands of 
workers who man hospitals, 
police stations and many 
&her places. This matter 
should not be for govern-
ment to decide but it should 
• be between the employee 
and employer. 

Energy costs should not be 
a consideration. In the city of 
Houston, which had the only 
available breakdown of elec-
tricity usage by type of 
establishment, showed that 
retailers used less than 1.5 
percent of the city's total 
consumption, and that is for 
all retailers, many of whom 
are open on weekends 
already. 

It is important to realize 
that this law is not a closing 
law, it is a selective sale law. 
There is a "shopping list" of 
items which is considered 
dangerous for public con-
sumption on Sunday or on 
consecutive Saturdays or 
Sundays. Things like diapers 
(unless they are disposable), 
furniture, ashtrays (unless 
they are plastic, hats 
(unless they are souvenirs 1, 
candles, and the list goes on. 

Thus a situation is created 
where part of the goods in a 
store (already opened) can-
not be sold.

Texas Retailers Associa-
tion opposes the repeal of the 
law and gives four major 
reasons for retaining the 
Saturday/Sunday closing 
law.

read it anyway," think of another ex-
cuse. As a rule, state senators and rep-
resentatives see every letter that comes 
their way. 

Senator Lloyd Doggett drafts a per-
sonal response to all letters that arrive 
in his office, according to Virginia 
Smith, who works for the Travis Coun-
ty legislator. 

"Every letter that comes in is 
opened and stamped with the incom-
ing date. During the interim, the turn-
around time for an answer is usually 
two to three days. Unfortunately, dur-
ing the session, It might take a little 
longer." she explained, 

If a large volume of mail comes in 
on a single issue, Smith said the letters 
are divided and classified, pro or con. 
In this case, the senator might draft a 
standard response on the topic, but let-
ten that are particularly concise or 
representational of group sentiment 
receive special attention. 

"If we get a blitz of mimeographed 
letters, that doesn't have the impact 
that a personalized letter does," Smith 
remarked. 

She added that Senator Doggett Is 
especially careful to answe: every let-
ter he receives from school children 
because he feels it is important in 
shaping positive views toward future 
political involvement. in

Have you ever wanted to 
build a dollhouse for your 
children or grandchildren?

We 
found one of the most 
popular designs was the 
colonial dollhouse. The plan 
is based on an actual house 
built in.  the "1776-  period 
in New England, still in use 
today.

above the soil, Roses need 
sunlight, so never plant 
them underneath or near 
shade trees. 

• Roses "don't like to have 
wet feet," Garner says, 
Watering once a week 
should be sufficient, and 
less watering is needed dur-
ing rainy weather.

fall," she advises. 
• Feed roses about once a 

month during their grow-
ing season, and water well 
after each, feeding. "Some 
people put rose food 
around the roots, but you 
might accidentally damage 
them," notes Garner. "I 
throw the food on the 
ground. like I'm feeding 
chickens. The roots will 
find the nitrogen soaked 
into the soil. 

It comes as no surprise that 

roses are Garner's favorite 
flower "My husband used to 
shower me with roses," she 
explains. "I'm the sentimental 
type. and I liked them so much I 
would carry the vase from room 
to room in the house, so I could 
hale them around me all the 
time. 

"Final's 	she laughs. "I sug- 
gested that it might be more 
practical to have a permanent 
source. So, he started buying 
me rose bushes instead of fresh-
cut roses." 

HOUSTON —.How does an 
amateur Texas gardener keep 
dozens of rose bushes blooming 
nearly all year long? 

"Pamper them, love them, 
appreciate them," says Step-
hanie Garner, the senior TWX 
operator at the headquarters of 
Aminoil USA, Inc., the energy 
subsidiary of R.J. Reynolds 
Industries, Inc. Garner has 49 
rose bushes in her yard, and her 
roses often bloom from March 
through January, 

During the II years she's 
been rose gardening, Garner 
has discovered practices which 
enhance her garden's beauty 
and longevity. She recommends 
the following steps: 

• Proper planting is crucial. 
The soil should be worked 
loose, then well-mulched, 
preferably with sand pea 
gravel mixed in. The loose 
mixture elevates the plant 
for proper drainage to pre-
vent root rot. 

• Rose hushes should not he 
planted too deep. The knot 
where the hushes hale been 
gralted should he exposed 

VEGETABLE VARIATIONS WITH NUTS 
One certain way to make 

• vegetables look and taste 
appetizing is to serve them 
whole with a delicious stuf-
fing.

Controlled 
studies in the U.S. and 
abroad confirm that the 
new antidepressant is as ef-
fective as the tricyclics, but 
causes fewer side effects and, 
has shown an onset of action yait  
in some patients within the ifez 
first week of therapy. Most 
tricyclics take two weeks to 
be therapeutic. 

Ludiomil (maprotiline 
hydrochloride) has recently 
been cleared by the Food 
and Drug Administration 
for marketing in the U.S. 
and is being marketed 
by CIBA Pharmaceutical 
Company. 

During the Vietnamese 
War, 50,000 Americans 
were killed in a 7-year peri-
od. Each year, 28,000 
Americans kill themselves 
by suicide and most suicide 
is caused by depression. 

These 28,000 deaths 
each year amount to a war 
against ourselves, a tragic 
loss of productive and cre-
ative Americans. 

Since depression is a 
treatable disease, most of 
these deaths are not only 
tragic but they can be pre-
vented. Of the 18 million 
Americans who experience 
bouts of depression each 
year, 400,000 are helped by 
antidepressant drug therapy. 

Tricyclic antidepressants, 
the drugs of choice when 
drug therapy is indicated, 
cause undesirable side ef-
fects like dry mouth, con-
stipation, blurred vision, 
drowsiness and loss of sexu-
al drive. 

A group of second gener-
ation antidepressants are 
now being developed which 

Dissolve 1 beef bouillon 
cube in 1/2 cup boiling 
water.
