Assistance Act of 1980,
Law 96-223, Title III,
establishes the Home
Energy Assistance Program
(HEAP).

24, according to tenative -

school calendar.

Teachers will report on

August 19 for a three day
in-service training prior to
the opening day of school.

There will be 175 schedul-
ed schools days with 14
holidays including: Labor
Day, Monday, September 7;
Thanksgiving, November 26
and 27th; Christmas, Decem-
ber 23 through January 1;

Under TDHR's plan those
households not receiving an
automatic payment can app-
ly between August 3 and
August 31, 1981.

A household’s resources
cannot exceed $1800 for one
person or $3000 for more
than one person.

The Gorman I S D will
have to have a tax increase
for the school year 1981-
1982. I regret having to

inform your that a raise will

be needed for school opera-
tion for the year about to
begin. The increase is due to
inflation and the cost of the
appraisal work being done in
the district and also the
schools share of the county
tax appraisal office opera-
tional costs. The Appraisial
and tax office in the county
and local tax office expense
is S7% of the raise of the tax
increase. Last year’'s projec-
tion for tax collection was
$141,000 for local indebt-
nesses and school operation.
This year's projection for tax
collection is $176,000 for
local indebtnesses and school
operation in which $35,000
more is needed this year than
last years revenue.

WASHINGTON — Proposed changes
in regulations governing the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture's peanut pro-
gram would eliminate the need for
continuous on-site supervision by peanut
marketing associations and give han-

. dlers more flexibility in using their fa-
cilities, according to Everett Rank,

administrator of USDA's Agricultural

Stabilization and Conservation Service.
Rank said the changes will reduce
regulatory burdens and result in savings

to handlers.

would be changed so those peanuts
could be stored for short periods of
time, provided producers have made a
bona fide effort to clean and dry the
peanuts, he said.

‘‘Additional” peanuts are those grown
on allotment acres but in excess of the
farmer's poundage quota.

Ranks said the proposed changes
would eliminate most on-site supervision
except when peanuts are loaded out to

determine dollar value, At that time, in

BENCH MARKS FOR
1981-1982 SCHOOL
DISTRICT BUDGETS
IN TEXAS

AUSTIN — The largest
increase in school property
taxes in history was adopted
by school trustees last yeat,
according to the report
Bench Marks for 1981-82
School District Budgets In
Texas published by the
Texas Research League.

Tax bills mailed by the
1.070 school districts in
Texas totaled almost $2%
billion--a whopping  $393
million increase over the
previous year. Statewide the
increase was 18.8 percent.

The increase for Gorman
ISD was 20.1 percent.

Last fall school districts
adopted budgets for 1980-81
calling for spending averag-
ing $1,928.9S per student for
current operations.  Gor-
man's budget called for
$3,444.52 per student based
on the 298 students in aver-
age daily attendance in 1979-
80.

The average salary for
classroom teachers paid by
Gorman ISD in 1979-80 was
$12,684 which was 1.9 per-
cent above the minimum
salary prescribed by the
state. The average among all
school districts in Texas was
$14,101 per classroom teach-
er, or 13.7 percent over the
minimum.

There was an average of
one teacher for each 7.5
students in Gorman ISD, as
compared to a statewide
pupil-teacher ratio of one to
16.5.

School districts are per-
mitted to levy local property
taxes above the local share of
the Foundation School Pro-
gram and to use the proceeds
to ‘‘enrich’’ the program
prescribed by the legislature.
In 1980-81 the average school
district levied property taxes
five time the amount re-
quired for the Foundation
Program and used the funds
to enrich the program by an
additional $69S per student.
Enrichment from local taxes
in Gorman ISD was $303 per
student. >

School districts must adopt
new budgets for the 1981-82
fiscal year which begins Sep-
tember 1st. The tax assessor
must calculate a tax rate that
would produce the same
revenue that was levied last
year. If trustees anticipate
adopting a rate that is more
than three percent greater, a
quarter-page notice must be
published and a series of..
public hearings on the tax
rate must be held.

LEGAL BRIEFS
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Handicapped Denied Role In Jury System

Among the many things
that society has traditionally
denied the handicapped is the
right to serve on a jury, But
this may be changing as some
states are recognizing the con-
stitutional right of the handi-
capped to jury duty.

In 1977 California became
the first state to permit the
blind to sit on juries, The
practice continues today with
no problems.

Last year California passed
a new law which also gives
deaf people the right to sit
on civil and criminal juries
and to participate actively in
the judicial system,

The new law states that
no one can
be excluded
from jury
duty solely
on the basis
of a hearing
impairment,
though a
prospective
juror could
still be elim-

inated from jury duty with-
out cause during the pre-trial
examination by the lawyers
involved in the case.

The California law also
provides that sign language
interpreters can help deaf
jurors throughout the trial,

but it expressly states that
the interpreters cannot take
part in deliberations other
than to assist with communi-
cations among the jurors,

However, nearly 3C states
have laws prohibiting deaf
people, or those who aren’t
in full possession of their
natural faculties, from serving
on juries. The states of
Washington and Massachusetts
leave the issue of allowing
the deaf to sit on juries up
to the discretion of the in-
dividual presiding judge.

The main argument of some
lawyers against blind or deaf
jurors is that their client’s
constitutional right to a fair
trial should be given greater
weight than a handicapped
person’s asserted constitution-
al right to jury duty.

But lawyers for the handi-
capped argue that to exclude
them by law from jury duty
creates a suspect classification
of persons. And other lawyers
argue that to deny jury service
to the blind or deaf violates
their right to equal protection

under the law, as well as the |

principle that a jury should
be comprised of a fair cross
section of the community.

The Association of Trial
Lawyers of America will con-
tinue to work to help the
handicapped obtain their goal
of full participation and full
equality in all aspects of their
life, including the right to
serve on a jury.

Recognizing a Stroke Emergency

In stroke as in heart attack,
the speed with which friends
or family members respond
can make a big difference
in the eventual outcome, If
they recognize the condition
immediately and get medical

help, they may save their
loved ones from death and
disability.

Stroke occurs when the
blood supply to part of the

brain is cut. off. A stroke
may take hours or evem
days to develop, so early

detection and treatment might
save precious brain cells,

Unfortunately, many
people do not know these
seven early warning signs of
stroke: (1) sudden, temporary
weakness or numbness of
the face, arm or leg; (2)
temporary difficulty or loss
of speech or trouble under-
standing speech; (3) sudden,
temporary dimness or loss of
vision; (4) an episode of
double vision;(5) unexplained
headaches, or a change in
the pattern of headaches;
(6) temporary dizziness or
unsteadiness; and (7) recent
change in personality or
mental ability,

Stroke kills almost 200,000
Americans each year, making
it the third leading cause of
death in the U.S, However,
more than two million
Americans who have had
strokes are alive today.

Research may someday lead
to drugs that are effective
in patients who do not reach
medical attention immediately
after a stroke.

Investigator is searching for a
way to minimize the severity
of brain damage from stroke
even when treatment is de-
layed. In his research with
gerbils, David E. Levy, M.D.,
at Cornell University Medical
College in New York City
is studying how brain cells are
damaged in the hours and
days following a stroke, Dr.
Levy is testing various drugs
in gerbils, hoping to find a
treatment that ‘saves brain
cells from destruction.

Barbiturates — drugs used
as sedatives and hypnotics —
may be effective in reducing
the damage from stroke.
When Dr. Levy administers a
barbiturate to a gerbil one
hour after an experimentally
produced stroke, the brain
damage is less severe, One
possible explanation for this
effect: barbiturates may
suppress the brain cells’ energy
demands.

Although some physicians
have already started giving
barbiturates to their stroke
patients, Dr. Levy believes
this medical practice is pre-
mature until more research
information is available. He is
collecting data on patients at
New York Hospital in an
effort to identify those who
will continue to deteriorate
following a stroke and might
benefit from barbiturates.

But until these drugs have
been proven effective, your
doctor’s most important
weapon is still early detection
by you, the informed lay-
person, who knows the seven
early warning signs of stroke.

Many a majestic oak has
fallen to a disease called oak
decline in recent years.
Now, however, a treatment
is available that offers hope
lor oak trees with the
deadly fungus. .

Confrolling oak decline
requires a number  of
praclices, says Dr. Jerral
Johnson, plant pathologist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension  Service, Texas
A&M University System.
Among these are removing
and disposing of diseased
limbs, controlling ball moss,
and injecting the infected

_ lree with thiabendazole
(Arbotect).

Getting rid of diseased
limbs and ball moss is part
ol the sanitation program
that s so vital to controlling
uak decline, says Johnson.
Remove any diseased or
damaged limbs that can
serve as a site for the
disease fungus to spread.
Heavy ball moss growth
weakens limbs, thus making
them more susceptible to
discase problems. Spraying
with the chemical Kocide
101 in the spring will control
ball moss.

Injection of Arbotect into
the base of the infected oak
tree is the clincher in the
treatment method, says the
plant pathologist. Method of

A key to the success of this
treatment method is to
select trees that show no
more than 10 to 15 percent
top loss.

Drill holes about an inch
deep at 6-inch intervals as
low as possible around the
base of the tree. Then insert
special injectors connected
with a hamess of plastic
tubing. Use 2 to 4 oz. of

height. A pressure or
gravity flow spray tank can
be used.

To keep from spreading
the disease, sterilize all
equipment before drilling or
placing injectors into other
trees. Use a 1-to-9 Clorox-
water solution to sterilize,
and them rinse equipment
in clean water.

Johnson empasizes that
how effectively the injection
treatment works depends on
three factors--tree vitality,
lime of year and
complicating problems.

shape despite showing signs
of oak decline. Again, top
loss should not exceed 10 to
15, percent.

Treatment with the inject-
ion method should take
place either between June
15 and July 15 or Aug. 1 and
Oct. 15. Repeat injections in
12 months.

Often oak decline is only
part of the tree's problem,
says Johnson. Such things
as root suffocation due to
construction work or soil
compaction can contribute
lo a tree's demise.
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
