RAINS MAY BRING
MOSQUITOES

Mosquitoes are a problem
in all parts of the state. In
one way or another they
affect everyone. Mosquitoes
occuring in the home, about
the yard and in public parks
can become a nusiance dis-
turbing man in his work and
leisure.

Some species of mosqui-
toes readily transmit
diseases such as malaria and
vellow fever to man, en-
cephalities to man and
horses and heartworms to
dogs. '

In extreme south Texas,
Mmosquitoes may breed
throughout the year. How-
evewr, in most areas the
warmer temperatures of
spring, summer and fall are
nceded for breeding.

All  mosquitoes pass
through four stages of de-
velopment - egg, larva (wig-
ler), pupa and adult. The two
most encountered are wig-
glers and adults.

Although the habit and
habitats of different kinds of
mosquitoes differ greatly,
they all require water to
produce their young. Female
mosquitoes lay their eggs on
water or in areas which will
later become flooded.

The eggs of most species
hatch in 2 or 3 days. The
wigglers which hatch from
the eggs feed on organic
matter. The wigglers usually
pupate within a week. Pupae
usually become adults within
2.days. In another day or two
the female adults are ready
tq feed. Male mosquitoes do
not bite.

Because of the need for
water to breed. the recent
rains will play an important
r8le in local mosquito pop-
ulations. Tin cans, buckets,
old tires or other such con-
tainers which may collect
rain water will become
breeding grounds for mos-
quitoes.

Effective mosquito control
requires community cooper-
ation. Homeowners should
take every precaution to pre-
vent breeding on their pre-
mises by eliminating stand-
ing water. In addition to
removing water-holding con-
tainers, driping outdoor fau-
cets and leaky pipes should
be repaired and . puddles
resulting from evaporative
coolers or air conditioners
should be properly drained.

The proper use of in-
secticides around the home
also aids in controlling mos-
