State Senator Chet Edwards (D-
Duncanville) gained a major victory 
in the Texas Senate when the 
Committee on Economic Develop-
ment voted in favor of Senate Bill 46, 
Edwards' bill to prohibit telephone 
companies from charginh customers 
on each local call made in their own 
home or business. The bill passed 
the Committee on Wednesday, April 
24th, and will be considered on the 
Senate floor within the next two 
weeks. 

"I am extremely elated at the 
Committee's decision. Many people 
said it could not be done, and that we 
could not win a battle against the 
phone companies," Edwards said. 
"The people of Texas won the battle 
today, and I am very hopeful that the 
full Senate will uphold the decision," 
Edwards added. 

Senate Bill 46 prohibits proposals 
similar to Southwestern Bell's recent 
request for Local Measured Service 
(LMS), which would have almost 
tripled the average phone bill for 
Texas households by measuring the 
duration, distance, and time of day 
each local call. "The telephone 
companies may call it local measured 
service, but I call it local long-dist-
ance service," Edwards stated.

5. Should Texas enact legislation: 
allowing for a state lottery? 	• 
Response: 51% in favor, 49% 
opposed 
COMMENT: This is one of the real 
tough issues where a person in my 
position is trapped between the! 
proverbial "devil and the deep blue 
sea" in that I will make approximate-
ly 1/2 of the people mad regardless 
of what I do. It raises a good deal of 
money and apears to be free of a . 
good many of the morality issues 
attendant to horse racing. This is 
just one of those issues that all 
legislators dread to vote on and I will 
have to make my decision when I see 
the bill.  
6. Should Texas increase its Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children? 
Response: 30%in favor, 70% 
opposed. 
COMMENT: To a slight extent, and 
at the risk of opening myself to 
criticism, I think there is a miscon-
ception concerning abuses of AFDC. 
We all know of instances where 
able-bodied individuals, both malw 
and female, accept, and in fact live 
off of, welfare payments and refuse 
to work. I do not believe that is the 
case with AFDC and, having nur-

This response evokes certain feel-
ings of pride, hopefully, not misplac-
ed, in that I hope these weekly 
articles and my seemingly endless 
calendar of speaking engagements 
have made you constantly more 
aware of issues faced by the State 
and affecting each of you. 

After having patted myself on the 
back, here are the questins and 
responses: 
1. do you favor legalizing pari-mutu-
al betting on horse races in Texas? 
ResPonse: 49.3% in favor, 50.7% 
opposed. 
COMMENT: This is, to an extent. 
shocking to us because our unsolicit-
ted mail was running roughly 65-
70% in favor of pari-mutual wager-
ing. 
2. Do you favor the repeal of the 
"Blue Laws" (Sunday Closing Law) 
which prohibits the sale of most 
general merchandise on consecutive 
Saturdays and Sundays? 
Response: 	71% in favor, 29% 
opposed. 
COMMENT: Clearly the vast major-
ity of my constituency opposed 
continuation of prohibited Sunday 
sales and these responses will cer-
tainly affect my perspective on 
upcoming Blue Law repeal legisla-
tion. 

Do you favor a constitutional 
amendment permitting a family to 
use homestead property for collater-
al for loans other than for the 
purchase price if protections were in 
the law to protect a family from 
losing its homestead for the failure 
to repay a minor loan? 
Response: 52% in favor, 
48% opposed. 
COMMENT: This issue is probably 
one of the most misunderstood 
propositions ever to come before the 

tured two children to "semi-adult-
hood" myself, I cannot conceive of 
anyone setting out to have a child for 
the purpose of availing themselves of 
$42 a month. I would by your 
response to the poll you mean you 
want those who can help themselves 
to do so and that you do not want to 
deny necessities to the state'sa 
children. As best I can tell, 
realistically these children have no 
control over circumstances of birth 
and I am sure, given a choice, 99 
times out of 100 they would opt to be 
born to a rich family. 
7. Should the state require proof of 
insurance before a driver can pur-
chase and/or renew hes license plate 
each year? 
Response: 83%in favor, 17% 
oppose 
COMMENT: This response simply 
confirms the fact that responsible 
people are just sich and tired of 
drivers who cause accidents and then 
have no ability to make compensa-
tion for damages they have caused. I 
expect to see a change in insurance 
laws that would require proof of 
coverage at least for a period of time 
covered by the registration so insur-
ance could not be purchased for the 
purpose of registration then subse-
quently dropped. 

On the other hand, in the next , 
session of the Legislature, I would 
like to explore the possibility of 
legislation that would allow a person 
to be "self-insured" under certain 
circumstances and with proper show-
ing of financial ability. 
8. Are you prepared to reduce social 
services to avoid new taxes? 
Response: 63% in favor, 37% 
opposed. 
COMMENT: 	While I am not ' 
advising that we turn the poor and 
sick into the streets, I am strongly of 
the opinion that the government, 
both State and Federal, has attemp-
ted to be too much for too many and 
has insinuated itself into our society 
with an attitude that we must be 
protected and cared for whether we 
wish to be or not. Since this is such a 
broad area, I would like to reserve 
the editor's privelege or curtailing 
my comment on "social programs 
here, and perhaps devote a later 
column to this subject. 
9. Do you think the state should 
have a comprehensive, state-wide 
water plan? 
Response: 70% in favor, 30% 
opposed 
COMMENT: This response is also, I 
find, somewhat misleading because, 
while everyone agrees we should 
have a stste-wide water plan, almost 
everyone has a different opinion as 
to what that plan should be. My plan 
at this writing, is that I hope we can 
get a state-wide skeleton plan in 
effect and refine ti over the coming 
years as may be necessary to meet 
the State's changing needs.
