I had written an earlier column
about elderly abuse that generated
considerable response and received
some media notoriety. Since that
column, I have had an opportunity to
participate in hearings concerning
the specific instance of abuse, a-
mong other things, that occurred in
Austin, Texas, wherein an elderly
lady died of malnutrition while in the
care of her son.

I am struck by the fact that the
local, state and federal governments
literally dump billions of dollars of
your and my money into this specific
area of our society yet testimony
reveled that this poor unfortunate
did not ‘‘fit’’ into any category or
compartment bureaucratically prom-
ulgated.

This lady in question had a total
income of approximately $800 a
month consisting of social security

benefits and a small retirement”

annuity. Evidence indicated her son
at least made some half-hearted

- effort to obtain nurses and nursing

home care for her but had been
unsuccessful. . Would you believe
that, had she been destitute, she
could have qualified for all manner of
benefits; had she been wealthy, she
could, of course, have cared for
herself. She was in that huge
category that is, ‘‘betwixt and be-

tween,”’ to which no help is avail-
able.

It seems our society has rushed
pell mell to care for the very poor,
has provided economic circumstance
where the very rich can adequately
care for themselves but created an
entire third class of citizens made up
of those people who are neither rich
nor poor. Most often I find these are
the people who bear the brunt of the
expense for our myriad social pro-
grams, quite simply because they
work and produce and pay taxes but
cannot afford to avoid taxes as
someone could, perhaps, with great-
er wealth, yet they are exactly the
people who cannot qualify for the
very benefits they sustain.

Can you imagine the frustration of
an elderly person unable to receive
much needed care because they
receive $15 per month more income
than the regulations allow?

It happens. Icannot put my finger
on the problem. I cannot determine
why, in light of the billions of dollars
we spend, we still have a system so
poorly constructed.

This problem takes on a signifi- -

. cance and urgency, probably equal

to no other issue we face, when you
stop to consider the fact by the year
2010, one out of five of us will be
“elderly.”

Late-Calving Cows Lose Money
Cattlemen should have little res-
pect for late-calving cows because
they are income robbers and should
be culled, says a beef cattle special-
ist with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, The Texas A&M
University System.  Late-calving
cows wean lighter calves and have
lower rebreeding rates than early-
calving cows, and that means money
down the drain. In a recent study by
the Extension Service in Calhoun
County involving 200 crossbred
cows, 16 percent were considered
late calvers. These would have
contributed three additional calves to
the total calf crop for that year. Ata
weaning weight of 450 pounds and a
market price 65 cents a pounds,
that’s an extra $877. 50 in gross

income.
Ammonlating Hay Boosts Quality
Any hay that might be of poor
quality this year can be improved by
treating bales with anhydrous am-
monia, notes a forage specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M University
System. This involves covering hay
bales with black plastic and injecting
anhydrous ammonia. Hay ammonia-
tion increases crude protein, digesti-
bility and animal intake, all of which
lead to increased animal perform-
ance. In feeding studies, steers fed
ammoniated hay gained one-half
pound more a day than those on the
same type of hay but untreated.
Treated hay should remain covered
for at least three weeks before
feeding.

Stenholm Says
Deficit-Reduction

Bill Essential To
A Sound Future

Congressman Charles Stenholm
praised the House version of a
deficit-reduction bill at a Thursday
morning breakfast of the United
States Chamber of Commerce.

Speaking to more than 200 of the
country’s business leaders, Sten-
holm said the bill is esseential to a
sound financial future for America.
He said the Senate’s Gramm-Rud-
man legislation is the closest Con-
gress has come to dealing with the
realities of the $2 trillion-dollar
national debt.

*‘I commend my fellow Texan Phil
Gramm for forcing Congress to do
somethng that the majority of my
colleagues did not want to do,”’ the
Stamford native said. ‘‘His version
was not perfect, but it was the
impetus for the measure in the
House, which is better.”’

‘“The House Democratic revision
of Gramm-Rudman is now the key to
real deficit reduction,’”” he told the
crowd. ‘‘It trims more and does it
quicker. We cannot put deficit-re-
duction off. We have to make those
crucial decisions today and let the
people see where we really stand.
It’s time to bite the bullets.”’

The Senate bill requires phasing
in a balanced federal budget by
1991, but would not require major
spending cuts until after the Novem-
ber, 1986 elections for 34 senators.
The House bill cuts spending imme-
diately and balances the budget by
1990. In both, a balanced budget is
enforced by making automatic, a-
cross-the-board spending cuts in
most programs if the President and
Congress fail to write annual bud-
gets that meet the phase-in targets.

The largest controversy has been
which, if any, programs would be
exempt from the automatic cuts.
The Senate version exempts from
cuts $250 billion in entitlement
progrms, none of which are targeted
for the poor or disabled, totalling
one-fourth of the entire budget. The
House added $10 billion more in
exemptions, which includes protect-
ion for Disabled Veterans benefits
and programs for the poor.

‘I do not agree with those who say
that adding the House exemptions
will gut the bill,”” the Congressman
said. ‘‘My question to them is how
can you oppose the House bill
because it exempts $10 billion, when
you took out $250 billion? How in the

Beef Belongs in a Balanced Diet

‘‘Beef is no higher in calories than
other types of meat, and it belongs in
any well-balanced diet,’’ says Texas
Agricultural Extension Service nutri-
tionist Mary K. Sweeten. Sweeten
cites U.S. Department of Agriculture
figures which show that three ounces
of lean roast beef contain 169
calories and three ounces of top loin
(strip) steak has 195 calories. Three
ounces of baked chicken, without
skin, has 174 calories and three
ounces of fried chicken, with skin has
209 calories. ‘“‘It’s a similar story
with cholesterol,’’ says the nutrition-
ist. ‘‘People think beef is high in
cholesterol, when it has only 73
milligrams per three ounce cooked
serving.”” By comparison, the same
amount of roast chicken contains 76
milligrams of cholesterol; fried
chicken 74 milligrams; pork 77
milligrams; and shrimp, 130 milli-
grams.

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FIRE ANTS

An imported fire ant infestation
has been confirmed in Eastland
County according to County Exten-
sion Agent DeMarquis Gordon. The
ant mounds were found in the 1000
block of South Daugherty in East-
land. They are well eastablished
with 25 to 30 active mounds, says
Gordon. The city of Eastland and
affected land owners are taking steps
to eradicate the ants before they
spread to other areas.

Gordon sent the ant specimen to
Entomologists at Texas A&M and to
Texas Department of Agriculture
officials. They were confirmed as
the imported fire ant. A team of
Texas Department of Agriculture
officials will be in Eastland Novem-
ber 8 to asses the extent of
infestation. Prior to this time no
established fire ant mounds had
been reported in Eastland County.

The imported fire ant, now con-
sidered the most harmful ant pest in
North America, is reddish-brown in
color and about a quarter of an inch
long. It is known both for its
venomous sting and its mound
building activity.

In 1918, when the fire ant arrived
in Alabama aboared a South Ameri-
can freighter, it brought none of its
natural enemies with it. In less than
three human generations, it has
spread west to cover half of Texas
and across the South.

Once fire ants infest an area
heavily that land becomes virtually
unusable. The ant colonies form
mounds as high as two to three feet,
with diameters of three feet or more.
An infested acre may contain as
many as 300 to S00 such mounds,

each with up to three-quarters of a
million ants. If the mounds are
disturbed, the ants will attack the
cause inflicting multiple stings and
injecting their venom into the vict-
ims, whether human or animal. Fire
ants are indiscriminate in choosing
sites for their mounds. Any land,
urban, suburban or rural, will do.
Mounds are found on farmland or in
pastures, on lawns, parks, or in
home gardens, or playgrounds, golf
courses, camp grounds and even
cemeteries.

Imported fire ant venom is more
complex and dangerous than bee
vanom, including that of the so-
called ‘‘killer bees.”” Medical treat-
ment is often required by those
bitten and severe allergic reactions
have been reported in about three
out of every hundred cases. Some
deaths have been reported. Even
those not allergic will suffer from
burning and itching sores or welts.

This ant damages young plants by
growing holes in roots, tubers,
stalks, and buds. They may attack
and kill unprotected animals such as
newborn calves and pigs and newly
hatched quail and poultry.

Each mound is the breeding
ground for dozens of new colonies.
When a mound matures, winged
males and females are produced,
which fly from the nest and mate. A
fertilized queen either flies or is
blown to a new site, where she
burrows into the ground and starts
laying eggs. These hatch into
worker ants which build the new
mound. Unless controlled the pro-
cess continues until the entire area is
infested.

Gordon says it will take everyone’s

Entomologists report that the best
control treatment at this time of year
is individual mound treatment with
chlorpyrifos drench.

Cholorpyrifos is the active chemi-
cal in a number of brand name
insecticides. It is known as Dursban
or Lorsban or as Fire Ant Killer.
Amdro is a fire ant bait that is
effective, but works best in warmer
weather.

Their Control.”’
