Morris Concludes 19-Year
Winning Tenure at SPC in June

‘Jamcs Morris has seen many
changes take place in junior college
track and cross country. It is a testa-
ment to his coaching ability and endear-
ing personality that his tcams arc al-
ways perennial challengers for the na-
tional championship.

And after 19 years of molding the
South Plains College track and cross
country program into one of the
nation’s elite, Morris has announced his
retircment effective June 30. His last
mect will be June | when the Texans
and Lady Texans host the NJCAA

Marathon  Championships in
Levelland.

“Ecclesiastes says there 1s a time
and place for all thing,” said Morris
who has spent 42 years in the coach-
ing profession. “I think this is the time
appointed for me to do this. it was cer-
tainly a difficult decision for me. But
after talking to my family, I know it is
the right onc.

“[ want to spend more time with my
wife, Beverly, two children and five
grandchildren. [ want to devote more
of my time to church and go fishing
and do a lot of traveling and some vol-
unteer coaching.™

The Brownfield native began his
coaching career in his hometown in
1959. He coached junior high football
and track for cight years, before mov-
ing to Brownficld High School in 1967.
In 13 years at Brownfield, his teams
won five regional cross country cham-
pionships, and he guided two indi-
vidual state champions. Morris left
Brownfield to enter private business in
1980, then served as an assistant track
coach at Texas Tech University for the
1981-82 school year before taking the
reins at SPC in 1982.

“*When I came here [ never though
I would be here for this long,” Morris
said. “In 1963 I came here to watch a
college track meet and thought I would

like to be the track coach herc at SPC
some day. When I was selected for this
position, I thought I had died and gonc
to heaven. . [ still think it is the best
junior college position in the United
States.”

The numbers speak for themselves.
A total of 191 Texans and Lady Tex-
ans have turned in 389 All-Americar
performances in 18 years. Amony
those performances are 53 individual
national champions and 12 national
relay team championships. He also has
coached 13 Olympians.

Deflecting any desire to congratu-
late himself, Morris credits the athletes
who have performed on the track.

“We have had so many national and
world class performers on this cam-
pus,” Morris said. “You wouldn’t be-
licve the talent that has competed at
SREH

He was named National Outdoor
Track Coach of the Year in 1983, and
in 1986, he guided.the Texans to the
NJCAA Indoor Track and Field Cham-
pionship, the school’s first-ever na-
tional championship team.

Morris also was selected as the
NJCAA National Indoor Track Coach
of the Year in 1991 and shared NJCAA
Outdoor coach of the Year honors in
1991. He was clected as the “Coach
of the Mcct™ at the 1993 NJCA A Mara-

He repcated that feat in 1995, when he
was named “Coach of the Mcet™ after
the Texans won their sccond NJCAA
Marathon Championship. Morris also
was named NJCAA National Indoor
coach of the Year in 1995. The Lady
Texans also took home a national
championship in the marathon in 1997,

He was named the NJCAA Region
S Cross Country Coach of the Year in
1984, 1986, 1989 and 1990. FHc was
namecd the NJCAA National Cross
Country Coach of the Year of the first
time in 1991, after guiding the Texans
to their first-ever cross country team
championship. He received that honor
again in 1994, 1996 and 1997.

His proven ability to hone skills and
recruit talented athletes has served well
for Morris, who was named the Na-
tional Coach of the Year and the Coach
of the Mcet at the 1996 and 1997
NJCAA Cross Country Championships
after guiding the Texans to back-to-
back cross country championships.

“We have had tremendous support
from the administration and faculty.
The credit for this goes to SPC athletic
director Joc Tubb. Joe has provided
untiring effort in promoting the track
team and giving me cncouragement
and support through the years.”

His career was highlighted when he
was inducted into thc NJCAA Cross
Country/Track Hall of Fame in No-
vember.

Down Payment for Rural
Homeownership

Richard L. Perryman, Acting State
Dircctor, Texas USDA Rural Develop-
ment announced today that federal
funds arc availablc for Guarantced
Rural Housing loans. Borrowers can
often get these loans with no down pay-
ment.

To be cligible for financing, the
home must be located in a rural com-
munity with less than 10,000 in popu-
lation, on a farm or in open country no
closcly associated with an urban area.
Under certain circumstances loans can
be made in towns and citics between
10,00 and 25,000 in population.

“Never assume an area is not cli-
gible under the guaranteed loan pro-
gram. We encourage anyone interested
in owning their own home to call the
Brownwood Local Office for details on
cligible arcas. Texas has over $100
million still available for the Guaran-
tced Housing Program for Fiscal Year
2001, said Perryman.

The guaranteed rural housing loan

Transportation Liability Relief

Individuals making the transition from public assistance to the
workforce often have difficulties finding transportation to and
from work, training, and child care, especially in rural areas
without public transportation. Many churches and charitable
organizations are willing to provide these services, but are
hesitant because of the liability that may be incurred.

In response, I have introduced House Bill 560 to amend the
Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code to provide that a
religious charitable organization that owns or leases a motor
vehicle is not liable for damages arising from negligence of the
driver if the driver is engaging in providing specified services
to a recipient of financial or nutritional assistance, and that
recipient is participating in or applying to participate in a work
or employment activity or the food stamp employment and
training program. However, it provides that such limited
organizational liability does not apply to any claim arising from
injury, death, or property damage in which the operator of the
vehicle was intoxicated.

H.B. 560 has passed the House and will be considered by the
Senate shortly. It is my goal to encourage these faith-based,
charitable organizations to continue to provide services to
Texans who are working to transition from welfare to self-
sufficiency.

STENHOLM SUPPORTS
ENERGY LEGISLATION

Washington, D.C. - Congressman Charles Stenholm this week was the Iead
cosponsor on the Electricity Supply Assurance Act of 2001, a bill introduced to
promotc nuclear energy as a significant part of the solution to national cnergy
nceds. The bill, H.R. 1679, was introduced with a bipartisan list of 11 original
cosponsors and addresscs both regulatory and financial issucs critical to the suc-
cess of the nuclear energy industry.

“As a Rural Electric Coop manager, | worked to promote alternative cnergy

urces ycars before coming to Congress,” Stenholm commented. “Even back

n 1970, our mebership saw it important to invest in alternative ecnergy sources,

- such as nuclcar, as a means to balance our encrgy budget. The time has never

before been more ripe to expand nuclear encrgy use in the U.S. as a clean, safe,
and cfficicnt source of clectricity.”

Nuclear Energy gencrates more than 20 percent of U.S. clectricity at the low-
est production cost of any expandable large-scale energy source. It is also the
largest emission-free source of clectricity in the country.

Under current law, all zero emissions power generation receives a tax credit
from the federal government. Nuclear energy, the only zero-pollution source of
energy, however, is not cligible for the same benefits as other “clcan” power
generation. H.R. 1679 establishes the samc tax status for nuclear encrgy. The
ncw legislation also encourages utilitics to complete unfinished reactors and to
incrcasc the performance of existing reactors.

“One of the most compelling reasons for the recent focus on encrgy sccurity

_is that supply has not kept up with demand,” Stenholm commented. T hope we
don’tall nced to follow the path of California to learn the same lessons of supply
and demand.”

The Electricity Supply Assurance Act of 2001 Summary of H.R. 1679 The
Electricity Supply Assurance Act of 200 lincludes provisions to get more cnergy
out of the nation’s 103 nuclear plants, while laying the groundwork and encour-
aging planning for the construction of ncw advanced-design nuclear plants.

?Extends the Price-Anderson no-fault insurance law, which incurs no cost to the
federal government or consumers, for an additional 10 ycars until August I,
2012.

? Authorizes an increasc in funding for DOE’s Nuclear Energy Rescarch Ini-
tiative (NERI) to $60 million in FY2002. NERI is a mid- to long-term R&D
cffort that addresses potential barricrs to expanded usc of nuclear cnergy.

? Authorizes an increase in funding for DOE’s Nuclear Energy Plant Optimi-
zation (NF:PO) program to $15 million in FY2002. DOE and private industry
share the cost of NEPO rescarch, which focuses on boosting the reliability and
productivity of nuclear plants and supporting cfforts to achicve license rencwal
through management of the long-term cffects of plant aging.

? Additional authorizations arc including in the legislation for capital im-
provemenis. university rescarch, and other cooperative R&D programs.

? Auth: i DOE to study the potential for completing unfinished nuclear
plants by 2005 as well as establish an *“carly site permit” process. ? Establishes
an Office of Spent Nuclear Fucl Rescarch at DOE, further promoting rescarch in
the arcas of reprocessing and waste disposal.

? Clarifics that the expanded usc of cmission-free power sources, such as
nuclear plants, is cligible for cconomic incentives available under State Imple-
mentation Plans required by the Clean Air Act.

My annual opinion surveys, which your newspaper published earlier t
year, asked Texans their opinion on several issues currently pending before Co
gress. This week’s column reports your answers to the third segment of t
questionnaire, which addressed campaign finance reform and 2nd Amending
rights.

The first question asked if readers would change the current federal cai
paign financc law that allows a candidate to loan himself or herself an unlimit
amount of campaign funds, and then hold fund raisers to reimburse himself
hersclf after the election. I wanted to know if you think there should be a limit
such self-loans. Nearly three-fourths of those who replied, 73 percent, said tl
such sclf-loan arrangements should be limited.

When asked if you would support changing the current $1,000-per in
vidual, per-candidate contribution limit to adjust for inflation, 49.13 pcrecent

you said yes, and 50.87 percent said no — almost a draw. Only 16 percent of ys

replicd that the current federal campaign finance laws yicld a level playing fi
for candidates who challenge incumbents, while 84 pcrcent said they do not.

Here are some of your comments regarding campaign finance:

From Fair Oaks Ranch: Beforc we add any more campaign finance laws lc
enforce the ones that are on the books.

Decnton: Have a set amount each candidate can spend so no one has the
vantage.

Leonard: We need to ensure that no other country gets a hold over any of a
clected officials by contributing to their campaigns.

Georgetown: Every form of contribution, advertisement, flyer, circular, ¢
ought to have to be attributed to specific, individual candidates. All the costs
the production and distribution of such materials ought to be used in calculati
a maximum amount of spending allowed. The penaltics for abuse would be Ig
of tax-exempt status or deductibility.

Amarillo: T would climinate all corporate contributions.

Tyler: Unions should not be allowed to contribute. T was a union member a
[ did not want them to use my moncy to campaign for someone [ wouldn’t v{
for.

San Antonio: Candidates should only be able to accept money from th
home districts, or states if it’s a statewide race. No out-of-district contributid
from anyone.

My view: Campaign finance reform can make the clection process more

sponsive to voters and more accessible to potential candidates. But workal
reform has to acknowledge the central role played by legitimate, voluntary cq
tributions from individuals and organizations. Voters nced good informatig
and getting that to them costs moncy. Inherent in our democracy is the right 2
ability of candidates for public office to publicize their views before an electi
so the electorate is able to make an informed choice.
