Extension Lab Does
Soil, Water, and
Forage Testing

Helping farmers and ranchers
increase the efficiency of their
operations is a major goal of the Soil,
Water, and Forage Testing Labora-
tory operated by the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service at Texas
A&M University. The Extension
Service also operates a Soil Testing
Lab at Lubbock. Costs of various
tests are determined by the specific
analyses requested. Information
sheets on specific analyses and
collection and mailing instructions
are available at any county Extension
office. Soil testing is important for
the most economical use of fertilizer
while forage testing allowa produc-
ers to better plan winter feeding
programs.
