Eastland County has been official-
ly notified that the Texas Legislature 
at it's most recent special session 
has approved the use of state bond 
funds to finance four additional state 
prison units. The Texas Board of 
Criminal Justice will select sites for 
these prisons at its 10 July, 1990 
meeting. The Baord intends to select 
sites from among the twenty com-
munities on a short list released on 
October 5, 1989. Eastland County 
was listed in this group. 

From the 20 original short list 
contenders a final short list will be 
developed from which the four 
winning sites will be selected. 

This is to advise the public that 
Eastland County may be selected on 
the final short list. If so the public is 
invited to appear at an open hearing 
in Austin concerning the site selec-
tion. The meeting will be held in the 
Senate Chamber, State Capitol Bldg. 
on July 10. beginning at 9 a. m. Each 
community or county will be allowed 
15 minutes for supporting comments 
and an equal amount of time for 
opposing comments. 

Procedures for soliciting public 
input will be as follows: attendees at 
the public hearing will be given the 
opportunity to register and indicate 
whether they support or oppose the 
siting of a prison in their community. 
Persons wishing to address the 
board will be asked to complete an 
information card indicating their 
name, address, county of residence 
and whether they desire to speak for 
or against the proposed site. Due to 
time limitations it is suggested that 
those with similar viewpoints consol-
idate their presentation prior to the 
meeting. 

Underway 
Nominations are being sought for 

the most outstanding rural minister 
of Texas for 1990. 

"The rural minister might be 
considered an unsung hero, and 
where that's the case, his associates 
can bring some special recognition to 
him," said Dr. David Ruesink, a 
sociologist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. 

The award is given annually by the 
Progressive Farmer magazine dur-
ing the annual Town and Country 
Church Conference, scheduled for 
October 1.2, at Texas A&M Univer-
sity. 

The conference is an Extension 
Service educational program for 
rural and small town ministers and 
lay leaders. 

To be eligible for the award, a 
minister must have served for at 
least two years in a congregation in a 
rural community or town of less than 
10.000 population. 

Ruesink said nomination ?huuld 
focus on how the minister has made 
a difference to his church and 
community. 

"Show how the minister's leader-
ship has helped bring the people 
together to fulfill their community 
and religious needs," he said. 

Ruesink said 53 rural ministers 
were nominated last year. The 
winner was the Rev. Larry Castillo-
Wilson. who helped organize relief 
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
