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Continuing tax changes make it 
possible for many taxpayers to file 
simpler returns. Although you may 
receive in the mail this year the 
same type of form you used to file 
last year, you should review your 
tax situation to see if filing a dif-
ferent form is necessary or more 
beneficial. 

Generally. use the green "EZ" 
form (1040EZ) if your filing status 
is single; you are under 65; you are 
not blind; you claim no dependents; 
your taxable income is less than 
$50,000 and is only from wages, 
salaries, tips, taxable scholarship 
and fellowship grants, and certain 
interest of $400 or less; and you do 
not itemize deductions, claim any 
adjustments or credits, or owe any 
other taxes than amounts from the 
tax table. 

If you do not qualify to use Form 
1040EZ, use the pink "short 
form" (1040A) if your income is 
only from wages, salanes, tips, tax-
able scholarship and fellowship 
grants, certain interest, dividends, 
pensions, annuities, IRAs, social se-
curity and unemployment compen-
sation; your taxable income is less 
than $50,000; you do not itemize 
deductions; your only adjustment to 
income is for certain contributions 
to an IRA; your only credits are the 
credit for child and dependent care 
expenses, credit for the elderly or 
disabled, and the earned income 
credit; and, your only other tax is 
for advance earned income credit 
payments. 

From a tax savings standpoint. 
use the blue "long form" (1040) if 
you have itemized deductions that 
exceed your standard deductions and 
have adjustments to income or cred-
its that you cannot take on Form 
1040A or Form 1040EZ. You must 
use Form 1040 if your taxable in-
come is $50,000 or more; you had 
certain types of income such as 
capital gains, self-employment earn-
ings, rents or royalties; you item-
ize deductions or claim certain tax 
credits or adjustments to income; 
and you owe other taxes or claim 
certain additional payments. 

Choosing the simplest tax form 
that fits your tax situation: 
• may save you time if you are

• reduces the pncsibility of errors,

you can file Form 1040E1 and

Social Security Number for De-
pendents Age 1 or Older. If you 
can claim any person age I or older 
as a dependent, show that person's 
social security number on your tax 
return. If your dependent does not 
have a number, see your tax forms 
package for instructions. 

More Benefit with the Earn-
ed Income Credit (EIC)—Use 
New Schedule EIC. You may be 
able to take this credit for 1991 if 
you earned less than $21,250 and a 
child lived with you. But ybu must 
file new Schedule EIC with Form 
1040 or Form 1040A to do so. 
Read the instructions in the tax 
package to see if you can take this 
credit. 

Texas Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry says that the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
will resume inspection of fresh 
fruits, vegetables, nuts and pea-
nuts under a newly signed coop-
erative agreement with USDA. 

:"Since taking office, I've been 
concerned that Texas was one of 
only three state departments of 
agriculture in the country that 
did not have such a cooperative 
agreement with USDA to inspect 
products for producers and ship-
pers," Perry said. "We have 
worked hard in the past year to 
make sure this new agreement 
clarifies the state's and the fed-
eral government's roles, and pro-
vides the best possible atmo-
sphere to work in." 

The agreement calls for the 
TDA to conduct visual inspec-
tions of fruits, vegetables, nuts 
and peanuts for size, grade and 
maturity priority to shipping and 
selling. Producers and shippers 
pay fees for this service. 

For some of these products, a 
federal inspection is mandatory 
because of federal marketing or-
ders and other regulations. All 
are inspected because of con-
sumers' demands for quality 
products. In additiez most fresh 

imported produced is inspected 
by the program. 

A previous agreement with 
USDA - under which the pro-
gram was known as the Texas 
Federal Inspection Service (TFIS) 
— was discontinued in May 1990 
by the former TDA administra-
tion. USDA then contracted with 
the Texas Citrus and Vegetable 
Association to assume inspection 
services at that time. 

Last year, $2.5 million was col-
lected from producer and shipper 
fees through the program. Under 
the new cooperative agreement, 
this money — minus 4 percent 
annual payments to USDA and 
TDA offsetting administrative 
expenses — will be used solely for 
the inspectors' salaries, vehicles 
and administrative overhead. 

At peak harvest times, some 
200 inspectors are employed in 
the program, which operates out 
of offices in Hereford, Gorman, 
Pleasanton, Pearsall and Alamo. 

All monies from the prior oper-
ation of TFIS by TDA will remain 
separate from the new program, 
because a rider in the 1991 gen-
eral appropriations act sought to 
transfer these funds to general 
revenues of the state. 
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substitute for a full-fledged econom-
ic recovery program." 

Gramm has urged Congress to 
pass a broad-based economic pack-
age before the March 20 deadline 
announced by the President in his 
State of the Union address. 

In the interim, he said, "another 
13 weeks of benefits will be available 
to people who exhaust their benefits 
by June 13. 

The current law provides up to 26 
weeks of unemployment insurance 
coverage.

Mrs. Dunwell, David Campbell 
and Shanna Lewis, all of Gorman, 
and Natalie Hammond of Hasse 
worked in the ministry's pharmacy, 
sorting samples and getting them 
ready for use. 

"Jensen and Brittany Goins of 
Comanche," Mrs. Dunwell said, 
"were our best goodwill ambassa-
dors as they played non-stop with the 
children. They did not experience 
any language barrier in their play!" 

The group also bought an auto- 
matic washing machine for the 
children's home (which had previ- 
ously been using rub boards and a 
19413's vintage ringer washer) and 
some materials for the pharmacy. 

The TCA workers had hoped to 
repair the ministry's roof but were 
unable to do so because they lacked 
the $2,000 needed for materials. The 
group hopes to return for that project 
later this year, as the workers see it 
as a serious need for the ministry. 

Those who worked in the pharm-
acy also want to return to finish their 

task. 
"They received lots of samples 

and partial bottles of medicines from 
various places," said Mrs. Dunwell. 
"However, a lot of work is required 
to get the pills from the foil packets 
in the cardboard boxes they were 
shipped in, into the larger bottles in 
the pharmacy for dispensing." 

"Hands of Luke Medical Minis-
tries," said Mrs. Dunwell, is a faith 
ministry (one which depends com-
pletely on outside contributions for 
its financial support) organized and 
sponsored by Dr. Marco Samaniego 
and his family." Luke, author of one 
of the New Testament gospels, was a 
first-century physician. 

"Other than its spiritual ministry" 
continued Mrs. Dunwell, "its major 
thrust is medical care to the indigent 
of Juarez, especially those of evan-
gelical churches in the area." 

Working alongside Hands of Luke 
is another ministry called Daystar. 
operated by a retiree from Michigan, 
who gets food from bakeries, a milk 
plant and other places in El Paso and 
distributes it in Juarez. First fed are 
those in the children's home, then 
those from churches requesting 
assistance. 

The rest of the food is distributed 
in the makeshift cardboard villages 
surrounding Juarez. which are esti-
mated to be growing at a rate of 20 
families per day. 

Mrs. Dunwell said the ministry 
still has other projects which need to 
be done, such as completing a large 
room at the clinic to be used as a 
hospital ward, and the establishment 
of warehouse space in El Paso where 
materials can be received and pro-
cessed. 

For the hospital ward, the ministry 
needs floor tile, sheetrock work, 
painting, and furnishings such as 
beds, bedside tables and other 
equipment. The clinic offers surgery 
and delivery services but currently 
has only two beds for recovery and 
no place for longer hospital stays. 

Hands of Luke received donations 
of medicines, clothing, Bibles, med-
ical supplies and equipment, and 
infant formulas from churches in 
many places in Texas and other 
states. But there is no place except 
Dr. Samaniego's home in El Paso to 
receive, sort and store the supplies 
before transporting them to Juarez.
