For many religious people Bible study is a lifeless duty that is a struggle 
to maintain on a consistent basis. This is because many unconsciously treat 
Bible study as a work to be accomplished in their striving to please God. How 
many times have earnest Christians heard themselves say something like, "I 
know I ought to read my Bible more. If I were a better Christian I suppose I 
would"? Sadly, what God intended to give life has become unproductive (2 
Con 3:6). Many religious people believe the Bible is the most important book 
in the world, yet they seldom read it for more than 2 or 3 minutes at a time 
and find it to be unhelpful even then. Honest Bible readers will admit that this 
has often been true. Why is this frequently our experience with God's Word? 

Jesus plainly addressed this problem in John 5:37-40. Speaking of the 
Father, Jesus said to the Bible teachers of his day, "..You have never heard 
his voice no seen his form, nor does his word dwell in you, for you do not 
believe the one he sent (Jesus). You diligently study the Scriptures because 
you think that by them you possess eternal life. These are the Scriptures that 
testify about me, yet you refuse to come to me to have life" 

Jesus reveals a startling fact that is true in every generation: it is possible 
to make an idol out of the Scriptures and in doing so to be totally blind to 
presence of Christ in your day. They had unconsciously learned from their 
fathers how to use the Scriptures to manipulate, control, and alienate people. 
The worst bondage in the world is not outward immorality but inward 
hypocrisy. Most prostitutes know that what they are doing is immoral. 
However, religious hypocrites are blind to their vain worship and empty 
hearts. Religious chains are often the hardest to break because they are so 
hard for the one in bondage to recognize.? 

I believe the Scriptures are the inspired, written word of God. However, 
I must assure you that it is possible to know a lot about the "Book of the Lord" 
without knowing the "Lord of the Book"? Let me use an example. I could 
memorize every book written about Abraham Lincoln and pattern my life-
style after his philosophy of life and principles--but it still wouldn't change 
the fact that I never knew the man. Many people who have read the Bible for 
years, attended Church, were baptized, yes and even preached the Gospel will 
in the end hear the Lord say, "Depart from me for I never knew you." (Matt. 
7:23) 

Do you know how exciting it is to read a newspaper article about one of 
your close loved-ones? This is because you have a personal, living relation-
ship with them. If you are living in an "abiding" fellowship with the King of 
Kings, Jesus Christ, the Bible is your joy and source of spiritual food. But, 
if you are living behind the mask of religion like the Pharisees, you have either 
largely given up on the Bible because you find it hard to understand or boring, 
or you use it to serve selfish ends (i. e. excuse your sin, prove your points, 
justify your religious sectarianism). God never intended for the Bible to be 
used for controlling others, but rather to point us to the Source of True Life, 
Jesus Christ. The Old and New Testaments alike do just that — if you have 
personally met the Savior! 

When you study the Bible, come with a hungry heart and an open mind. 
Those who are already satisfied and prejudiced in their views will not receive 
fresh illumination from the Word. Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal God's Son 
to you (John 14:26). He will do it if you are willing to obediently respond to 
what He shows you, even if it means confessing your sin and hypocrisy and 
turning from it. There is not one of us who is not guilty of pride and hypocrisy. 
May God grant unto you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation so that you may 
know Christ better and that you may be refreshed by His manifest presence?

• My daughter has 

agnosed with border-
line personality disorder. Can 
this disorder be treated with 
medication? 

There is no specific medica-
tion for a borderline per-
sonality disorder. Medication 
is prescribed for specific 
symptoms of the disorder. If 
the borderline patient is inten-
sely anxious, a medication for 
anxiety may be useful. If a 
borderline patient is sig-
nificantly depressed, then an 
antidepressant may be benefi-
cial. 

In addition to medication 
for symptoms, psychotherapy 
is often helpful. This may be 
individual or group 
psychotherapy. 

Because of the numerous 
different symptoms that a bor-
derline personality disorder 
patient may have, their loved 
ones arc frequently at a loss 
as to what to do. It may be 
helpful for family members to 
obtain some brief counseling 
to help them understand the 
ramifications of the diagnosis 
of a borderline personality dis-
order and to help them deal 
with it. 

• • Borderline per-
sonality disorder is one of 
twelve types of personality dis-
orders. It is diagnosed in early 
adulthood and may involve a 
variety of symptomatic be-
haviors including: intense and 
unstable interpersonal 
relationships, mood swings, 
depression, instability, and ir-
ritability or anxiety usually 
lasting a few hours or a few 
days. 

People who have border-
line personality disorder tend 
to be impulsive and may 
engage in activities that are 
potentially self-damaging such 
as shopping sprees, reckless 
driving or shoplifting. Recur-
rent suicidal threats, gestures 
or self-mutilating behavior is 
common in the more severe 
forms.
