He also worked on the cases of 
Charles Whitman, the man who 
killed 16 people from the Univer-
sity of Texas tower in 1966—a I 7th 
died last year—and of Jack Ruby, 
who shot Lee Harvey Oswald. 

Born January 17, 1920, in Gor-
man, Texas, he graduated from 
Gorman High School in 1936. He 

attended John Tarleton College, 
now Tarleton State University, be-

fore graduating from the University 
of Texas with a bachelor's degree 
in 1939. He earned his medical 
degree from the University of Texas 
Medical School at Galveston in 
1942. He served in the Navy Re-
serves from 1942 to 1944. 

After leaving UT Southwestern, 
he served for three years as an as-
sociate director of Western Inter-
state Commission of Higher Edu-
cation, as a medical director in Con-
necticut. He became medical di-
