While greenbugs (the wheat aphid) drains the sap of the 
grain sorghum plant a ll over the Texas P lains, farm ers 
have not been a be to sit back and follow the advice given 
by entomologists against spraying.

The sk ies in Bailey County and a ll surrounding areas are 
filled with spray planes and helicopters applying chem icals 
to the plants where as many as 20,000 greenbugs per plant 
have been counted.

Th erefore, within about 20 miles of Muleshoe, more than 
one m illion dollars has been spent for chem ical, a majority 
of which has been against the advice of men experienced in

hundreds of greenbugs have 
been found in the heads. This 
situation seem s to be found 
more in the compact heads 
that ha< e just about completed 
blooming. This report com es 
from Cochran County agent Roy 
McClung, who adds that “ a l­
though the population or num­
ber of bugs has increased in 
that county, the damage has 
not increased.”

Talking with experts on the 
situation throughout the general 
area reveals that “honeydew” 
from the aphid will be a prob­
lem in harvesting.

For the most part, until this 
season, this little bug was 
feared during the wheat grow­
ing season, however this year 
they are  back to create havoc 
with the grain sorghum and 
cause a raging debate in the 
minds of fa rm ers—to spray or 
not to spray.

It has been reported that 
they are  infesting fields from 
Clovis, N.M. a ll the way into 
the state of Illinois.

Some farm ers report that 
they were so thick in the a ir 
that he could hardly make a 
water setting. One talkative 
farm er said he was forced to 
keep his mouth shut of late. 
The sm all insects have been 
noticed in town, also.

The creatures normally do 
not have wings, but develop 
them only when the population 
in a field becomes over crowded 
and the insects are forced to 
move to another field in search  
of food. They bear live young, 
with the sm aller aphids being 
about the size of a pin head. 
Adults are  approximately twice 
that large.

“ B ailey County and Muleshoe 
have been good to me,’ ’ recently 
rem inisced local insurance 
agent, W.M. Pool, J r .

Pool had been asked by Mule­
shoe Publishing Company to 
recount some of his experiences 
for the upcoming book com ­
memorating the 50th anniver­
sary of the county.

This long-tim e Bailey County 
resident recalled  that he made 
two trips to the county before 
buying two labors of iand one 
mile north of present-day Need- 
more in November, 1924. He 
and his wife, the form er Bertha 
E. Anderson, moved to Bailey 
County on February 5, 1925.

In August 1924, after laying 
by his crops, Pool and his 
brother-in-law , O scar Ander­
son, now of Earth, cam e to 
Bailey County prospecting for 
land. They had heard that 
the big ranches were being 
cut up into farm  tracts .

"W e drove up in a Model T 
Ford and had brought with us 
our cooking utensils and bed­
roll. We pitched camp north 
of the Santa Fe depot on ground 
that is now the Lenau Addi­
tion, but at that tim e, it was 
a p rairie dog town,”  he r e ­
called.

"W e needed some water so 
we came acro ss the railroad 
to what was the White Front 
Garage at that tim e.

Demanding Immediate medical 
attention are signs of an ear­
ache and indications of a head 
injuiy. particularly when ac­
companied by vomiting.

Some doctors say that it i< 
not necessary for parents to 
call a physician when children 
contact routine colds. However 
it is necessary for a parent to 
contact the family doctor if the 
cold persists or if the child 
looks different in general ap­
pearance or acts differently.

Unusual paleness, tiredness, 
lack of Interest, unusual irri­
tability, anxiousness, restless­
ness and prostration must all 
be noted and when there is no 
known cause it is best to consult 
your family doctor by phone.

Almost all mothers have been 
faced with the problem of when 
to call a physician for a con­
sultation about a sick child. 
Most think twice about calling 
the family doctor at 3 a.m.

Doctors urge that a physician 
be called whenever a child's  
temperature rises rapidly and 
exceeds 101 degrees, no matter 
the hour. In addition, a headache 
that has persisted for more than 
twelve hours, an extreme loss 
of appetite and a cold or cough 
that has persisted for three days 
all merit a physician's attention.

A physician should be con­
sulted when a child has unusual 
pain in any part of the body, 
sudden and unusual loss of 
bladder c o n t r o l ,  persistent 
vomiting and indications of

What’ s the best way to plan 

a yard? Take the advice of 
M rs. Jo e  Vaughn, don’t rush 
in and plant everything you 
want right at the beginning.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE

Section 1. That Section 24, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

This is  the last of my r e ­
gular reports for this con­
gressional session . As you 
know, it has been my practice 
In past years to suspend this 
nonpartisan report during the 
convention and campaign p er­
iods of election years. That 
tim e is once again upon us.

In this last report of 1968 
I’d like to talk with you about 
Jobs.

A good deal of our nation’s 
attention has been centered in 
recent months on the need to 
im prove employment opportun­
ities for a ll our citizen s. Fo r 
several years Congress has 
been trying to a ss is t by de­
veloping program s of job -tra in ­
ing supported at least in part 
by federal funds. We also  have 
proposed the providing of tax 
incentives to private industries 
that devote resources and e f­
forts to job-training program s.

Recently a further idea has 
been put forward that may go 
a long way toward helping us 
meet our national goal of in­
creased job opportunities. It 
has been called the “ National 
Jo b  Bank,”  and I'd like to bring 
It to your attention.

Today, many of our people 
are  enveloped in a vlcous cy­
cle of poverty. Because they do 
not have a good education, they 
cannot get a good job and they 
cannot afford decent housing. 
Because they live in slum hous­
ing, they find it difficult to e s ­
tablish a sound and stable home 
for their children.

This dependency cycle must 
be broken at every p o in t- jo b s , 
education, and housing.

In the long run, of course, 
quality education is the most 
im portant facto r. But, even if 
we were to transform  our ed­
ucational system  overnight, the 
result of the m iracle would not 
be felt for y e ars--fo r  education.

by its very nature, is a tim e- 
consuming process that pro­
ceeds and builds in logical 
steps. M oreover, for two-thirds 
of today’s poor, the days of 
basic education have passed.

Decent housing is vital; and 
as the ranking minority mem­
ber of the Senate’s Housing 
subcommittee I have sought for 
years to establish federal pro­
gram s which would ass is t low- 
income fam ilies to acquire their 
own homes. Ju st this spring 
Congress has approved the f irst 

of these low-income home- 
ownership program s. I think it 
will work, and I’m hopeful it 
can later be expanded to pro­
vide assistan ce to even more 
low-income fam ilies.

But, housing alone can never 
resolve the basic conditions of 
ignorance, job lessness and d es­
pair.

Decent housing--and furni­
ture and clothing and food and 
en tertainm ent--are the pro­
ducts of a good education and 
good jobs, not the rev erse .

What is needed now, I be­
lieve, and what can be pro­
vided now, is the dignity and 
satisfaction of working for a 
living and earning the money 
that will give a person the 
economic power to buy the 
things that make for a decent 
home and a good life.

What can we do to make it 
possible for more people to 
hold productive jobs?

Well, we know there are  three 
requirem ents for a man to be 
productively employed. F ir s t ,  
he must be qualified for the 
job; second, the job must be 
available; but third, he must 
know about the job. Thus fa r, 
we have concentrated on the 
first two conditions, which is 
certainly not wrong, but we have 
failed to place adequate empha­
s is  upon the third.

It is  in th is area , I believe,

that rapid progress can oe 
made, and it is to this area  
that the National Job  Bank pro­
posal addresses itself.

In our concern to create job 
opportunities and to train peo­
ple, we have largely ignored 
the problem of communication 
about jobs. Today, tens of thou­
sands of Jobs are going beg­
ging because people qualified 
for those jobs are not aw are 
of them.

A National Job  Bank would 
use existing computer techno- 

' logy to match the qualification 
j of a job-seeker anywhere in 

the country with a job opening 
anywhere in the country.

| Such computer job-m atching 
system s have been used for 
years in industry to match pro­
fessional workers to profes­
sional job opportunities. There 
seem s to me to be no real 
b arrier to using computers to 
match those seeking entry-level 
jobs to the jobs available.

One approach would be to 
establish a m ajor computer 
center in this country with 
sco res of branches in the de­
pressed sections of our c ities .

A person could walk in off 
the street and give a ll the 
essential facts to a computer 
operator--w hat kind of tra in ­
ing he had, what kind of ed­
ucational background he had, 
in what area he wanted to work.

the income he needed, how 
many hours he could work. This 
information would then be fed 
into the computer which would 
have been previously stock­
piled with the job opportunities 
in private industry and business 
in non-profit organizations and 
in government.

The computer could then pro­
vide the applicant with a r e ­
port of the opportunities avail­
able in the community, the c ity , 
the state and even the nation. 
This would expand his range 
of job options, to expand his 
freedom of choice.

I believe the tim e has com e 
to put computer technology to 
work resolving a part of our 
complex Job c r is is .

Texas Lotion Production Down Past Season

Every child should have his 
chores whether the family be 
rich  or poor, and yet it is  
surprising how often the un- 
wealthy allow their children to 
live idle, wasted lives.

AUSTIN, T e x a s (S p l.)-T e x a s  
cotton production was down 16.1 
per cent during the 1967-68 
season, the Cotton Economic 
Research  office at The Univer­
sity of Texas reports.

Tabulations as of Ja n . 16, 
1968, showed 2,638,896 running 
bales ginned. At the same 
tim e in 1967 there were 
3,149,925.

The estimated value of lint 
cotton and cottonseed produced 
in Texas was down more than 
$37 million from that of the 
previous season, the “ Summary 
Report”  said.

“ The d ecrease in the value 
of production affects the entire 
economy of the sta te ,”  the r e ­
port explains, but hardest hit 
w ere segments of the Industry 
other than the grower, 
prim arily the gins, oil m ills, 
com presses and warehouses.

And the cause of the 
d ecrease—that unpredictable
Texas weather coupled with an

improved cotton quality rather 
than for yield along.”

Price Criticized Department 
For Federal Jobs Request

Panhandle Congressman Bob 
P rice , a member of the House 
Republican Task Fo rce on 
C rim e, today sharply criticized  
the Ju stice  Department on its 
recent request for 291 new 
federal jobs to administer the 
grant program s of the recently 
enacted Omnibus Crim e B ill. 
Price said that "no  n utter 
what Congress has to say about 
it , the Johnson Administration 
seem s bound and determined 
to pour the taxpayers’ money- 
down a bureaucratic r a t-h o le ."

"T h e law enforcement grant 
program was not intended to 
be an excuse for the creation 
of another federal bureau­
cra c y ,” he said. "Under the 
provisions of the bill as passed 
by Congress, probably fifty- 
people or le ss, including c le r i­
cal support could handle its 
administration at the federal 
level. The Ju stice  Department 
request is  absurd."

The Task Fo rce  pointed out 
that the procedures set up by 
Congress called for "b lo ck  
g ran ts" to State governments 
for operation of their law en­
forcement and crim inal justice 
program s.

“ In addition to guaranteeing 
that the States and not the 
federal government have con­
trol over State crim e program s, 
block grants minimize the need 
for administration at the federal 
level. They are  supposed to 
insure maximum expenditures 
for action and the very minimum 
for overhead," P rice  explained.

"T h e  funds are  distributed 
to the States more as a matter 
of right than of d iscretio n ," 
P rice  said . "Under this system  
there is nothing under the sun 
that can justify alm ost 300 new- 
federal job s, unless the Ad­
m inistration is going to com ­
pletely disregard the will of 
C ongress and send these people 
out to meddle in State law 
enforcement affa irs  anyway.”

"W e strongly urge that 
authorized federal positions to 
adm inister the crim e bill be 
cut to the neighborhood of 50
