As a recipient of a bachelor's degree 
from the University of North, Texas, Randall excelled in academics and athlet-
ics.

Red moved 65 yards in 7 plays with 
Reggie Sanchez breaking loose and 
racing 43 yards for the score with 
8:12 left in the period. The drive 
featured runs of 2,6,3 and 2 by Matt 
Underwood and a 4 yard keeper by 
Tyson Swanner. The run for point 
failed and Gorman was up 6-0. 

But on the first Pirate possession 
they returned the kick to the Gor-
man 39 and scored in 5 plays with 
Keegan Seaton going in from 1 yard 
out for the score with 5:05 left. 
Seaton made most of the yardage. 
Bradley Addison added the point 
after and Perrin had the lead 7-6. 

Then after exchanging posses-
sions, they Big Red got the ball on 
the Perrin 43 on an interception by 
Matt Underwood. From there the 
Panthers scored in 7 plays with 
Sanchez again getting free and rac-
ing in from 20 yards out with 9:50 
left In the half. The drive featured 
a 5 yard run by Sanchez, runs of 4, 
2, and 7 by Underwood and a 4 yard 
keeper by Swanner.

The basic ACT exam includes four 
pans; English, reading, mathematics and science. An optional writing test is 
also available. Some colleges require or recommend a writing score, but 
many do not. 	• 

The basic exam takes three hours to complete, plus an additional 30 min-
utes for those who opt to take the writing test. 

The basic registration fee for the ACT is $29. An additional $14 fee is 
required for students who choose to take the ACT Writing Test, bringing the 
total registration fee to $43 for these students. Free sample tests are avail-
able from schobl counselors and on ACT's website, which also offers addi-
tional free practice tests. 

The ACT has long been popular in the Midwest, but its popularity is grow-
ing rapidly on the East and Est Coasts as students in those areas become 
aware that it takes less time to take the ACT, the writing test is optional, and • 
virtually all schools that require admissions tests accept ACT scores.

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77 Texas School Districts, 41 Schools 
Recognized by Standard & Poor's

NEW YORK -- Standard & Poor's School Evaluation Services today rec-
ognized 77 Texas school districts as academic "outperformers." In a separate 
analysis, Standard & Poor's announced it has identified 41 Texas schools that 
have significantly narrowed the achievement gap between higher- and lower-
performing student groups. 

Texas Outperformers Analysis To be identified as an outperformer by Stan-
dard & Poor's, school districts, over the course of two consecutive school 
years (2003-04 and 2004-05), had to show a significantly higher percentage 
of students that scored proficient or above on the state's reading and math tests 
when compared to other school districts with similar levels of economically 
disadvantaged students. 

Academic achievement levels are compared with the percentage of eco-
nomically disadvantaged students because educators and researchers have 
found that there is often a strong correlation between the two indicators.

Standard & Poor's developed the analysis used to identify outperforming 
school districts as a way to highlight outstanding academic performance, and 
to help educators in school districts with similar characteristics identify ap-
propriate benchmarks to guide their own improvements. "Congratulations to 
these outstanding school districts," said Thomas Sheridan, vice president of 
Standard & Poor's School Evaluation Services. "The data reveal that improve-
ments are occurring in these Texas classrooms. We hope that the effective 
strategies these districts are employing can be replicated or adapted elsewhere." 

Achieving proficiency in reading and math for all students by 2014 is one 
of the goals of the federal No Child Left Behind law. Linking school districts 
in need of improvement with outperforming school districts that have similar 
student demographics so that effective practices can be shared, replicated or 
adapted is one method that can help educators reach that target. 

Standard & Poor's conducted its analysis using state-reported data and used 
the state department of education's definition of economically disadvantaged 
students. Analysts determined academic performance by using the aggregate 
percentages of students scoring proficient or better on the state's reading and 
math tests. 

Texas Achievement Gap Analysis 
Standard & Poor's has identified 41 schools that have significantly nar-

rowed achievement gaps between the 2003-04 and 2004-05 school years. The 
schools are located in 38 school districts throughout the state, with many dis-
tricts having multiple schools that merit recognition. In fact, three school dis-
tricts--Katy ISD, Mansfield ISD, and Tomball ISD--each have two schools 
that have significantly narrowed at least one achievement gap between stu-
dent groups. This report represents Standard & Poor's first analysis of achieve-
ment gaps in Texas. 

To be recognized by Standard & Poor's for narrowing achievement gaps, 
schools had to meet all of the following criteria: 

* test at least 30 students in each student group being analyzed; 
* reduce at least one achievement gap between student groups in reading 

and math proficiency (RaMPTm ) rates by more titan five percentage points 
from one year to tbri next and.  sinudtaneously raise the RaMP rates for each 
student group being compared;and 	Lir... 	. 	. 

* reduce at least one achievement gap between student groups in a grade-
level reading test by more than five percentage points from one year to the 
next; and simultaneously raise that grade-level reading proficiency rate for 
each student group being compared. Schools must demonstrate similar progress 
in math, though not necessarily at the same _grade level. For example, an 
elementary school might reduce the achievement gap between black students 
and white students in third grade reading by at least five percentcrge points 
while raising reading proficiency rates for both black students and white stu-
dents, while doing the sante in fifth grade trunk. 

"It is difficult to narrow achievement gaps," explained Tom Sheridan, vice 
president of Standard & Poor's School Evaluation Services. "However, this 
analysis shows that there are a number of schools that have made outstanding 
progress. Their success should be commended, and their practices should be 
more closely examined to illuminate the strategies that, can be implemented 
by educators in other parts of Texas who are working hard to raise the perfor-
mance of all students." 

There were 21 Texas schools that narrowed the achievement gap between 
economically disadvantaged students and non-disadvantaged students. These 
schools include O'Bryant Intermediate, Bellville ISD; Grace E Hardeman El-
ementary School, Birdville ISD; Boeme High School, Boerne ISD; Bonham 
Elementary School, Bryan ISD: Columbus Elementary School, Columbus ISD; 
Ginnings Elementary School, Denton ISD; Oak Crest Intermediate, East Cen-
tral ISD; Elgin Elementary School, Elgin ISD; Greenwood Intermediate, Green-
wood ISD; Robert King Elementary School, Katy ISO; Willow Springs. El-
ementary School, Killeen ISD; Mary Orr Intennediate,,Mansfield ISD; Bailey 
Intermediate, North Lamar ISD; Brauchle Elementary School, Northside ISD; 
Washington 6th Grade Center; Palestine ISD; Groves Elementary School, Port 
Neches-Groves ISD; Sabine Elementary School, Sabine ISD; Selman Inter-
mediate, Sealy ISD; Northpointe Intermediate School and Tomball Intermedi-
ate, Tomball ISD; and Matias De Llano Elementary, United ISD. 

There were six Texas schools that narrowed the Hispanic-white achieve-
ment gap. These schools include Tarver Intermediate, Belton ISD; Diane 
Winbom Elementary School, Katy ISD; Levelland Middle School, Levelland 
ISD; D.H. Brent Intermediate, Little Elm ISD; Jim Barnes Middle School, 
Seguin ISD; and Sweetwater Middle School, Sweetwater ISD.
