We had
new EDC Board members, we had
Chamber representatives, and we
had seven from GHS. I want to
thank Mrs. Belinda Segura for
bringing Reji Sanchez, Orlando
Valenzuela, Emily Lewis, Kelsi
Gibson, Zac Fox, and Brittany
Shirley to the conference.

There are many challenges that
rural areas face where economic and
community development is con-
cerned. But it is with great antici-
pation that we look forward to the
future of Gorman, Our High School
Administration understands the
value and importance of involving
the youth in our community.
