Callahan/Eastland County 
Arsonists Arrested 

Three Eastland County residents have been arrested and 
charged with arson in connection Keith recent wildfires that burned 
more than 260 acres and destroyed live structures in Eastland and 
Callahan Counties. 

Suspects Brian Freeman, 23. Christina Utley. 20. and 
Michael Thomas 24. have each been charged with five counts of 
arson and one count of organized criminal activity related to wild-
fires intentionally set in Eastland County on Sunday, March 23. 
2009. 

Freeman. Utley and Thomas were initially arrested for 
fighting and public intoxication. Suspicious items found in their 
vehicle by the Cisco Police Department led to an investigation and 
questioning by the Eastland County Sheriff's department. Cisco 
Police Department and Texas Forest Service (TFS) regarding de-
liberately-set wildfires in the area. 

The three suspects remain in the Eastland County jail 
with bonds totaling S87.500 while TFS and local lire departments 
still tight to suppress the 270-acre Callahan-Eastland Complex 
Fire that has been burning since Sunday afternoon.

followinl,  steps b> May 18. 2009: 

• Pay a S I(X) "buy-in-  fee per crop. The maximum fee is 5300 per county. per producer. not: 

to exceed 5900 for multi-county producers. 

• In the case of each insurable crop. excluding grazing land. agree to obtain a policy or plan 
of insurance for the next insurance year for which crop insurance is available: coverage level should 

equal 70 percent or more of the yield at 100 percent of the price. 

• In the case of each noninsurable crop. agree to rile the required paperwork and pay the ap-
plicable administrative NAP coverage fee by the applicable state application closing date for the next 

available year. 
Producers who choose to "buy in" under this provision will be considered. for insured 

crops. to have obtained a policy or plan of insurance for the 2008 crop year at a level of coverage not 
to exceed 70 percent of the yield at 100 percent of the price. For noninsurable crops. producers will 
be considered to have a level of coverage equal to 70 percent of the yield. These levels of coverage 

will he used to calculate the 2008 SURE narantee. 
Producers who meet the definition of "Socially Disadvantaged. Limited Resource.-  or "Be-,  

ginning Farmer or Rancher.-  are not required to pay the buy-in fee. -
