Campaign warns drivers

.about anti-lock brakes

COLLEGE STATION — Almost all new
passenger vehicles are equipped with an
anti-lock braking system. Now some are
wondering whether the anti-lock brakes
are working properly or if they are being
misused by the driver.

“There’s been a lot of concem lately
about the anti-lock braking system in the
newer vehicles,” said Janie Hamis, traffic
safety specialist for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service at Texas A&M Univer-
sity. “The manufacturers of the vehicles
feel this is a very good safety feature, how-
everthere has been some controversy about
the braking system, and whether they actu-
ally work or not.”

The Insurance Institute for Highway
Safety has issued statements claiming anti-
lock brakes do not provide a substantially
shorter stopping distance on dry pavement
nor have they reduced the numberofcrashes
in vehicle insurance claims.

The National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) in cooperation
with Coordinated Campaign Safe & Sober
1s warming drvers not to pump the brakes of
cars equipped with anti-lock braking sys-
tems or “A-B-S".
