City Buys New Pumper Truck

The Gorman City Commis-
sion met in regular session
on February 21 at 8:00 a.m.
with the Mayor and all Com-
missioners, except Mr.
Morris present. Others at-
tending the meeting were
Mrs. Brinegar, Mr. Ervin,
Mr. Baze and Mr. Foster.

Regular items were acted
upon on the posted agenda,
items which were included
were the approval of the
minutes of the last meeting,
discussed progress and plans
for the Senior Citizens Build-
ing, and discussed the
swimming pool with Mr.
Baze. After some discussion
on the swimming pool, the
Commission passed a re-
solution that the pool con-
tinue to operate under a
committee composed of one
appointed member from each
of the local civic groups as
has been the custome. Since
the pool is paid off, the City
now will assume an added
responsibility in it's opera-
tion. Mr. Foster ‘reported
that Mr. Neal from Waco
could meet with us at 5:00
p.m. on the same afternoon
for us to inspect the pumper
truck that 1 had mentioned
earlier.

Mr. Neal arrived with the
truck and many of the fire-
men met with the Commis-
sion to inspect and try out the
truck. We saw it in operation
and heard Mr. Neal tell us
how he had completely gone
through all of the fire fight-
ing equipment and had
cleaned and coated the tank
with an epozy finish. The
truck is in excellent condition
and did a wonderful job of
pumping. The truck was
closely inspected and seem-
ed to be something that
would save us thousands of
dollars and serve as well as a
new one.

After questioning Mr.
Neal on several matters, we
voted to purchase the truck
with the understanding that
if the state should fail to
certify it for at least 17 years
that he would pick it up and
refund the money. The price
of the truck was $18,500 or
he would take the old S3
truck and trade for 16,500.
He agreed that he would
wait a few days to see if we
could dispose of the old
truck. The prospect did not
take it so we are trading for
$16,500. We have nearly
$8,000 in the Pumper Fund
and will pay the remainder
from Revenue Sharing Funds
and a little from the general
