County Crime Victim
Crisis Center Study
Is Now Underway

The Eastland Police Department
and the Office of the Criminal
District Attorney, working in con-
junction with the Eastland County
Law Enforcement Association, are
attempting to determine the need for
a Crime Victim Crisis Center or the
equivalent of a victim’s Advocate-
type program in Eastland County.

Many are of the opinion that too
much emphasis has been placed on
rehabilitation of the offender, and
too little emphasis on the needs of
the victims of violent crimne. Al-
though rehabilitation and vocational
programs are necessary to the
success of a penal system, it is also
vitally important to address the crisis
suffered by victims.

While sexual assault and homicide
are not frequent occurrances in
Eastland County, domestic or family
violence incidents are very preva-
lent. Very often, victims of family
violence are in desperate need of
counseling and emotional stability,
but no local resources are available.

The nearest Crime Victim Crisis
Center is in Abilene, and it was set
up in 1977 to serve the citizens of
Taylor, Jones and Callahan Coun-
ties. Their primary focus is in provid-
ing assistance and counseling to
victims of sexual assault, and to the
families of homicide victims. Their
program consists of four paid em-
ployees and sixty-five paraprofess-
ional volunteers, and they are active
in preparing and presenting crime
prevention and awareness programs
to civic groups and students. Unfor-
tunately, Eastland County is not in
their area of responsibility.

modities and products will be elimi-
nated immediately.

Tariff reductions will be a favor-
able boost to cattle feeders in Texas
who are currently operating at a loss
due to high feed costs.

As a result of a lowering of tariffs
since 1986, Mexico has emerged as
the third largest customer of U. S.
agricultural products, behind Japan
and Canada.

In 1992, for example, Mexico'

purhased food and fiber products
from the U. S. valued at $3.7 billion,
up 28 percent from 1991.

U. S. agricultural imports from
Mexico were valued at $2.3 billion in
1992, slightly below 1991.

FRUITS AND VEGETABLES

Fruit and vegetable growers, how-
ever, are concerned over possible
te-structuring that NAFTA may
cause, especially in Texas, Florida
and California.

The large horticultural product
trade imbalance with Mexico is
expected to grow as U. S. duties are
lowered and imports from Mexico
expand to meet strong U. S. de-
mand.

Major horticulture products im-
ports from Mexico were valued at
$1.6 billion in 1991 and included:
vegetables ($894 million) such as
tomatoes (5254 million), cucumbers
($72 million), onions ($92 million),
peppers ($106 million), and squash
(847 million); coffer ($338 million);
fruits ($317 million), including ba-
nanas ($50 million), citrus ($32
million), grapes ($54 million), mel-
ons (392 million) and prepared fruits
(835 million); and frozen concentrat-
ed orange juice ($39 million).

Major U. S. horticulture sales to
Merxico in 1991, on the other hand,
were valued at $300 million and
included: non-citrus fruits such as
apples, peaches, and grapes ($36
million); dried fruits ($11 million);
nuts and preparations ($21 million);
dried beans ($81 million); and hops
(10 million).

We should keep in mind that we
are entering an age of global mar-
kets. American companies, including
farmers, ranchers and vegetable
growers, must compete in global
markets to survive. Provisions of
NAFTA provide a generous transi-
tion period to allow firms producing
sensitive products to make necessary
adjustments.

TARIFF AND PHASE OUT

Proposed provisions for fresh veg-
etables range from immediate elimi-
nation od duties on some vegetables,
fruits and nuts such as pecans, to a
1S year phase-out of duties for

cantaloupes with tariff rate quota
(TRQ) on onions, watermelons and
peppers. In addition, there are
seasonal safeguards for onions, can-
taloupes, watermelons, other melons
and peppers during the phase out
period to fully allow these industries
to make necessary adjustments.

Over-quota imports will be assess-
ed duties at the Most Favored Nation
(MFN) rate in effect on June 12, 1991
or when the safeguard action is
taken, whether is less. Quotas are
scheduled to grow at 3 percent per
year for the entire phase-out period
and then be eliminated.

EXPORTS TO MEXICO

For most products, Mexico will
match U. S. tariff line changes and
seasons, but will not propose to

apply any special safeguards. Prior ¥

to 1994, Mexican import duties on
products from the U. S. ranged from
10-20 percent.

IMPACT

U. S, imports of Mexican products
such as broccoli, cucumbers, canta-
loupe, watermelons, and honeydews
which were protected by high duties
(17-35 percent ad valorem), will
likely increase under a NAFTA as
those duties are lowered. Additional
Mexican imports will likely result in
lower prices to consumers and
slightly lower returns to producers in
Texas.

Imports of other Mexican horticul-
tural products might also tend to
increase although Mexico may be
less competitive with the U. S. in
these products on a cost of produc-
tion per unit basis.

Growth in U. S. exports to Mexico
will likely also occur, particularly
temperate-climate products such as
apples, pears, peaches, onions, and
processed foods such as dried le-
guminous vegetables.

Both farm and non-farm labor can
expect tp make some adjustments as
imports of Mexican produce ex-
pands. Farm labor will likely be more
competitive in Mexico for some
crops, especially labor intensive
commodities.

SANITARY AND PHYTOSANITARY
REGULATIONS

The NAFTA confirms the right of
each county to establish and main-
tain the level of sanitary and
phytosanitary (SPS) protection that it
considers appropriate to protect
human and animal health and plant
life.

This, in effect, means that phyto-
sanitary requirements will emerge as
the only non-tariff trade barrier to
limit trade among the three partici-
pating nations.

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Peanut butter
sticky 1ssue
for Clinton

In the past
Friday and Satur-
day’s ag columns
in the Reporter-
News, we took a
detailed look at
shelled kernels

and in-shell pea-
nuts under the General Agree-
ment on Tariffs and Trade.

But how about peanut butter?

Imports of peanut butter were

assigned a minimum access
quota equal to the 1993 calendar
year imports — estimated at
about 25,000 tons. Imports under
the quota will continue to enter
the United States at the current
tariff rate of 3 cents per pound.
" But peanut butter imports en-
tering the United States above
the annual quota will incur a
tariff level of 126 percent of the
sales value of the product. Such a
tariff is certainly considered ade-
quate to discourage imports
above quota levels.

Now the catch. The GATT tariff
on peanut butter will not apply to
Canadian peanut butter until the
world trade accord becomes effec-
tive in 1995. In the meantime,
the U.S. industry must rely on
the commitment of the Clinton
administration to resolve the
peanut butter problem.

President Clinton, by written
commitment to several con-
gressmen, initiated in late No-
vember a 60-day countdown
during which U.S. Agriculture
Secretary Mike Espy would at-
tempt — through negotiations
with Canada — to reach a com-
promise position on peanut
butter imports.

At the end of 60 days — if talks
failed — Clinton called for an
expedited investigation by the
U.S. International Trade Com-
mission (ITC) to deal with the
sticky situation.

“As a result of the lack of any
effective control, Canada con-
tinues to ship peanut paste and
peanut butter into the U.S. in
alarming amounts,” says Ross
Wilson, manager of South-
western Peanut Growers’ Associ-
ation, Gorman. “Some 19,000
tons (38 million pounds) were im-
ported from Canada during the
1992-93 marketing year.”

For calendar year 1993, it is
estimated that 25,000 tons (50
million pounds) of the products
were imported.

The Canadian paste is pro-
cessed mostly from Argentine-
grown peanuts.

Industry sources attending the
December 1993 GATT talks in
Geneva reported that Espy met
with Canadian officials in an ef-
fort to reach an agreement that
would place a cap on peanut
butter imports. However, the ef-
forts apparently failed. A second
meeting between Espy and the
Canadians occurred in Toronto
on Jan. 8 this year, but again, no
progress was made. It appears at
this time that negotiations have
given way to initiation of a Sec-
tion 22 investigation by the ITC
that was officially launched Jan.
18.

Members of the U.S. trade team
and USDA officials reportedly be-
lieve that the GATT tariff system
will be effective — once it begins
— in handling the problem of
peanut butter imports from
Canada and other nations. The
GATT accord will become effec-
tive in July 1995 and will cover a
six-year period ending after the
Year 2000.

At that time, GATT member
nations will renegotiate terms of
the accord, Wilson notes. But a
continued ‘“‘phase down” of ag
programs can be expected since
elimination of farm programs
was an original objective of the
Reagan Administration when the
Uruguay Round of GATT talks
was initiated in 1986.

The GATT treaty still must be
approved by the governing bodies
of the 117 member nations prior
to becoming effective. It is antici-
pated that the U.S. Congress will
consider and vote on the ratifica-
tion of GATT in the summer or
fall of 1994.

GATT is an extremely impor-
tant matter to the Abilene trade
area, as commodities like pea-

HAY VS. CORN FOR BEEF COWS

Ae we all know, hay and other
roughage is short in most places.
Whenever this happens, people of-
ten wonder what alternatives there
might be. One question often asked
is ““Could I substitute grain for
hay?”’ Of course we do this all the
time by feeding things like high-
grain breeder cubes to supplement
poor hay or grass. But here we're
talking about maximizing grain and
minimizing hay. How far can we go?

One thumb rule is to peovide at
least 2% bodyweight in roughage.
For am 1100 Ib cow that would be
about 6 1b. Then how much corn
would be needed along with the hay?
Considering just energy, a dry cow
would need about 9-10 1b of corn to
go with 6 Ib grass hay. Lactating
cows would need anout 12-13 Ib corn.

With average (8-9% protein) or
better hay that’s all a cow should
need, along with minerals and
vitamin A. Mineral in this case
should be higher in calcium and
lower in phosphorous than we usual-
ly feed. For poor hay (4-5 percent), 1
Ib of cottonseed meal (or the equiva-
lent) would be needed for a dry cow
in place of 1 1b corn, to meet protein
needs. A lactating cow would need
about 2 Ib cottonseed meal. This
extra protein could be mixed with the

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corn or fed separately as a cube, etc. .

Several management factors are
important. You should gradually
increase corn over at least two
weeks. And plenty of feed bunk
space should be allowed, probably 25
feet for every 10 cows, to help
equalize consumption. If corn is
ground it should be coarse. Fine-
ground more readily causes digest-
ive problems. Whole corn can be fed
with good results.

What are the economics of this
practice? There are several ways to
look at it, but we’ll compare the orice
that can be paid for corn compared
to hay.

4-5% hay: Lower value is for
lactating, higher for dry cow. Values
are adjusted downward to account
for cootonseed meal (or equivalent)
needed for protein deficiency.

12-13% hay: When full-fed, this
hay would be worth about $5/ton
more than shown because of higher
energy, compared to average (8-9%)
hay, allowing less to be fed.

Corn may still be found in bulk for
$130/ton. If so, poor hay is overpric-
ed above about $55/ton, average hay
above $73, and good hay above $82.
Even at $130/ton, corn is cheaper
than some of the prices currently
being quoted for hay. Of course, it
may just be better to sell the cows.
