W ICHITA FALLS, March 20. 
— George W. Lawyler, secretary 
of a Masonic lodge here, testified 
this morning that after shooting 
down his son-in-law, Collier stood 
over the hullet-riddled body calm­
ly surveying it, and then turned to 
the officer nearby and surrender­
ed. He said Collier was physical­
ly composed. On cross-examina­
tion, he said he knew nothing of 
the character of the Robertson 
home. He had heard the place 
bore a “bad reputation," but 
knew of no immorality there.

The defense probably will call 
ten more witnesses, including sev­
eral character witness, it was in 
dicatcd. The case may go to the 
jury tomorrow night or Monday 
morning.

AUSTIN, March 20.— Voluminous 
testimony taken by the legislative 
comm'ti.ce investigating the state 
penal system will be laid upon the 
desk of Governor FergusOn for 
whatever action she may deem nec­
essary.

The senate substituted its own re­
port, similar to the Stevenson 
minority report turned down by the 
house, for the Irwin report, which 
named 23 prison officers gnd em­
ployes for discharge.

W ICHITA FALLS, March 20. 
Attorneys for the defense in the 
trvd of former Mayor Frank Col­
lier today indicated they would 
produce evidence in support of 
their claim that Collier had shot 
and killed Elzie Robertson, bis 
son-in-law, to prevent his daugh­
ter, Marj' Frances, being taken to 
live in a house of bad repute.

The state rested its case late’ 
Thursday over the protest of de­
fense counsel, who demanded that 
Mrs. Hattie Robertson, mother of 
the slain boy, be made to testify. 
The court overruled the protest 
when told Mrs. Robertson was ill 
at her home.
W. H. Tadlofck, first witness for 

the defense, testified that Mrs. Rob­
ertson’s home bore a bad reputation 
and that he had seen whisky there.

Assail Mother’s Character. 
When it became evident the char­

acter of the Robertson home was to 
be attacked, the state objected to the 
evidence as irrelevant, to which At­
torney Weeks, for the defense, after 
the jury had been withdrawn, re­
plied :

“ I ’m going to show to this court 
that the Robertson home was noth­
ing in God’s world but . a bawdy 
house, that whisky was sold there, 
and it was a place of debauchery for 
lewd men and women. I ’m going to 
show this /’court that Frank Collier 
knew the reputation of the house.

Putnam Citizens Seek 
To Prevent Bond Issue 
On Waterworks System

Citizens of Putnam, an oil town 
on the Texas & Pacific railroad be­
tween Cisco and Baird, are contest­
ing an issue of $36,000 in bonds 
voted recently for the purpose of 
building a waterworks system in the 
town. The city council ordered the 
election, which carried by a very 
small 'margin.

Citizens, who opposed the bond is­
sue, have now brought suit asking for 
an injunction restraining the coun­
cil from issuing and selling the bonds. 
This action is brought on the ground 
that the town was in the town or 
village class and that the city coun­
cil, without changing the form of 
government to that of a city, order­
ed the election.

A temporary injunction was grant­
ed by District Judge Ely of the 42ifd 
judicial’ district and the case is be­
ing heard at Baird today. Joe F. Orr

Carty are in Baird, representing the 
opposing citizens.

All papers of the Jones de­
tective agency were ordered seized, 
Crowe believing they will show deal­
ings with Shepherd.

Dr. George Fosberg, an important 
witness, was approached by an op­
erative of the agency, who was ar­
rested and subsequently released.

Shepherd today was adjusting 
himself to life in the county jail. He 
hopes to be released on bond when 
the hearing takes place tomorrow, 
but Crowe will insist that he be 
held in jail without bail.

ers. He says the demand in Ranger 
for bi^termilk exceeds the supply, 
just a3 the local demand for milk 
and cream is far greater than the 
production. He would urge milk 
production on a butter-fat basis only.

CASH SPURS PRODUCTION.
“When the farmer finds he is 

receiving cash daily for his milk, he 
will scheme at once for greater pro­
duction,” said Mayor Hodges. “This 
will lead first to the purchase of 
more cows, then to the construction 
of silos, and the planting of larger 
forage crops. This in turn will lead 
to the introduction of the registered 
milk cows, and it should be only a 
matter of a few years until East- 
land county is shipping out milk and 
cream in large amounts. At the 
present time, about one-half of .all 
the milk and cream consumed in 
Ranger is brought in from distant 
points.

A g r ic u l t u r e  v i t a l .
“Any city that wishes to grow and 

prosper must build on its ag-riciil- 
tural wealth. Other industries will 
follow that, but the basis of all 
wealth comes from the soil. When 
Ranger begins to build up her dairy­
ing resources she will begin building 
up her farming industry and her 
growth will follow f.ast.”

ST. LOUIS, March 20.— Dawn 
teday saw storm-swept “Little 
Egypt” beginning to squirm out of 
the mass of destruction left by 
Wednesday’s cyclone. The casual­
ty list in the stricken area showed 
577 known dead this morning, 736 
reported dead and more than 2,500 
injured.

Where on Wednesday there were 
dozens qf little cities and towns, 
this morning there were tented 
villages. Overnight thousands of 
homeless facing starvation were 
cared for in relief tents. Today 
the wholesale work of burial was 
started along with taking stock of 
what is left in the district. Eighty 
bodies were buried last night in 
Murphysboro and iqore were being 
buried today in the various strick­
en towns.
The first steps in ' reconstruction 

were under way this morning, with 
Governor Len Small of Illinois here 
devising ways to spend the $500,000 
which the "State legislature is ex­
pected to appropriate to relieve the 
suffering. The governor arrived in 
the stricken district.late Thursday.

“ The casulaties and destruction are 
almost unbelievable,”  he said. “ I am 
shocked over the tragedy of this1,”
thje . g o v e r n o r .2,____ . _

Three hundred additional doctors 
and nurses arrived last night from 
Chicago and several additional na­
tional guardsmen also. Relief work­
ers today expressed the belief that 
the total dead would be between 800 
and 900. Many persons are yet re­
ported missing, the temporary hos­
pitals are filled with the wounded 
and many are reported dying.

CHICAGO, March 20.— Chicago 
set out today to raise $500,000 for 
relief work in the storm ridden areas 
of Illinois and Indiana, a committe 4 
of 24 leading citizens appointed by 
Mayor William DeVer meeting for the 
purpose of organizing the campaign. 
This drive fo r relief money is in ad­
dition to funds already being raised 
by the newspapers, the total of which 
is expected to reach $100,000.

AUSTIN, March 20— Gov. Miriam 
A. Ferguson today was conceded the 
delivery of a body blow to opponents 
of women executives when she seat 
the legislature home with a record 
unsurpassed in the last 30 years. 
Winding up a 65-day session last 
night, “ Ma” Ferguson bundled the 
weary solo ns homeward with d terse 
message, “ well done, good luck, but 
not good-bye,”  leaving the implica­
tion of a special session later in her 
administration. ^

Governor Ferguson was able to 
point out in enactments by the leg­
islature that she had scored two vic­
tories for each defeat. Leading the 
victory column was the realization 
of an unwritten plank in her plat­
form upon which she steered her 
course to the governor’s chair 
through one of the stormiest politic­
al campaigns in Texas— amnesty for 
her impeached husband. Upon her 
desk today Avas the legislative en­
actment destined to restore the cit­
izenship rights taken from James E. 
Ferguson when he was removed 
from the governor’s chair in 1917 
for misuse* of state funds. \

Although the constitutionality of 
the amnesty measure was questioned 
by its opponents and deemed invalid 
by the attorney general of Texas, it 
stil} went over by a large majority. 
It will become a law in 90 days re­
gardless of Mrs. Ferguson’s signa­
ture, and it was generally believed 
today that such a course would pre­
vail.

With the National Red Cross organization, wofkiflgjwith* 
the various state branches o f affected and nearby states*, thoirs 
ands of doctors and nurses, augumented in each locality by vol 
unteer relief committees, the military and a vast army of others

It 
came in a moment of sudden mid­
night darkness- late in the afternoon 
and passed on within a few sec­
onds.

But for the fires that followed 
rescue work might have been more 
simplified but in the first hours

furiously laboring to rescue the dying, succor the famished and j 1 bodied^men in "each^stricken
heal the broken bodies left in the 240-mile wake of Wednesday 
evening’s storm fury, the total death toll, number injured and 
serious property damage are as yet mere conjecture, although 
Red Cross officials and military authorities estimate the number 
of deaths checked on indicate that the total has already reached 
more than 850 and will probably go over 1200.

It is conservatively estimated that the injured will total 
between 3000 and 4000, that more than 30,()00 are now home­
less and the property damage earty estimated around $150,- 
000,000 will far outstretch that amount.

While Thursday evening’s reports mentioned upward of 
27 large towns in the wake of the cyclone, many fairly large 
towns and scores of villages are being discovered suffering from 
the tornado as telephone, telegraph, railroad and highway con­
nections are reopened into the stormswept area.

Cloudbursts and conflagrations added to the horrors of 
the violent winds, and the pitiable suffering of maimed and 
dying all but.taxes the reason of trained workers. Many crazed 
by their harrowing experiences, together with death of loved 
ones and the terrible uncertainty of the fate of others, have be­
come hopelessly mad.

Scores 
of men, women and children, trap­
ped and injured by falling wreckage 
screamed vainly for relief from their 
shackles, as flames devoured their 
injured bodies.

Highways and railroad tracks, 
choked by flying wreckage, were be­
ing cleared hourly and troops . were 
turning back thousands of curiosity 
imbued motorists, who sought to en­
ter-the death areas. The C. & E. I. 
railroad shops at West Frankfort 
and the M. & O. plant at Murphys-1 
boro Were completely wrecked.

DeSotb perhaps contributed the] 
most heart rending pathos of the* 
catastrophe. Throughout the night 
bruised and injured parents by the 
aid of lantern light, poked and 

searched the ruins of the DeSoto 
school, Tv here 250 pupils were trap­
ped, hnd only three believed to have 
escaped.

The storm was so terrific at De­
Soto that timbers were hurled 10 
miles away to Duquoin, the first 
town to give the alarm to the world. 
And while L. P. Sheley, editor of | 
the Duquoin Call, journeyedvio De­
Soto with hastily organized relief 
forces, his own son Was crushed 

when the high school collapsed at 
Murphysboro. Among- the greater! 
death blows, 300 miners were re-r 
ported killed at the famous Orient 
mine, near Frankfort, swelling that j 
city’s death list.

The men were employed in the 
“ wash house” when the structure 
was-leveled. At Murphysboro, in ad­
dition to the schools and dwelling 
casualties, 25 men were killed at a 
funeral service being- conducted in 
the basemerit of the Baptist chui-ch. 
Two hundred other attendants at the 
funeral were injured. Bodies were 
still being removed from the school 
wreckage at Vergennes and Gorham 
this morning.

Farms and small communities in I 
the path of the tornado have not! 
been heard from. It is conservative-1 
ly estimated 200 farms were de-i 
stroyed with undoubtedly an accom-! 
panying loss of life.

Those who survived the harrow-] 
ing night described the twister as | 
striking with the force of a solid sub­
stance, crushing entire blocks of 
brick buildings like so much match 
wood. Among its freak accomplish­
ments was the imbedding of a sev­
ered human arm in the trunk of a 
tree.

At a morgue in West Frankfort 
today there lie the bodies of 18 
babies, all in a row. They are all 
under 2 years of age and await iden­
tification by1 distracted motfiers.

First reports told only of tjie cas­
ualties in the larger centers -of popu­
lation in the five states of Illinois, 
Missouri, Indiana, Kentucky and 
Tennessee, over which the storm had 
passed.

SEEK STANDA 
MUSICAL PITCH

An effort to install, in general use 
a standard musical pitch is*, to be 
made at the suggestion of tho^e most 
directly- concerned with musical in­
tonation;— namely the piano tuners. 
The campaign to that end wa$ inau­
gurated at a recent meeting -of the 
board of directors qf the Music In­
dustries’ Chamber of Commerce. Up­
on a motion from Mr. Charles 
Deutsehmann representing the Na­
tional Association = of Piano Tuners, 

* the board of directors resolved that 
a committee be appointed consisting 
of one representative from each of 
the member associations of the 
chamber to bringcabout the estab­
lishment of a corhmon pitch.

It was pointed out that in 1892 
l the National Piano Manufacturing 
l association adopted as its standard 
’ pitch,, the so-called French Normal 

Diapason, adopted by the French 
government, and corresponding to 
435 double vibrations, per secomd for 
the note A 3, and that that pitch lias 
been generally accepted under the 
name International Pitch. It was 
also stated-that.-in-recent- years there 
had been (a tendency to depart from 
this pitch'which had produced a de­
plorable condition among bands and 
orchestras and in the making of 
pianos and other musical instru­
ments. '

For these reasons it was resolved 
that a committee be appointed to in­
vestigate the whole question of the 
standard ;bf musical pitch in use in 
America. The committee is to be in­
structed to call in such technical, 
scientific and practial expert assist- 
ance ms, may b>p needed in prosecut­
ing its Workv* “The'cohfmi'ttee “is1" fur­
ther to be instructed to seek the aid 
of such representatives of the opera, 
the symphony orchestras, the'music 
teachers’ associations and the Uni­
ted States governri|ent as it may con­

sider advi:sable,^in.;pre.:secuting its in- 
: quiries. ......

A fter the committee has made its 
recommendations as to a standard of 

. musical pitch on which all interests 
may agree, it is suggested that a 

1 conference be called of the various 
forces in the musical world in order 
that the findings of the committee 
may be communicated to them and 

i that a nation-wide agreement in the

made operative.

And by the testimony of the daugh­
ter herself I ’ll show that Buster 
Robertson told the girl after intro­
ducing her to his mother and two 
women visitors at the house that he 
had rather she hadn’t met those two 
women. Frank Collier knew all of 
this and that was why he shot Elzie 
Robertson.”

The judge sustained the testi­
mony of the defense and the jury 
was ordered back in.

Witness “Scared.”
Tadlock testified that he knew 

Mrs. Robertson and had visited her 
house. He said he' did not tell nor 
did he know of anyone telling Col­
lier about the . character of the 
house. On cross-examination,-asked 
if he was “ scared” to testify, he said, 
almost in a whisper, “ Yes.”  He said 
he was a married man.
1 R. W. Windham, second witness 
for the defense, testified he had 
visited the Robertson home and was 
introduced to a woman by the lady 
of the house. On several, occasions 
defense counsel said they Would 
show Mary Frances met women of 
questionable5 character at the Rob­
ertson place.

Eye-Witness’ Cousin.
Windham, a cousin of the man 

who was an eye-witness to the kill­
ing, knew Mrs. R&bertson, the moth­
er of Buster. He had visited her 
house on- Blufff stre't. As to wheth­
er or not the place sustained a good 
or bad reputation, as to being a 
rendezvous where men met women 
for immoral purposes, he said it was 
“ not very good.”  Later he said the 
house had a “ bad” reputation. He 
knew Mrs. Robertson as “ Miss Hat­
tie.”

Windham testified that he was in­
troduced to a “ Sis” Downing by 
Miss “ Hattie” and that after the in­
troduction he danced with “ Sis”, 

while a Victrola played. When tfie 
two returned to the presence of | 
other persons, he said, he paid no

money to Mrs. Robertson and that 
he never talked with Mrs. Robertson 
about “ Sis.” Very lit lte 1 conversa­
tion occurred between Windham and 
Mrs. Robertson relative To any other 
woman except that* he asked “ about 
this little lackv, Mullins.”

The Muilms woman has been 
charged with perjury. in connection 
with her testimony in the examining 
trial. Windham saw some y/hisky 
on the dining room table. He drank 
some of it at Mrs. Robertson’s invi­
tation. It was in a fruit jar. He 
paid nothing for it. Windham tes­
tified to three visits he made to the 
Robertson home. On the last one 
Mrs. Robertson telephoned for a 
woman to meet him there, but he 
left tiring of the wait. .

Chides Witness.
Questions o f Bernard Martin, spe­

cial prosecutor and formerly district 
attorney of this county, directed at 
Windham on cross-examination, 
chiaed him about the transaction to 
which he had testified.

Windham in a monotonous low 
voice admitted he was a married 
man, that he had a boy and that he 
was living with his wife. He denied 
he was drunk. He denied Martin’s 
question if he had ever before gone 
into the homes in the residence sec­
tion and debauched theiv.
' Promised Secrecy.

As this train of questioning went 
| on, Francis sprang to his feet, de- 
i daring that he had promised this 
and other witnesses that all of this 
testimony would be excluded from 
the newspapers and the public.

“ I f  your honor had done so, we 
would have'proved beyond the ques­
tion of\a doubt what.kind of a house 

! Hattie Robertson kept,.” Francis de- 
| dared.

Allred vehemently objected.
* Francis waved his hand toward 
the crowd and press table and said 
that “ with these heje we can not 'ask 
the questions we would like to be­
cause we have promised that these 
things would not come before the 
public.”

Windham said he saw “ other boys 
from the oil f^plds there” and . could 
not recall their names. Still on cross- 
examination he said thatlhe had told 
a man in Byykburnet that he had 
never seen Mrs. Robertson in his 
life. He' said further that when he 
was there he was sewing and that 
she made her living sewing and 
pressing clothes.

Frank Collier, former mayor of I 
Wichita Falls, on trial for slaying! 
Elzie Robertson, his 17-year-old son- 
in-law, has given the following j 
sketch of his life:

“ I was born in Waco, Texas, Feb. \ 
15, 1977. We moved to Italy, Texas.! 
About two years * after- we moved] 
from Italy to Wichita Falls. In I
March, 1884-, my mother went into] 
the hotel business. I went to publ ic j 
school here until half through the j 
tenth grade. (A t that time schools! 
were graded to the eleventh grade.)]

“ I worked during the summer 
months for O. S. Pruett in a gro­
cery store, getting my first job about 
1890. In 1891-94 I worked fo r  Gus 
Newby on an ice wagon, delivering 
ice.

“ In the fall of 1894 I started work 
in the round-house wiping engines. 
In about six weeks I- asked for the 
job of braking on the F. W. & D. C. 
R. R. Joe Ballard, chief dispatcher, 
granted my request. I railroaded 
until the fall of 1898, when I went 
into the clothing business, with Alex 
Kahn under the name of Kahn & 
Collier. A fter a little more than 
five years, I sold out to Kahn and 
formed a partnership with W. C. 
Hendricks under the name of Collier 
& Hendricks. We continued for a 
little over 14 years. We closed out 
this business after Christmas in 1918! 
and in the spring of 1919 I was in ! 
the firm of Stehlik, Baber & Collier, j 
real estate. I opened a sporting I 
goods store in August, 1921, conso!i-i 
dating with Doc Landon in January, I
1922. ’ |

“ I was elected Mayor in April,!
1923, and served until I resigned in| 
February, 1925.

“ I married Dorothy McCauley, 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. J. H. Mc­
Cauley, April 16, 1903. Mary Fran­
ces was born Aug. 31, 1906.

“ I played baseball for Wiley 
Blair’s Cremo team in 1905; with the 
Irish Lads in 1906-07. Started play­
ing baseball on the Wichita Falls 
amateur team in 1901 and continued 
to 1910. The Cremo team was com­
posed of such stars as Dode Gloss, 
who later led the American league 
in hitting, playing with St, Louis; 
Bill Brands, Louis Jacoby, Choc Kel­
ly, Storr, Stepper, Witherspoon, 
Fred Morris and the Naylor broth­
ers. In 1905 I pitched the longest 
game ever played in Wichita Falls, 
a 19-inning game, against the mail 
clerk team of Fort Worth. The score 
was 1 to 1 and was called on ac­
count of darkness.”

PROTECT LABOR
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind. —  Trade; 

unions must give attention to the! 
possibilities of radio broadcasting if 
they are not to lose pace with the 
times, according to James _ M. 
Lynch, president of the. Internation­
al Typographical union. Mr. Lynch 
has advanced the suggestion that a 
broadcasting station should be “es­
tablished and maintained either by 
the American Federation of Labor 
or by a co-operating group of large 
unions.

“ Opponents of unionism are losing 
no time about utilizing this tremen­
dous new medium for propaganda 
spread,” said Mr. Lynch. “ The Il­
linois Manufacturers' association is 
making a sustained publicity drive 
using radio. ‘Tell your home folks 
to tune in on the factory noon-hour 
programs,’ says a message issued by 
industrial plants, members of the as­
sociation.

“ Here are some of the topics dis­
cussed in these noon-hour programs: 
‘The Shop Agitator,’ ‘The Easiest 
Way for a Factory Employe to Own 
His* Own Home,’ ‘The Popular Man 
in the factory,’ ‘Americanization,’ 
‘ Interest of Employes in Total 
Manufacturing Output,’ ‘Sports and 
Exercise.’ Heavily freighted with 
poison gas against the labor mover 
ment are these little talks to the 
workers. Many factories have in­
stalled radio sets with loud speakers 
in lunch rooms and rest rooms to 
facilitated union hatred into the 

, ears of employes.
“ There are more than 5,000,000 

radio listeners in the country and 
the publicity power of broadcasting 
is only excelled by that of the press. 
Unionism certainly cannot afford to 
leave this field to its insidious and 
sleepless foes. Concerning the fac­
tory noon-hour programs the 
Manufacturers’ News of Chicago 
says:

“ ‘Leading business men, finan­
ciers and industrialists are being 
called upon to present thoughts ap­
plicable to the workers’ welfare. 
Many employers are making the fac­
tory noon-hour each Tuesday, a 
weekly better l’elations event.’

“ That kind of ‘educational’ effort 
is not new to organized labor. It is 
the same old wolf in sheep’s cloth­
ing. Many forces with many differ­
ent motives are seeking by divers 
means to gain control of broadcast­
ing. It is a bigger thing than many 
realize. The cost of maintaining a 
station would be large, but not pro­
hibitive if a group of trade unions 
might co-operate in the undertak­
ing.”

U. S. TO ADOPT 
LAND POLICY’

The time is not fur distant when 
it will; be necessary for the United 
States to substitute a policy of try­
ing to find land or people in place 
of its traditional policy of finding 
people for land and handing out 
large pieces of the pdblic domains to 
them, says an article in the Ameri­
can Bankei’s association journal. 
The executive department at Wash­
ington, particularly the department 
of agriculture, are working on the 
determination of probable future j 
needs and a classification of the land.

Land Consciousness Dormant.
“ The consciousness of the land 

problem has not yet developed in this 
country as it has in England and on 
the continent of Europe,” Dr. L. C. 
Gray, in charge of the division o f 
land economics is quoted as saying. 
“ The subject of land economics has 
not yet become in this country, as

it has become abroad, the central 
theme of agricultural economics.

“ Our problem in this country has 
been largely one of disposing of a 
gi’eat reserve area of public land, 
attracting people to the land and 
keeping them on it, rat.ter than a 
problem of providing land for clamor­
ous multitudes o fpeople who are 
seeking to become farmers. This, of 
course, has pi’evented the subject of 
land economics from being foremost 
in the consciousness of those who are 
interested in the agricultrual prob­
lem. But we are entering this newer 
phase of the land problem, and so 
rapidly does our population increase 
that this oth.'-w aspect of the land 
economic pro . cm is just around the 
corner.”

The object Ac of the division, ac­
cording to Dr. Gray, is to provide in­
formation that will enable the people 
to understand thoroughly the situa­
tion as to the agricultural land re­
sources of the nation and to see the 
situation in its true light, divested of 
temporary considerations, propagan­
da, and sentimentality.
