Forgery, that is, of the same kind
used in manufacturing fake diplo-
matic documents for sale. ‘

The Keed committee is investigat-
ing only the Hearst Mexican plot
documents, but already there hav:
been indications that forgers have
been at work on the domestic politi-
cal situation. :

Three leading presidential candi-
dates would by now have been boct-
ed' out.of the race if documents
whose existence has been reported
here in recent months had actually
been produced. Some of these, in
fact, may yet be produced. In that
case it will be necessary to decide
whether they are genuine or forged.

Last summer there came a report
from Worcester of the existence of u
memorial to which President Cool-
idge; while a member of the Massa-
chusetts legislature, had attached his
name. It was a protest against thz
idea of any man serving more than
eight years in the white house.  If
the president had become a candi-
date this document might have wreck
ed ‘his chances. Was there any such

document? Was it genuinc? Who
knows? ;
“Months ago your correspondent

heard about a letter, allegedly writ-
ten by one of the two or threc
leading candidates for the republi-
can homination. = The writer, sup-
posed to be explaining why he had
withdrawn from certain clubs in this

country, was reported to have de-
clared that he had made all his
money abroad and that he dldtrlxl‘l‘.

United States. Does the letter exist?
Is it genuine or forged? Who knows?

More lately comes a report about
certain documents which will blast
the hopes of a leading candidate in
the democratic party. The papers,
which were for sale a little while ago
purported to prove this gentleman a
complete grafter. If their chargec
were -proved he would be elimiated
from the political scee.

Will these papers or any others
actually be revealed publicly or, per-
haps; privately to influential political
groups? The underground  ballyhoe
for them is reminiscent of the tactics
of international gangs of forgers out
to sell their fake wares. On thu
other hand, politicians often
things which they would like to keep
buried later on.

The other day someone introduc-
ed a bill in congress under Congress-
man McClintic’s name, providing for
a Packard or Rolls-Royce automobile
for ‘every naval officer. = MeClintic
felt called upon to arise on the floor
and deny its authenticity. More forg-
ery!

Strange things even happen to mes
sages from the president himself. In
last year’s message transmitting the
budget to congress, the advace cop-
ies. sent out from the white house
included this:

“Whatever is necessary to put in-
to effect the expressed will of the
people as written into the eightecenth
amendment of the constitution and
the will of the congress as expressed
in the Volstead act will be done.
Whatever funds may be necessary to
vindicate the law and secure com-
pliance with its wise and righteous
provisions should be provided.”

“Wise and righteous provisions”
of the prohibition law! It was a
pretty bad break for a republican
politician in President Coolidge’s
position, Nothing of the sort ever ap-
peared in either national party plat-
form.

hus, it wasn’t surprisnig  when
the white house sent a note ordering
that the words “wise and righteous”
be stricken out before the message
was. read or published. Presumably,
whoever writes the president’s bud-
get message was castigated severely.
Let’s ‘assume that no one slipped
those three words into the message
surreptitiously!

Poor Communication Facilities.
To Outside World Hamwvers
Geneva Efforts.

GENEVA.—The ' League of Na-
tions’ one and only weapon, that of
publicity, is being dulled and weaken-
ed by the lack of adequate means of
communication between Geneva and
the rest of the world.

This is the formal complaint that
has been filed with the:league itself,
first by the international press con-
ference convoked last August by the
league; and ‘secondly by the Interna-
tional Association of League of Na-
tions’ Journalists.

The situation has become so se-
rious that during the December ses-
sion of the league council, several
of the leading members in the inter-

own particular part of the world, in-
sisted also, along with the journalists,
on an immediate improvement of
telegraph and wireless facilities,
Igspecially between: Geneva and: Lon-
on,

At the time the league was first
founded, it was fondly expected that
;it would some day have at its disposal
an international army, an interna-
tional marine, and a financial and
economic blockade with which to en-
{force its ‘“decisions and maintain
I peace.

{ _Eight years of experience have
demonstrated, however, that all the
{league can count upon in the way of
weapons, is the moral force of public
opinion.
now remain convinced that in the
great majority of cases this will be
tall that will ever be necessary.

’ Unfortunately, the means of wield-
{ing this great force are being steadi-
1y cut down by the failure of the
various Kuropean governments to
grant Geneva communications with
the rest of the world that will permit
of a quick, world-wide distribution
of all league, decisions, news and ac-
tivities.

The meetings of the league as-
sembly and council have now become
iwithout question the greatest. political
{events in the world.  Every Septem-
ber assembly attracts to Geneva not
less than 300 newspaper correspand-
ents representing all of the greatest
news agencies and newspapers of the
world, while every meeting of the
council brings together an average
of 200 journalists.
| As the gituation now stands it
often takes much longer to get the
‘news from Geneva to London than it
i does from London to South America
‘or the Far Bast. It not infrequently
happens that the Geneva-London
transmission is from three to five
times longer than the tmnsnfiission
from London to Tokio, Pekin, Bucnos
Aires, Canada and the United States
, generally. ; s

During the last ' session of*the
council, Mr. Dandurand on behalf of
| Canada, Mr. Urrutiu on behalf of Co-
|lombia, Mr. Villegas for Chile, Mzr.
Adatei for Japan, and Mrs. Tcheng‘l
Loh, for China, all entered vigorous |
protests that . their ' countries be !
placed on a basis of equality with the
rest of the world in receiving quick
"and full reports of all league activi-
ties.
