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COFFEE AND RUBBER COMBINES POSSIBLE
FARMERS HAVE 

TROUBLE WITH 
THE LEAF WORM

County Agent Bush Tells How 
To Fight It With  

Poison.

Farmers of Eastland county are 
having . trouble with the leaf worm, 
or army worm, as it is called, ac­
cording to R. H. Bush, county agent 
for Eastland county. Ordinarily the 
leaf worm is harmless to the cotton 
crop, but this year the worms in­
vaded Eastland county earlier than 
usual and are doing much damage 
to the immature cotton. Territory 
around Ranger is not affected by 
the sudden plague of leaf worm, but 
Carbon, Rising Star, Gorman and 
Nimrod farmers are having trouble 
getting rid of the pests.

Mr. Bush has been assisting the 
farmers in ridding their cotton of the 
insects and poison in the form of 
calcium arsenate is being spread. The 
pole and bag method i is being used 
to check the depredations. A pole 
long enough to reach over two rows 
is secured and a bag is tacked to 
each end of the pole. The sides of 
the bag are tacked the full length 
and a hole is bored at the top of the 
pole so that the poison may be in­
serted through a funnel. The arsen­
ate is used in-powder form and “the 
dry dust, like powder, is then drop­
ped on the cotton from the pole be­
ing shaken out through the sacks.

The arsenate can be obtained 
through the chambers of commerce 
of Eastland county, Mr. Bush said. 
Price o f the poison wil cost about 
,9 cents per pound when shipped by 
'express and the cost of treating an 
acre of cotton is about 45 cents, plus 
the labor.

Cotton for Eastland county from 
present indications will yield about, 
half a bale per aci-e, Mr. Bush said. 
Land that has lain idle during the 
past two years is now being worked 
again and a record crop is epected 
compared with recent years when 
farmers with the oil boom money in 
their pockets left the country tem­
porarily.

RANGER HENS 
MAKING GOOD 
LAYING RECORD

Priskiirs Leghorns Continue to 
Rank Afoiong the Leading 

Pens.

In the report for the ninth month, 
July 1 to 31 inclusive, of the eighth 
Texas national egg-laying contest 
being conducted at the-Texas A. & 
M. college, the entries of the Driskill 
Leghorn farm of Ranger are main­
taining their previous high record 
and making new ones.

In the highest individual contest 
for the month, won by a white leg­
horn with a 29-egg mark, hen No. 
266 of the Driskill Leghorn farm tied 
with eight others for third place with 
a 28-egg mark, yefc in the total av­
erage 'for the contest thus far this 
hen stands /fifth among the Driskill 
entries, the record of each of the six 
entries to date being: 181 eggs, 178 
eggs, 169 eggs, 161 eggs, 150 eggs, 
and 135 eggs.

The Driskill Leghorn farm is also 
shown to be one of the eight entries 
in which one of the hens has fhain- 
tained a 300-egg pace since the date 
of their first egg.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Aug. 18.— A 

number of union mine leaders and 
miners from Henrietta were here to­
day to attend the habeas corpus hear­
ing of several of their fellow work­
ers. The question if it be unconsti­
tutional to forbid strikers to hold 
prayer meetings was to be argued 
before the court of criminal appeals.

Four miners were arrested last 
week charged with unlawful assem­
bly in having violated the order of a 
sheriff who had forbidden them to 
hold religious meetings. The men 
were said to have wilfully disobeyed 
the order so as to make a test case 
in court.

MORE POPULAR THAN BOYS

LONDON.— There is a boom on in 
London in the adoption of baby girls.

Boys' are a drug oh the market, 
but the demand for girls for adop­
tion is way in excess of the supply.

“ The demand for baby girls for 
adoption is so great that if we had 
200 of them we could place them in 
good homes at once,”  declared the 
secretary of the National Children 
Adoption association. “ We find that 
most people prefer girls for adoption 
because they grow up to be a greater 
conifort in the home. Women who 
cannot have children of their own 
are eager for the companionship of 
an adopted daughter.”

One three year old boy in the home 
was “ snapped up” recently by an 
American millionaire who came to 
London with his wife for the special 
purpose of securing an English boy 
for adoption. The family already 
had three daughters but no son.

Several millions of the pests de­
scended on the city all of a sudden 
the other evening, and they became 
so dense around the street lights, 
that the streets were practically 
dark. Crushed under the feet of 
pedestrains and the wheels of auto­
mobiles, the corpses of the hoppers 
made the streets and sidewalks dan­
gerously slicky. „

A city truck had to put into serv­
ice the next morning to haul off the 
carcasses of those that were run 
down.

The fish in lake Cisco, three miles 
from town, had a rare treat when 
the hoppers went out to the water 
resort after taking in the town. 
Thousands of fish jumped after the 
pests as they came near the surface 
of the water.

Old timers haven’t been able to 
think of one that beats the evidence 
of the latest hopper yarn.

Attempt to Reach 
North Foie This Year 

May be Abandoned

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.— The 
MacMillan navy air expedition (in 
search of an undiscovered Arctic 
continent in all probability will be 
abandoned this week, according to 
indications here today. A radio dis­
patch was sent to Lieut. Commander 
Byrd, leader of the navy flyers, by 
Secretary of the Navy Wilbur ask­
ing for a report of the weather con­
ditions and if Byrd believed it was 
worth while to continue the attempt.

A radio from Byrd saying that 
unless exceptionally good weather 
conditions prevailed, the attempted 
polar flights would have to be aban­
doned this week. The radio was not 
in reply to Wilbur’s message.

Entertain by Radio

Eastland to Have 
Market Square for 

Benefit of Farmers

CHICAGO, Aug. 18.— Tu-Nu-Ka- 

Ping-Wa and his Arctic glee club 
composed of the oldest kiloute play­
ers and singers in Greenland, will 
add their wails to the static riding 
a 40-meter wave length Wednesday 
night from 10 to 12 o’clock eastern 
standard time, a message received 
by the Zenith Radio corporation ex­
perimental station here from the 
MacMillan Arctic expedition an­
nounced.

Tu-Nu-Ka-Ping-Wa led the chorus 
whose songs were broadcast from 
MacMillan’s base ship at Etah, 
Greenland, last week. The music 
came through so clearly, the pro­
gram was rebroadcast at 322 meters 
and many amateurs reported success­
ful reception. The programs consist 
of chorus singing, more nearly akin 
to wailing than to sounds civiliza­
tion calls music, accompanied by the 
weird rythmic tones of kiloutes, 
primitive drum-like instruments 
beaten with walrus bones.

“ The Eskimos take their songs and 
their music very' seriously,”  the mes­
sage said. “ We cannot laugh while 
the performance is on or they take 
offense and stop. But when the song 
is over the heartier our laughter, the 
better pleased they seem. Our mer­
riment then is taken for applause.”

The broadcasting time at the send­
ing point is during daylight. It- is 
these experiments which are expect­
ed to correct difficulties in daylight 
broadcasting.

25, 1926. Tex Rickard also appear­
ed with a $25,000 forfeit as backer 
of the bout. Paddy Mullens, man­
ager of the black man, was also ask­
ed to post a forfeit.

Mullens asked if his protege would 
receive the title if the bout was not 
held. The commission demurred 
over the request saying that they 
could not hand out such a title in 
that manner. It was decided that 
the money should revert to Wills if, 
the bout was not held.

HOOVER URGES 
MONOPOLIES TO 

SERVE PEOPLE
Would Have U, S. Importers 

Protect Themselves From 
Foreign Monopolies.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.— Secre­

tary of Commerce Hoover announced 
today that he would recommend leg­
islation permitting American im­
porters of commodities which are 
foreign^ monopolies to combine for 
protection of the consumers in this 
country.

Hoover said he had recommend­
ed such a policy two years ago and 
since that date the experience of the 
American consumer with rubber, cof-, 
fee and others calls for a new effort 
to establish the policy.

Governor Trapp of 
Oklahoma Must Reply 

to Miners' Charges

OKLAHOMA CITY, Aug. .18.—  
Charges of union miners of con­
spiracy between Gov. M. , E. Trapp 
and Henryetta mine 6peratoi*s are 
of such a serious nature that the gov­
ernor himself must answer them in 
court, the criminal court of appeals 
ruled today.

The ruling- came in the habeas cor­
pus proceedings for the release of 
four union miners held for violation 
of the Okmulgee county sheriff’s or­
der against outdoor praying in the 
mine district. In their petition, filed 
Saturday, miners declared that Gov­
ernor Trapp and the mine operators, 
held a secret conference without ask­
ing miner representatives and that 
secret agreements had been reached 
whereby miners would be robbed of 
their rights.

BILLION DOLLAR ROAD BILL

In the Saturday Evening Post of 
July 11, Forrest Crissey ha*' an in­
teresting article on modern highway 
construction. He asks the question.
’ Who pays the billion dollar ‘ high­
way bill?’ ’ ...  '

The; problem of who is going to 
pay for maintaining and rebuilding 
our roads, not to mention building- 
new ones, is going to become more 
important each year. An example of 
the manner in which money is ex­
pended on street construction has 
been witnessed in Marion, Indiana.

Washington street, in that city, 
was laid in 1902, and consisted of an- 
eight-ineh natural cement concrete 
base with a sheet asphalt wearing- 
surf tice. After some 22 years of serv­
ice it .was necessary to rebuild it. It 
was proposed to remove the old as­
phalt wearing surface and replace it 
with material of a similar character.

Instead of following the original 
plan;to utilize, the. old base for a new 
wearing .surface, a plan was finally 
adopted to t^ar-up the whole street 
and relay it with eight inches of eon-, 
crete.. . The total cost of the job is 
estimated at $170,000, whereas, if 
the- old plan of utilizing- the original 
bs|e fai‘ a. new asphaltic wearing sur­
face had been adopted, it is said that 
the cost would not have been in ex­
cess of $85,000, which would have 
meant a net saving o’f ,  about $85,- 
OOO. on the present price or 50 per­
cent i o f the total cost.

This illustration shows who is pay­
ing part of the billion dollar road 
bill and it also shows why they are 
paying it. As the annual road and 
street bill becomes larger, it is going 
to become increasingly necessary to 
adopt the most' business-like methods 
to secure the maximum results -witli 
the taxpayers’ dollar. This cannot 
be done without utilizing- in every 
manner .possible bid road bases to 
support a new wearing surface which 
will carry the traffic.— The Manu­
facturer.
