- Did you read in yesterday’s paper
that the women and girls of Eastland
county did during 1927, under the
direction of Home Demonstration
Agent Miss Ruth Ramey? If you did
not, get the paper and read it.

If you have ever doubted the wis-
dom of a home demonstration agent
for your county ‘ol - probably will

an advocate of home demonstration
work in.the county your advocacy of
such work will be strengthened.

Miss Ramey’s annual report shows
that the women and girls of the
county last year made
articles of household use; they put up
$21,000 worth of canned goods;
they “produced more than
worth of butter and handle nearly
$6,000 worth of eggs.

small item as a part time contribution
for the women and girls of Eastland
county.
