COOPER GIVES 
EXPLANATION 

OF QUESTION
Tells What Caused Delay in 

Designating Headlight Test­

County Commissioner V. V. Coop­
er, in a communication to the edi­
tor, explains clearly why the com­
missioners’ court failed to designate 
headlight testing stations in Ranger 
until within the last few days. He 
complains because information was 
not sought from him who could have 
explained the whole matter. In jus­
tice to the reporter, it should be 
stated that information was sought 
at the county commissioners’ office 
and County Judge Pritchard said it 
could only be obtained from the 
clerk in the office, who was away 
on her vacation. County Commis­
sioner Cooper is a busy man, and 
frequently in one part of the county 
or another, and it did not occur to 
the reporter that he might have in­
formation not available to the coun­
ty judge. The letter from Mr. 
Cooper follows:

Ranger, Texas, Aug. 27, 1925.—• 
To the Editor:

For the last several issues of your 
paper you have devoted much space 
to the matter of Ranger being gross­
ly neglected relative to the appoint­
ment by the commissioners’ court 
of headlight testing stations in tha 
town of Ranger. Although, you 
have ,it seems, been working over­
time endeavoring to secure informa­
tion as to why Ranger has not been 
taken care of in this matter, yet you 
have not thought it worth while to 
ask your commissioner for a state­
ment although he is here every day 
and has a telephone in his house. 
Thinking, possibly, some innocent 
person might be misled by your ar­
ticles on this subject I am taking the 
liberty to give you the information 
relative to this matter, which you 
should have obtained before you be­
gan your series of articles criticising 
the court about a matter which you 
either were not famrH’&r with or 
about which? you were familiar but 
deliberately endeavored to create a 
false impression upon your readers 
and my neighbors.

The fact relative to the appoint­
ment of headlight testing stations in 
Ranger are as follows:

In July the commissioners’ court 
received the specifications for coun­
ty headlight testing stations, and 
these specifications, together with 
letter of instructions, were distrib­
uted among the garages of the coun­
ty, including the garages of Ranger. 
These specifications were accom­
panied with a letter advising the 
prospective applicant that it would 
be necessary for them to furnish 
bond with application. Under the 
law Ranger, was and is entitled to 
three such testing stations. Within 
a few days a sufficient number of 
acceptable applications were receiv­
ed from Ranger. The first three be­
ing from Leveille-Maher Motor com­
pany, Westgate & Barnes garage and 
Black & White garage, all of which 
were acceptable to the court and by 
the court recommended. However, 
of these three, there was none who 
had furnished the required bonds.

When the court ^et in regular 
session on the tenth day of August 
it was ascertained that none of these 
parties had furnished bonds. There­
fore, on the 24th day of August a 
special called meeting was held for 
the purpose of approving and offi­
cially designating the stations, but 
at this time the first three appli­
cants had not filed their bonds. When 
this was discovered I personally call­
ed these applicants and urged them 
to file their bond.s. Two of the ap­
plicants withdrew their applications, 
leaving only one of the first three, 
viz: Leveille-Maher Motor company, 
who complied with the request and 
the law and filed the required bond.

In the meantime the Prairie Oil & 
Gas company, and Mr. Love of the 
Central Service station had filed 
their applications together with the 
required bond, These applications 
were duly approved and the three 
stations, viz: Leveille-Maher Motor 
company, Prairie Oil & Gas company 
and Central 'Service) (station were 
officially designated as the headlight 
testing stations for Ranger. All 
these applications were approved 
and official designations made on the 
same day.

These stations will have plenty of 
time- before Sept. 1 to take care of 
the needs of the car owners if they 
promptly equip their stations for 
that purpose. No favoritism has been 
shown. No individual company or 
community has been neglected. This 
matter has been handled as the law 
requires and there is no just ground 
for complaint.

It might be a matter of news for 
you and interest to your readers if 
you would keep up closer with* the 
activities of the commissioners’ 
court. You might find out, • upon 
casual investigation, that this court 
has recovered over $200,000 by the 
litigation route for Eastland county 
within the past two years, and that 
the court has done some very effec­
tive work on the roads of the coun­
ty. The people might be interested 
in such news items and I shall be 
glad, at all times, to furnish you 
with accurate information relative to

Grain, sorghum and hay 
crops have been revived, but the 
production of corn and oats will be 
only a small percentage of the nor­
mal yield, according to the report. 
The backbone of the drouth is said 
to have been broken except in the 
south central part of the state.

TO SELL PLANT

Phillips Petroleum Co. Buys; 
Has Casinghead Gasoline 

Plant Near Ranger

Consummation of an oft-rumored 
business transaction was announced 
today when Barney Carter made the 
statement that he had closed the deal 
with Phillips Petroleum company for 
the purchase by that company of the 
gasoline plant he is erecting on the 
Pritchard^ farm, in the Carter pool, 
about six' miles northwest of Ranger.

The transaction covers only the 
purchase of the gasoline plant, for 
a consideration of about $325,000, 
Mr. Carter said. Phillips Petroleum 
company control a large part of the 
gasoline output of Stephens county, 
with the acquisition bf the Carter 
plant, which, though only in the 
course of construction, is located in 
one of the most promising gas pools*. 
The Carter pool, about six miles 
northwest and lying just over the 
Eastland county line in Stephens 
county is in what is known as Ran­
ger territory and was controlled by 
Ranger operators.

The oil aî d gas producing wells 
on the Langford farm and other 
holdings of Mr. Carter in the Carter 
pool remain in his control, the deal 
being only for the gasoline plant, he 
said.

A cash forfeit, it is understood, 
was posted by the Phillips company 
officials and the contract has been 
signed. Final disposition of the pa­
pers definitely changing control of 
the' plant from Barney Carter to the 
Phillips Petroleum company will be 
made soo î, it is said.

Postoffice authorities intimated 
something of this sort had happened 
once before and called in inspectors 
to probe the matter.

COAL PRICES IN OHIO ARE 
SOARING TO HIGHER LEVELS

COLUMBUS, Ohio,. Aug. 28.— With 

only 250 of her 1,300 bituminous 
mines operating, Ohio today was an­
xiously awaiting the outcome of the 
threatened strike in the ^anthracite 
producing region. Similar uncer­
tainty prevailed in the Kentucky and 
West Virginia fields, chief competi­
tors of Ohio.

Prices soared overnight, the in­
creases ranging from 25 cents to 
$1.50 a ton, presumably in anticipa­
tion of the walkout in the anthracite 
mines.

COAL SUBSTITUTES MAY
HOLD FUEL PRICES DOWN

By United PreE3.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 28.— The 

federal government and the Ameri­
can public generally regard as al­
most inevitable the hard coal strike 
which is scheduled to start Septem­

ber 1, but viewing the situation 
calmly. T,be ■ no in­
tention of intervening to bring about 
any settlement and has made no moye 
beyond a cursory survey of the meth­
ods to be adopted to assure free 
movement’ of hard coal substitutes. 
The public has not responded to strike 
threats with panicky buying, as in 
the past, and as a result prices gen­
erally are firm without boosting.

Explanation of the public’s equi- 
nimity is in the apparent belief the 
strike will not last long and in the 
availabilitv of a considerable num­
ber of substitutes. Government 
agencies list twelve substitutes, 
most prominent of which is the 
smokeless bituminous coal of the 
West Virginia fields.

Other substitutes are: South Wales 
anthracite, lignite, smokeless antha- 
cite from North Dakota and other 
western states, simi-bituminous coal 
which is akin to smokeless but less 
desirable, briquettes, wood, peat, oil, 
natural gas, artificial gas aqd electri­
city.

Gasser in Chickasha 
Field Running W ild; 

Well May be Lost
Special Correspondence.

CHICKASHA, Okla., Aug. 28.—  
The wild gasser of the Nichols Oil 
& Refining company in section 26- 
5n-8w is presenting problems never 
before faced in the Chickasha field 
and the loss of the well is imminent.

Gas is escaping on the outside of 
the casing, either through a crack 
in the pipe or from below. It is 
known that the escaping gas is com­
ing from below the 400-foot level for 
at that depth a vein of artesian 
water, pure and clear, is struck in 
the field. This water is being thrown 
high over the top of casing by the 
force of the gas. No salt water is 
escaping.

Following a possible crevice 
through the earth, the gas has forc­
ed its way to- the surface of the 
ground more thau 100 feet from the 
well. Observing this, the control 
gate on the well is opened wide to 
prevent a crater being blown out 
through gas seepage far from the 
well.

Field reports Wednesday were 
that an attempt will be made to 
Bradenhead the well by steeling a 
string of 10-inch pipe over the pipe 
now set in the well, forcing the larg­
er pipe down to the point where the 
crack in the casing is believed to be. 
It was admitted »that should this 
method prove a failure, the*remain- 
ing remedy would be to pump heavy 
mud and cement into the well and 
kill it. This would mean the entire 
loss of the well. Meantime, the vol­
ume of gas escaping is taking around 
90,000,000 cubic feet of gas a day 
from the field. That amount is prac­
tically three times the volume car­
ried by the main of the Oklahoma 
natural.

PARIS TO NEW YORK.

The machine which ha! been 
used in the experiments has a 480- 
horsepower engine and has double 
control. The first test will be made, 
from Paris to Aleppo. If this suc­
ceeds, there will be a second * flight 
frpm Paris to Bagdad, a distance of 
2,500 miles. If it is shown that such 
distances can safely be negotiated 
with fair regularity there will be 
nothing to prevent flights from Paris 
to New York.
. European writers look to this 

breaking down of the barriers of 
distance as the first step toward 
making America part of Europe— or 
Europe part of America— and per­
fecting the much desired unity of 
nations.
