Taking advantage of conditions in
long continu-

ed drouth prevented’ farmers from

Bush stated this morning that the
county ‘had sufficient pastorage for
1,000,000 goats and that stockmen
g¢ay that 100 per cent on the invest-
ment can be made on them where
they are purchased at prevailing
prices in the drouth 'stricken area
and brought here and wintered.

SCOTT FACING
JURY ON HIS
MENTAL STATE

His Attorney Says Liquor, Nar-
cotics and Jail Life Have
Alffected His Mind.

CHICAGO, Aug. 4.—Russell Scott
is insane, Dr. Harold Hulbert, psy-
chiatrist, testified today in Judge
"Joseph David’s court.

‘“Yes, he is insane,” was the flat
statement made in answer to a ques-
tion by William Scott Stewart, chief
attorney for Scott. Scott suffered
delusions of “reference,” delusions
of suspicion, conspiracy and persecu-
tions, Dr. Hulbert said.

By “reference,” Dr. Hulbert said,
he meant conspiracy and persécution
were directed toward him. Scott is
under the delusion that the Canadian
people are against him. A crown at-
torney was sent by Canadian bank-
ers to approach and bribe Illinois
judges, prosecutors and Governor
Small, along with the pardon board,
so that it was useles’ to make a de-
fense, Dr. Hulbert said he was told
by Scott. Scott contends that influ-
ential persons want him out of the
way because he tried to promote a
$30,000,000 bridge across the river
from Detroit to Windsor, Canada.

The witness said he found evi-
dence of mental deterioration. Scott
sat hunched forward in his chair, his
chin cupped in his hands, apparently
dozing. and seemingly oblivious to
the fight which can end only in onc
of two ways—life in the insane
asylum or death by hanging.

Witness Testifies
Scott Really Insane

CHICAGO, Aug. 4.—Alienists
and pay witnesses were called today
to Judge Joseph David’s courtroom
to testify that Russell Seott is suf-
fering from a delusion of prosecu-
tion caused by excessive liquor and
narcotics, and therefore is immune
and may mnot bke hanged. It is
against the law of Illinois to hang a
man not in complete control of his
mental faculties.

Willizm Scott Stewart, retained
by Scott’s father and mother as chief
counsel, indicated the line of testi-
mony to be presented in the effort
to save Scott when, he told the jury
of Scott’s phenomenal business and
its sorry ending. He built up a sue-
cessful business only a few years ago
but met with reverses and after-
wards consumed about two quarts of
whisky daily. This, added to his ex-
perience in jail, is declared to have
affected him mentally.

Scott was not brought
courtroom until the proceedings
were well under way. He leaned
heavily on the arms of his guards.
His entry into the courtroom was in
direct contrast to his energetic ap-
pearance when/ granting  his ‘' “last
minute interviews” a few.hours be-
fore he was' to have been hanged,
little more than a week ago.

Reports from the Carter pool in-
dicate that, while "the oil flow is de-
creasing, the gas is holding up and
the gasoline plant of Barney Carter
now being built in the heart of the
pool will soon be running to its ca-
pacity. With abouth 380,000,000 feet
of gas to draw from, the plant, of 6,
000,000 feet capacity, will be taxed
to its limit of production when oper-
ating. )

e recent gasser brought in on the
Morton No. 1 of Tripple#n brothers
is located about a half mile west of
the Morton No. 1 of Kell and others.
The Tripplehorn well was drilled in
for a flow of about 10,000,000 feet of’
gas af a depth of about 1,850 feet,
since that time has not been touched
except to drill the well a few further
into the gas sand. The Kell well was
drilled to a depth of 8,725 feet and
from indicated rock . pressure will
hold up for an indefinite period.

The gas from the Carter pool i
of the highest quality of “wet gas”
and will run about 2 1-2 gallons per
thousamd feet, it is claimed.

BOND ISSUE FOR STREET
*  IMPROVEMENT SUGGEYTED
It has been spggested by a large

property owner in .Ranger that the

city ‘must | undertake an extehsive
program of street paving to encour-
age home ownership and home build-
ing. It'is not to be expectéd that
persons will. wish to build nice homes
on -unpaved ‘or unimproved streets
and the community will and- way to
improve residence ‘streets must be
evidenced before attractive _homes
will . be built and home sites im-
proved. :
Ranger has some splendid brick
paving, but virtually all of it within
the business district of the city.
There: are a-few residences border-

ing on brick paving within Ranger, |-

but these will disappear as business
increases and residences are’ forced
further out. It is very desirable that
the business districts of Ranger be
paved with brick and the money thus
spent was: well invested, but it is not
necessary at this time to pave resi
dence and & suburban- streets with
brick. ~.Macadam, and in many  in:
stances. merely good gravel,. will
provide: the necessary improvement.
~ Over a large section of Ranger
there is:a naturally good foundation
for streets and only a sul)stntiul
coating -of gravel, after the ftreet
has been' properly graded, is heces-
_sary to make an admirable thorough-
fare. - Of course, it would be well
too, to have sidewalks put down, buf
they will come, after streets are im:
proved and home building be%un in
earnest.
In order to improve Range' re;i-
dence streets properly, a bond issue
should ‘be voted. It will not take a
large amount of bonds to carry out a
large” amount of work, for the city
will pay only for the grading and the
paving ‘4t street intersections. The
paving or gravel of streets from cor-
ner line to corner’lin&f #achiblock
would be paid by. the propertyf own-
ers, each paying for one-half pf the
street width in front of his property.
