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NEW SLIDE 
SWEEPS ON

Terrible Roar of New Land- 
slide Heard Amid Tor­

rent of Rain.

SANTOS, Brazil, March 13.— The 

terrible roar of a new landslide echo­
ed through Santos today as a verit­
able torrent of rain swept the city 
and made communication impossible.

Workers trying to clear the debris' 
from the great avalanche from tow­
ering Mount Sarrat were isolated 
from the rest of the city. So far 
no one has been able to ascertain 
the extent of the new landslide. The’ 
streets were flooded by rains, the 
heaviest in many years.

Income Tax 
Must

She Flies Alone

G, O- P. Chairman Testifies of 
Having Declined to 

Take Ronds.

Be Made Out 
Before Thursday

All income tax reports covering in­
comes during 1927 must be in the 
office of the internal revenue col­
lector by March 15, or penalty w’l! 
be imposed.

The blanks shoud be feed out a -d 
sent directly to the office of the in­
ternal revenue collector at Dallas. 
The form 1040A should be used if 
the income is derived chiefly from 
salaries and wages and does not ex­
ceed $5,000. For net li comes of 
more than $5,000 or net incomes re­
gardless f  amount if derived from 
a profession or a business including 
farming or from rents or sale of 
property, the Form 1040 should be 
used.

According to W. W. House- 
wright, vice-president of the Citizens 
State bank, there will not be a rep­
resentative of the revenue office 
here before March 15. A deputy 
collector was here for one day, 
March 3, to assist those who were 
having trouble preparing their tax 
reports.

A penalty of not more than $10,- 
000 or imprisonment for not more 
than one year or both and in addi­
tion a 25 percent of the tax is im­
posed by the statute for failure to 
make a return on time.

The blanks can be obtained in Ran 
ger at the Retail Merchants associa­
tion, according to Mrs. George B. 
True, secretary. She received a sh‘p- 
ment of the blanks Monday.

DALLAS, March 13.— No conc’la- 
tion was shown the uninstructed-for- 
president faction of the party at a 
meeting of the state executive com 
mittce here Monday, all resolutions 
against instruction of delegates for 
Herbert Hoover being voted down. 
29 to 2. C. C. Littleton of Fort 
Worth and Jack Elgin of San Antonio 
holding the proxy of Committeeipan 
Charles R. Nelson of Clifton, repre­
sented the anti-instructionists.

Sudden adjournment of the com­
mittee during the reading- of one o f 
Committeeman Littleton’s resolu­
tions, after the committee had adopt­
ed the democratic basis of represen­
tation for precinct and county con­
ventions, was made a part of the re­
cord kept by the Littleton faction as* 
documentary evidence of the com­
mittee’s tactics. Littleton himself de­
nounced the move bitterly.

“ Spirit of immortal Abraham Lin­
coln,” he exclaimed as the motion to 
adjourn carried, “ turn thy face away 
from this humiliating spectacle of art 
American citizen being denied the 
right to be heard!”

The basis of representation in the 
republican county conventions was 
fixed at one delegate and one altei ■ 
nate for each 25 votes or major frac­
tion thereof cast in each precinct for 
president in 1924, each precinct be­
ing allowed at least and delegate and 
one alternate at the state c o n v e n ­
tion here May 22. Each county is 
to have one delegate and one alter­
nate for each 300 votes or ma­
jor fraction thereof cast for presi­
dent in 1924 and each county wan 
given at least one delegate and one 
alternate.

Him ; W ill Go East 
For Burial

SAN ANGELO, March 13.— J. W. 
Juergens, whose wife, daughter and 
mother-in-law were brutally slain in 
their home here, left by automobile 
today after the technical restraine 
keeping him here as a witness was 
lifted.

Juergens shid he was going to 
Midland, near here, but it was un­
derstood he planned to drive on to 
Pittsburgh, Pa., to attend the funeral 
of his family.

The technical restraint was lifted 
after Newton Byrnes, 24, chauffeur 
for the family, who confessed the 
murder at Sulphur Springs yesterday, 
relieved Juergens of an connection 
with the crime.

Byrnes was returned here at 7 a. 
m. and was immediately placed under 
close guard in the county jail. The 
county grand jury convened at 2 p. 
m. to investigate the case.

A quarrel with Mrs. Juergens 
about a check precipitated the mur­
ders, Byrnes said in his confession.

Desk Sergeant’s 
Hunch Was Cause 

Of Byrne’s Arrest

WASHINGTON, March 13.— Wil­

liam M. Butler, chairman of the re­
publican national committee, re­
vealed to the senate Teapot Dome 
committee today that Will Hays, for­
mer chairman, had attempted to get 
him to take over $25,000 of Liberty 
bonds— presumably from the $160,- 
000 campaign contribution of Harry 
Sinclair, indicted oil man.

Butler said he did not know they 
were Sinclair bonds.

Hays met him in the Bilmore hotel 
in New York the latter part of 1923, 
he testified.

“ He had a package with him. He 
told me it contained $25,000 in 
bonds. He asked me to take them 
and make a contribution. I refused 
to do so,” Butler said.

Butler made his statement after 
denying a long series of questions 
as to whether he had any knowledge 
of the Sinclair bonds.

Earlier, Secretary of the Treas­
ury Mellon had testified for two 
hours regarding Hays’ attempt to get 
him to take $50,00 Sinclair bonds and 
become a “ dummy” subscriber to 
that amount.

Butler said he declined to follow 
the Hoys recommendation because he 
did not want to become a party to 
“ something that would appear to be 
something that it wasn’t.”

60-Mile Death Path 
Sw ept B y Flood In 
Santa Clara Valley
Pressure of Waters From Cloudburst in Sierras 

Tears Out Aqueduct Dam and Hurls Destruc­
tion Upon Scores of Towns; Damage Millions.

LONS ANGELES, Calif., March 13— Swept by angry flood 

water from a mountain reservoir the historic Santa Clara river 
valley laid devasted today while the death toll from the worst 
disaster on the Pacific coast in recent years mounted hourly.

Rescuers struggled frantically to invade the once peaceful 
river basin now flooded and strewn with debris and the wreck­
age of homes and stores to determine definitely the number of
dead.

Examinations of Children W ill 
be Made at City Hall 

March 15 and 16

FORT WORTH, March 13.— Lieut. 

Governor Barry Miller again will be 
a candidate for office at the demo­
cratic primaries, he announced in a 
letter received today by John Bus- 
tain, Fort Worth attorney.

Miller said he would make his an­
nouncement later. He previously had 
declared his intention of withdraw­
ing from politics and not seeking re- 
election.

An extensive advertising campaign 
proclaiming to Ranger the import­
ance of the Parent-Teachers associa­
tion’s “ summer roundup” has been 
started by Miss Celia Moore, state 
itenerant nurse and Mrs. Henrietta 
Ablard, city nurse.

A large pasteboard milk bottle has 
been erected on the east side of the 
Main street derrick advertising the 
campaign and other similar signs 
have been placed in the business sec­
tion of Ranger.

crop reports show actual condition';

“ They give the farmer an equal 
chance to know the facts with the 
man who buys his produce,” Schultz 
said.

Motor Buses Cut
Texas Rail Earnings

AUSTIN, March 13.— Continued 

decline in the passenger revenues of 
railroads was shown by the annual 
1 eport on raliway finances issued this 
week by the state railroad commis­
sion.

Motor buses and private automo­
biles were believed to have kept 
down passenger earnings. The loss 
over 1926 was approximately $2,- 
5Q0,000.

Net revenue from operation de­
creased more than $6,000,000 dur­
ing the year, while at the same time 
operating expenses climbed more 
than $6,500,000. While passenger 

j revenues were falling, freight, e\
] press and mail revenues all increased.

No word had come from a colony 
of more than 100 employees of a
Los Angeles Power company and it 
was feared many of them had been 
swept away.

Sagus officials declared they be­
lieved it would have been impossible 
for the families living under the huge 
dam to have escaped the terrific wall 
of water which swept down upon 
them as they slept.

With all Tines of communication 
out and all roads and bridges de­
stroyed it was impossible to deter­
mine the extent of the damage and 
death spread by the torrent.

On the fringe of the stricken re­
gion rescue squads reported a deso­
late picture where peaceful homes 
once dotted the valley.

RUSH OF W AT ERS 2 MILES
WIDE AND 50 FEET DEEP

LOS ANGELES, March 13.— Cut­
ting a 60-mile path of death and de­
struction flood waters of the col­
lapsed St. Francis dam today reach­
ed through the beautiful Santa Clara 
river valley from the mountains to 
the sea.

No accurate estimate of the num­
ber of dead could be made but it 
appears the final toll would be count­
ed in hundreds.

Property damage will total many 
millions. Several towns and cities 
along the Santa Clara river were re­
ported practically destroyed by the 
onrushing waters.

The flood unleashed when the Lo3 
Angeles aqueduct dam crumbled un­
der the pressure of a cloudburst in 
the high Sierras poured 38,00 acre 
feet of water into the river basic, 
sweeping towns before it in its da*4i 
to the sea.

Buildings and homes were carried 
away in the terrific head of water 
that tore a path through the cities of 
Fillmore, Saugus, Newhall,' Pirn, 
Santa Paula, Saticy, Castiao, Oberg 
and Camarillo.

According to reports from Ven­
tura on the seacoast the Santa Clara 
river became a raging torrent 50 
feet deep and two miles wide. Wreck­
ed homes, animals and debris were 
earned along in the flood.

According to word received from 
Fillmore, 100 members of the light 
and power camp at Piru were in the 
path of the water. It was feared 
many of the party may have perish’ 
ed.

All bridges to the Santa Clara riv­
er have been swept away, including 
the Southern Pacific railway bridge 
between Ventura and Oxnard and 
rail communication will not be re­
sumed for at least 24 hours.

Red Cross chapters throughout the 
state are rushing relief to the section, 
today.

The huge dam collapsed shortly 
after 1 a. m., and alt wires in the sec­
tion were torn away, leaving the 
cities in darkness.

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Forest Planting
The population of the United 

States, according to census estimates, 
is increasing at the rate of 1,000,000 
a year. In 25 years we will have
150.000. 000 people; by the year 
2000, which many children now liv- 
ihg will live to see, there will be
200.000. 000 Americans.

Thus it behooves us more than 
ever before to look to our natural 
resources. And none of these re­
sources is more important than our 
forests.

President Coolidge has designated 
the week beginning April 22 as For­
est Week. In his proclamation, he 
points out:

“ The soil is the ultimate source of 
all our wealth and of life itself. One- 
fourth of our American soil is best 
suited for forests. Much of this land 
is already idle. More of it is being- 
made idle by destructive logging and 
fire. Yet we cannot safely permit 
our forest land to lie fallow and use­
less, any more than we can permit 
our farms and factories to lie idle.”

Charles Lathrop Pack, president of 
the American Tree association, points 
out that our first duty is to begin 
growing trees on our millions of acres 
of idle land, barren since the orig­
inal timber was cut down. For the 
prospective increase in our popula­
tion will mean tremendously in­
creased demands on our forests; de­
mands that our present forest areas, 
even under the most scientific man­
agement, could not meet. We must 
build up reserves and prepare for the 
future.

Some states have already tackled 
this problem. In Massachusetts, for 
instance, the three forest nurseries 
maintained by the state yield about
4.000. 000 young trees every year. 
These trees are sold at cost, to be 
transplanted on idle land throughout 
the state. Pennsylvania also has been 
active in reforestation, and in 1926 
alone set out upwards of 10,000,000 
trees.

But other states must co-operate. 
The problem does not seem pressing 
at this moment; but by the time our 
children have grown to maturity it 
will be. The time to act on it is now.

NEW YORK.— 'Unless the new sp-'r 

it of democracy in Japan results ini 
improved governmental efficiency 
and reform in political methods, a 
dictatorship, veiled or in the open, 
may result. Japanese political obser-: 
vers are making this prediction and, 
newspapers in Japan are not debar­
red by the censorship from publish 
ing the warning.

By a dictatorship is not menat any 
change of any kind in the Japanese 
monarchical system. The Imperial, 
house is not embroiled in Japanese 
politics and the present emperor and 
empress are highly popular. If a die' 
tatorship were to be the next step in', 
Japan’s political evolution, it would, 
follow somewhat the lines of Mus­
solini’s rise to power in Italy, with­
out, however, placing an any one. 
person’s hands the absolute authority 
wielded by the Italian autocrat. In­
stead, there would be a clique con­
trolling Japan’s destiny which would 
accord with many past precedents, 
dating before the establishment of 
constitutional government.

Several times recently efforts have 
been made in Tokio to establish non- 
partisan ministries, owing no alleg­
iance to parties but governing solely 
in the national interest. After the 
great earthquake in 1923, such a 
government carried on for a br.'.f 
time under Premier Yamamoto, but 
was unable to survive the partisan; 
attacks when the critical situation fol 
lowing the disaster to the capital had 
abated.

Another attempt to rise superior 
to partisanship may be made at the 
next session of the Japanese parlia­
ment, following the recent elections 
when universal manhood suffrage 
was exercised for the first time by 
the voters. Bloc government, too, is; 
being foreshadowed by numerous 
small parties which are coming into 
existence as protests against the 
many failures in the existing 'pari:a •• 
mentary system. Besides labor part­
ies, Buddhists and Shintoists are 
sending representatives to parliament.

and farmers, school teachers and 
other iarge groups are banding to­
gether to protect their individual in­
terests.

Like western nations, Japan is 
showing disappointment at the ina­
bility of parliament to bring about 
ideal conditions through legislative 
enactments. Yet, democracy in Ja­
pan is working as normally as in the 
west. Public opinion has as much 
weight on the government in power 
as in European nations. There is, 
too, in Japan, the same tendency to 
blame national failings on the gov­
ernment as exists among western peo­
ples. Corruption is widespread 
among Japanese political parties bub 
that is not a fault exclusive to Japan. 
The evolution of democracy cannot 
escape this drawback anywhere.

If a dictatorship were to arise in 
Japan, it could exist only by popular 
consent, for any length of time. The 
Japanese army, which, with the navv 
is the most incorruptible organiza-> 
tion in the nation, might sustain a dic­
tatorship with a military man in the 
premiership, but only if public opin­
ion were behind the 'movement. The 
Japanese army chiefs have been 
checked a number of times by pub­
lic sentiment, most recently in thmr 
forward policy in China. It would, 
be possible for them to govern t ie 
country autocratically, if they pro 
duced results of general economic 
benefit such as Mussolini has done in 
Italy. But Japan’s military men are 
army specialists only and have no par­
ticular economic abilities.

there is opposition to it. That com­
bination has killed most bills design­
ed for no other purpose than to serve 
the public interest.

Oil interests in Texas and Okla­
homa and mining interests elsewhere 
in the west have beert responsible for 
blocking the bill, Denison says. It 
was once passed by the house, but 
there was opposition in the senate 
which prevented the vote required to 
make it a law.

The Denison bill, introduced with 
the backing of the Investment Bank­
ers’ association, the National Associa­
tion of State Securities Commission­
ers and the executive committee of 
the American Bankers’ association, 
provides that no one shall send litera­
ture and securities through the mail 
or advertise or deal in them by tele­
phone or telegraph when such pro­
motion or sale fcould not he made 
within the state where attempted de­
livery is made. Thus, it merely seeks 
to prevent evasion of state blue sky 
laws.

In 1910, Kansas enacted the first 
so-called blue sky law to prevent sale 
of fraudulent worthless securities. 
Other states have followed and now 
all but two, Nevada ifnd Delaware, 
have them in one form or another.

“ These laws have been gradually 
improved until now many of them are 
effective,” Denison says. “ They are 
of two types:

“ First, the typical blue sky law, 
prohibiting sale of securities inside 
the state unless they or the sellers 
qualified under the law. Some laws 
require that both seller and securi­
ties be qualified.

“ Second, the fraud law, by which 
the attorney general, being advised 
that fraudulent stocks are being sold, 
is authorized to prosecute the 
crooks.”

But the crooks, Denison explains, 
have taken to the mails and even to 
the telephone and telegraph. By op­
erating from one state and doing 
business by mail in another they are 
engaged in interstate commerce and 
so can’t be touched by state laws. 
For instance, swindlers may establish 
headquarters in Camden, N. J., and 
operate across the river in Philadel­
phia, or from St. Louis into Illinois 
without interference. Congress alone 
may control interstate commerce.

WASHINGTON— More than a bil­
lion dollars a year is lost by Amer­
icans to get-rich-quick promoters and 
stock swindlers.

Much of this is taken from widows 
and others whose means are so small 
that they risk— and lose— everything 
in the belief that they can attain fi­
nancial comfort.

The swindlers work principally 
through the United States mails.

For six years Congressman Edward 
E. Denison of Illinois has fought 
alone to end this situation through 
federal legislation. But the bill 
which he introduced in 1922 is still 
in congress and it is not likely to be 
passed this session unless pressure is 
brought to bear by those who favor 
it. The reason is that there is no 
politics involved in the measure and

EDINBURG, March 13— When the 
lower Fio Grande Valley was young 
and steamboats plowed the Rio Bravo 
to old, Port Edinburg, 5000 acres of 
land near Madison, near here, was 
needed to guarantee the return oi

The loan was made to Florentino

On the return trip the train 
stopped at Terre Haute and Taylor 
jumped on the car. He greeted all 
the writers and then went in to see 
the “ boss.”

Rickard treated him cordially and 
they pumped hands up and down. 
Rickard knew that he was a fightere 
hut he couldn’t place him, and to 
keep the conversation going he said:

“ What you doin’ way out here, 
young feller?”

Showing his surprise, Taylor an­
swered: “ Why, Mr. Rickard, don’t 
you know I live out here?” The en­
gine tooted and Taylor jumped off.

When Taylor had left, Rickard 
turned to Mike Jacobs and asked: 
“ Who was that feller?” Mike rang 
for the porter and ordered ice.

Didn’ t Know Hudkins.
Another story in the same vein is 

told of Rickard standing in the lobby 
of the Garden one night. A young 
fellow, accompanied by quite a gal­
lery, approached and engaged him in 
conversation like an old friend. 
Rickard put his hands on his ticket 
pocket and managed to make an exit.

“ Wally,” he said turning to Walter 
Fields, “ who was the feller?”

“ Ace Hudkins,” Fields answered. 
“ Hard to tell in his street clothes, 
isn’t he?”

W ould Purchase Yanks.
Rickard rather enjoys having the 

stories told about his poor memory 
for names and faces and he no doubt 
has a logical reason for feeling that 
he doesn’t have to know the name

Last year it was reported, and not 
denied, that Rickard was dickering 
for the purchase of the New York 
Giants.

“ What do you want with a base­
ball club?” he was asked. “ It’s a 
bum business racket for a man who 
doesn’t know anything about it.”

“ Don’t them birds who own teams 
hire fellers to run ’em for ’em?” 
Rickard encountered. His logic is 
that you can always hire smart fel­
lers who know everything about their 
rackets.

He explained, however that he 
didn’t want the ball club unless he 
had to take it.

He wanted to buy the Polo 
Grounds and have the baseball end 
of the business transacted in the 
Yankee stadium. It looks as if the 
Giants may try to share the Yankee 
stadium with the Yankees and permit 
Rickard tq remodel the Polo grounds 
into a big boving, football and hockey 
arena.

AUSTIN, March 13.— With a new 
field housing them, everything looks 
like the University of Texas Long­
horns will win their regular confer­
ence championship in baseball, ac­
cording to campus sport fans. For 
16 years, William J. (Uncle Billy) 
Disch has been coaching baseball 
teams at the University and 15 years 
of those 16 he has brought the con­
ference championship in baseball 
home to the Longhorns. Now with 
his seventeenth year beginning, he 
will have to fieht his way through 
with a weak hitting team, strong 
pitching and one of the best fielding 
clubs in the conference, judging from 
the present indications.

A month of practice has failed to 
bring to light any heavy hitters, ac­
cording to Coach Disch. This same 
month has uncovered what Uncle 
Billy believes to be the best southpaw 
that has graced a Texas university 
uniform since the days of Bib Falk. 
This is Johnny Railton of Houston, a 
graduate of Uncle Billy’s 1927 fresh­
man team. Railton is not the only 
left-hander. Milton Browning of 
Tolar is another southpaw with a 
world of stuff that will be hard to 
keep o ff the 1928 Steer team. Joe 
Dobbs, a big tall right-hander, with 
all the crooks that a pitcher would 
want is regarded as the best of the 
right-handers.

Having wron, young Jim forgot 

about his interest in the firm isc 
some time, went away to get himself 
a bride and share in her social con­
quests and came back to Cleveland 
only in 1925 with his own 40 percent, 
of McKinney Steel stock and also the 
stock of E. S. Burke, which gave him 
53 percent of the total and a con­
trolling vote.

He dropped in on a directors’ meet- j 
ing,and in a few days “ Young Jim” j 
was president of the Corrigan-Mc- 
Kinney Steel company and assumed 
control.

A few months later Price Mc­
Kinney shot himself at his country 
home. Ill health was given as tin-,
CclUSG.

So from the ashes of the tragedies 
of the pioneers of the great steel 
company rise five women controllers' 
of its destinies.
